THE real face of the
much vaunted  jobs
creation schemes for

unemployed youth
has been shown by the
Council in

Exeter.
They are offering
council jobs at the

‘insulting rate of eight

pence an hour!

The city council has
adopted a scheme that sets a
dangerous precedent — 1o
employ 16 youth in its social
security departiment as filing
clerks. They are paying £1
to £2 for up to 27 hours a
week.

- The scheme in Exeter is
the first of many to be set up
all over the country.

Keep Left has always said
that the new schemes are a
means of employing youth
as cheap .labour and
undermining the capacity of
the trades union movement
to fight for the right to work.

The overall plan for youth
job schemes, now being
implemented by Labour,
was the brainchild of -the
Heath Tory government
during the three day week.

The Manpower Services
Commission was asked to
draw up contingency plans
for unemployment ‘rising
higher than at any time since
the war.’

Allocation

These plans have been

adopted in the Labour
government's allocation of
£30m for community
projects for youth,
university ' graduates and
over 50’s.
- The Young Socialists
completely reject this
attempt to employ young
people at degrading,
demoralising wages
reminiscent of the last
century.

We demand a job, at a
decent wage, for every
worker and school-leaver —
this is a basic right.

There is always someone
who comes out with the ‘I'm
only trying to give the bovs a
break’ line. What you must
remember is that everyone is
in the business for money
and they are not fussy how
they get it. '

There is no room for trust
in the music game. A lot of
people go into this business
with aheadful of ideas and a
pocketful of nothing.

Don’t get me wrong —
there are good times as well.
But the good times only
come as a result of a long
hard fight for recognition —
a fight agamst people with
no feelings; no scruples or
principles. -

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POLICE USE RAID TO INTIMIDATE YOUNG WORKER

- THE police have begun a campaign of political

intimidation against the Weorkers Revolutionary
Party and Young Socialists, following the raid
on our education centre in Derbyshire on

September 27-28.

The riud involved 100 officers.

including Special

Patrol Group men. Searchlights. police dogs and a
convoy of vehicles were used in the raid.

Our members  were
abused., threatened and had
possessions  confiscated.
Women were strip-searched
and Jeading members held
imnmmunicadn for several
hours.

The police Iu;w remained
silent  about © guestions
arising from the conduct and

authorisation of the raid.

Derbyshire s Chief
Consta »-.:.‘_,,‘;\s there will be
i ddd) answering

questions from the WRP's
. solicitors because the officer
in charge of the rid is ill.

The WRP has
categorically denied  all
knowledge of nine bullets
that police claim they found
on the premises.

A statement which has
now been made public
shows thal intimidation
tactics are being used
following the raid.

The statement is from a
2l-year-old Irish worker
who was detained in a north
L.ondon labour exchange by

plain-clothes police and held

under the "anti-terror” laws.
Handcuffed

He 'was  handcuffed.
bundled into a car. which
“had no police markings. and
driven 1o Caterham. where a
pub bomb had explodcd two
weeks before.

The - police interrogators
tried to force him to admit
responsibility for the blast.
They produced detailed

information they had already

acquired about the youth.
