If you are a doctor, lawyer, teacher or newspaper man, or‘if you
own a farm or a business, we want you just the same, but the study
of Socialism will come rather hard to you. I know, because I have
been through the: trouble myself, and sometimes my proletarian
friends show me that I still have a deal to learn.

There is no reason why a man who comes into the labor move-
ment from the commercial or professional classes, IF he realizes his
own limitations, should not develop into a clear-headed Socialist.
But that is a vry big IF., More than we often realize, our ways of
thinking are determined by our economic interests, and still more by
the economic ATMOSPHERE that we breathe. Here in America
today there are two economic atmospheres so different that ideas and
emotions which live in the oge will die in the other. One is an at-
mosphere which really corresponds to the economic conditions which
prevailed in the Middle West sixty years ago. A majority of Ameri-
cans still live in the atmosphere, but especially dd nearly all of the
farmers, merchants, small capxtaluts and professional people. In
this atmosphere people ard acts are classified into good and bad, ac-
cording to codes which imply the Eternal Justice of private property.
The other is the new atmosphere breathed by the organized wage-
workers of the great cities, for whom private property—except for
their capitalist employers—has already been abolished, and to whom
2ld moral distinctions pale into nothingness beside the new, vital dis-
tinction between UNION and SCAB, between those who aré on
'OUR side in the ﬁght for the GOODS. and those who allow them-
selvese to be used on the capitalist's side.
