There was no scxcnce of astronomy until the coming of eclipses
could be foretold and the orbits of the stars plotted.

' Now the political economists of today are like the alchemists
and astrologers of ancient times. They can guess at the results of
certain socia! arces, but they cannot be certain that their guesses
will prove correct, for they are not based on any definite knowledge

- of the events with which they are dealing. During the last few
wecks and months events have been moving so fast that it was easy
to test the truth of their predictions, and they have almost inevitably

proven false.
