Yearly Wage Is $400.

When the strike took place in July of
last year the average wage then pald the
mine workers all except the shovelmen,
was 3235 per. ‘ay. The work wos steady
only In the ».mmeér months, as the open
pit mines could ndt be worked in eold
weather. The average yearly wage, there-
fore, approximated something ke $400.
The Incident of rigk of Ife and Nmb was
something slways to be reckoned with
Accldents were and are of frequent oc-
currence. Not only that, but rhsumatic
allments gradually make headway among
ell the steady workers

Yet on the other hand, taking as troe
the last published repart of the net earn-
ings of the United Btates Stee! Company,
insued’ by themselves, 1t shows a net
Profit for tha current yedr of $168,600,000.
The strike was foroed upon the men, who
had  npeither inclination ' nor desire
siriko just then. The Western Federa~
tion of Miners had only just come lato
the fleld. Yt Is true that it was making
headway and meeting with success both
in meetings and in membership, but the
#togl corporation was not to be caught
napplog. It had ftx sples both in and
outside of the Western Federation of
Miners, and struck the first blow by dis-
charging every Finlander employed at
the Mount Iron mine without reason.

Fact Was Sslf-Evident,

The fact was self-evident, because the
Finns, every one of them, had alréeady
been enrolled into unfon  membership,
The dla was cast, the war was on, and
the battle for some manths raged flerce-
iy, As to the result?
