Nearly a whole
dny at o thme, loaders plok thelr way
among or stumble over big  Elones,
which should be broken and loaded on
the car, while stone-hammers are idle
and good breakers carry rock and pile
it nearly as far from the track where
we had to load It as it was before.

These "bosses” ure slmply uatural
products of their couditions, Hlave-
drivers, responaible to the master.—the
politielans who. coutrol the couniy--
must work the slaves or be discharged,

probably compelisd to be barsh, per-
haps even aruel. The positions demand
those qualities, ns some of the siaves
‘would mistake kindness for weskness,

desmanded. And they cannot afford to
show much favoritism. Asx Broadway
told me:  “We are no respecter of per-
#opa.”  They must keep the slaves go-
Ing, even {f nothing useful is accom-
plished.

The prisoners the white'  ana the
bisek, are trested Jdifferently in' only
two respects s far as I can learn. Our
beds are seperated by bars and we have
saparate basins for bathing fode und
hands, and separate tubs for the “all-
over” bath, White snd  black ' work,
drees znd sat alike, bave spoons, pans,
and food altke, use the same tin bucket
for toilet purposes, sléep In the sams
kind of “beds” and drink from tae
very mame tin cup. Whits and black
altke are expectnd to doff the hat when
spenking to o boss. | Some whites and
blacks begx and exchange seraps  of
meat, bread, potitoes, vegetables, to-
haoco and cigarettes.  White prisoners,
A% f half-winryed, bladly use thess
seraps Just from the lpe and teeth of
the negroes—and negroes returs  the

punishrent<thirty-nine lashes on the
naked fleah, with & heavy rawhide strap
fastened to a wooden handle and wield-
od with all the force of a musoular man.
Some wl ohave been whipped say it in
almost as bad as death. One white
man, who had aiready been whipped,
took 'thirty extra days on the gang
rather than be whipped again.  One
white man was whipped because a leaky
bucket. spilled some water in front of
his “bed’

The food is poor, conrst, scanty and
carelessly handled, therefore, unclean.
The bread containg no milk and appar-
ently no soda or baking powder, and
very little greass. 'The prisonsrs say
it contains plenty of saltpeter Instead.
Both wheat and cornbread are tough,
dense, sud except for the thin crusts,
unpalatable. The meat M inveriahly
“Iatback,” or ‘wowbally,"  fried for
breakfast, and fried or bolled for din-
ner and supper. I saw negroes .
this cooked mest (n their fngers and
put It Into our pans. [ was & vegeta-
rian, yet 1 had to eat something. When
I had tried It & week 1 ate the lttie
medt I got and wanted more. Nearly
avery one always wanted more meat,
but knew it was useless to ask for it
Aany asked for wore bread, but often
were told, “All gone” The molaswes
is of the cheapest, bluckest kind, and
the vessal, covered carclessly or not at
all, lety In fMles and ants. Rx days In
succession We had no vegetables, We
had no kntves or forks, and [ was there
vk days before I got a spoan. Several
dnye I had only my fingers t0 take veg-
atables up with,

Breakfast consists of a piece of wheat
bread About three inches square and
nearly two Ibhodes thick, about two
ounces of meat, and two tablespoons of
molasses. Supper Is the same. except

sweat and used formerly by white
or black, healthy or diseassd. A box
about aix and one-half feet wide and

which ls remewed every four or ive
months, serves some nights as beds
for me and six other white mern. I
am required 1o sleep next to & man
coversd with sores of crofulla or vene-
real diseass, and to put linkment on the
sores twice a day. The chaing and
shackles often h* and irritate the sores
on my feet. The rough, sticky blankets
cannot be borne next to the skin, so
we slesp In our clothes, wet through
with sweat and filled with rock dust.
Bedbuga are numerous and active, and
despite our sxhaustion often succeed In
keeping us awake and active. We have
10 geot permission from night guards be-
fore sitting up to fix cover or chains,
or for any other purpose, else we are
likely to be shot.

A small cheap plug of tobaceo, ap-
propriately taggea “Cornbread,” was
supposed to be given each prisoner
every week. But only one was given
during the fourtesn days La Mance waa
there, and only one in the fourteen I
was there.

Takes Baths in Half-barrel
Prisoners bathe all over when they
arrive, and every Saturday night, ex-
¢ept the next one. Those who come
on Monday may go twelve days without
bath or change of clothing = Five or
&iX bathe at one tima in & tub made
from a hall barrel, and contalning four
or five gallons of hot water. The dis-
eased men formerly bathed with the
others, but no whe has n separate tuh,
For bathing hands and face one basin
is allowsd to tha ten or twelve whites,
including the diseased one. The ne-
gries, about sixteen persous, have only
one besin.

It is hard to get water and harder
to get a chence to empty the basin.
It water is spilled or splashed out, or
left in the basin and turned over, some-
body s likely to be whipped. Many go
several days without washing hande or
face, and during this time they finger

Of the nine whites there when I ar-
rived only one could write, and one
other clalmed that he could read m It-
tie. The negroes were aimost as illit-
erate. A prisoner who has stamps and
stationery may write one letter a
month. Few write or have letters writ.
ten for them, or recelve any letters, The
guards read and censor all mall, and
destroy gome of it, regardless of postal
laws,

One Sunday afternoon the guard told
the negroes to sing. They did so will-
inkly and seemied intoxicated with the
melody. Guard and vialtors seemed to
enjoy the music. The refrain of one of
the sings was: “And before I'd be a
slave, I'd be burfed In my grave, and
go home to my Lord and be saved.”
To the faces of the guard and the vis-
itors this song brought no more expres-
sion than any of the other songs. Per-
haps they knew that the slaves did not
grasp the idea, much less determine to
strike a blow for liberty or death. More
Itkely the guard nnd the visitors under~
stood ax little as the n dia

$15 a Month When Free

The slaves have no Interest In thelr
work and no fncentive to toil, except
1o eacape punishment. Whenever the
ongine stalls, the crusher ghokes or the
belt slips off, some say earnestly,
“Tat's good” They seem gind If things
Ko wrong. Many work unintelligently
&nd to little advantage. All hate the
place and long for “Freedom.” But
the majority, eepecielly the most Ignor-
ant and timld, make little complaint.
They tell of some who have starved
& while after thelr tims was out, for
®/ wage of 315 a month, That must be
at loast an good as they could get eise-
where,

The drivers (the bosses), eat, aleep,
dress and live very much like well-
pald clerks and mechanics. But they
act as If they think themaselves our
masters, instead of our drivers. Nearly
every night they regale thamselves with
smutty stories, obscene jests and ac-
oounts of their exploits as libetrines
and patrons of “women who have been
knocked down.” All this talk Is highly
saagoned with  profanity. The slaves
drink In this jalk, and they tell each
other of thelr viees, erimes and mis-
demeanors.

A School of COrime
If they are not as immoral as the
drivers, it is probably due to the lack o
opportunity. But when they get free,

Guns, Oogs and Whips

White men and boys, some less than
sixteen years old, work, associate and
eat with negroes, eat after TDegroes,
drink after negroes, sleep by negroes,
live and dress ke negroes, on a real
“moclal equality” with the lowest clans
of negroes. And this s enforced by
ever-present guards with guns, dogs
and whips, backed by all the power of
eity, county, state and national govern-
ment, and upheld by all the govern-
ments of earth. All this s done maln-
iy for the pleasure and profit of the rich
and the office holders, during the year
1908, In this “Enlightened, Christian
Land” in the "sol!id south” in | “the
white man's country,” in Democratic
North Carolina. This will very prob-
ably continue as long as it gives pleas-
ure and profit to the owners and rulers
of the country—probably until capital
ism passes away and gives place to the
co-operative commonwealth.

Oharacter of Mayor

Mayor Armstrong get his start by
getting produce, ete, from the farmers
on credit then putting his property in
his wife's name to avoid payment. He
Joined the Knights of Labor, got mioney
from it, and falled to perform the serv-
{ces for which he was pald in advance.
He is now a politician—almost a pro-
fessionzl politiclan. It ks currently re-
ported that some months ago when a
negro girl killed her mulatto child.

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SOAP-BOXERS AFTER

Cashocton, Ohlo,” Oet. 22— Disputing

the authority of the mayor of Coshoc-
ton to designate the place for Soclal-
ist street apeeches caused the arrest

After the prisoners gave bond
an adjournment waa taken to a corner
and with the mayor's consent held a
rousing meeting. The collsction taken
up amounted to enough to pay the de-
fense of the epeakers. The two men

Bricklaying an» an art has mmained
stationary for a long period of tima.
The methods of the past are sulll In
b and present practice varies but
Hitle from the processes hy which the
oldest brickwork now stunding  was
laid.  Progress In bricklaving ta there-
fore to be more expected in the nature
of improvement of existing methods
than from attempt at radical change

Two improvements recently made
along this 1ine are noted with (nterest,
One is callsd the fountain trowsl and
the. other I8 & packet system of han-

dling the bricks, The trowe! is 4 maetal
can, shaped something like & Dutch
wooden shoe,  The Feol in used

#C00p Up mortar frewm the mortar box
and the toe has & long opening the

entire width of the can, through which
mortar is poured uposn the brick.

This trowel or can makes it possible
to spread a far greater quantity of
mortar within & given time shan the
ordinary trowel, and pérmits the briok-
iayer to use mortar sufficlently soft to
fill the joints better, not only because
it runs down into the unfilled joints of
the course below, but also because it
permits ths shoving of the jolnts full
of mortar in the course that is being
1aid.

The packet is & little wooden tray,
30 inches long and the width of a
brick. The briocks are placed on the
packet, face up, in two rows of ten

each, & welght of about #0 pounds,
The whole Is on speclally con-
structed wh we and wheeled to

the place where the man are working.
The packet is then lifted from the
wheelbarrow, placed on the stock plat-
form of the scaffold and pushed over
to the blicklayer. - The bricklayer lifts
the packet and deposity it on the wall
The last step, that of placing the bricks
in the wall, requires but the moving of
the arms and hands.
