Goebel Speaks to Multitude
George Goebel, national crganizer of the 8o
elalist party, who has just completed an or-
panization tour of the western states, spoks
0 -u of the lurgest sudiences seen tn Roch-
eater, N. Y., on the comner of Iun wnd Weier
slreela.

It is doubtffol if t % another edu-
cational institution of such high rank
in the world where Socialism s belng
80 radically taught by so eminent a
man as 1t s at Michigan by Prof. Wen-
ley. Hundreds of young men who
would ordinarily lesve coliege to be-
come props and buttresses of the ex-
isting order of things, are being filled
and stirred with -belie? in the certainty
of Boctalism.

Prof. Wenley is giving a five-months’
course on “"The Ethica of Soclaliem.™
To strengthen his teaching he has gone
clear back to the middle ages, pointed
out the passing of feud m, the ecom-
ing of Individualism, and the subsequent
decline and fall of the latter, to show
the Inevitableness of Soclaliam.

“The feudal system was but the ex-
treme embodiment of lnstitutionalism.
It could not 'last forever. ‘When the
reaction against it came, it had to give
way, . Its place was usurped by the
extremes Individualism of the last two
centuries, This, 100, was an extremae
and could not last. It taught that all
moen were free and equal, and should
be allowed to enjoy lberty without in.
fringement. ' Individoallsm found ita
revalution in the declaration of Inde-
pendence, and ia the Engish reform
bilk

“But Individualism Is now passing
away, Its place 1 being taken by So-
clalism. ' Instend of being born with
‘certain Inaliensble rights man is com-
ing to be thought of as being born with
certain imperative duties to his fellow-
men.  Alone, man the individval can
do nothing. He is important only as
he constitutes a part of soclety. Ha
therefore owes definite obligations to
that society which gives him his power
and his meaning.
