Conduct of Socialist Meetings

How can Soc:alist meetings be made most effective?

This is one of the qumionsh““ which the National Executive Com-
mittce is idering, and onewhich‘i;t'of most vital interest to every
Socialist orgamization in the United States. ) \

There are various ways to divide up this quéssion, into “first~

" “secondlys,” etc. There is=the broad division into p
and educational meeti with many overlappings. The educational
gatherings will be considered in later articles as a part of the internal
work of the ‘drganization.

There has been a tendency hitherto tc scatter all forms of propa-
ganda activity, and this has been y evident in the holding of
mectings. Ten little gatherings are held with almost no preparation
and attended by perhaps fifty SOCIALISTS each, and the SAME
fifty each time. If the same enurgy bad been concentrated upon one
meeting it is probable that more than five hundred would have been
reached and nearly all of thesa NON-SOCIALISTS. ‘

Experience has shown that whenever LARGE THINGS ARE
ATTEMPTED THE SUCCESSES ARE MUCH MORE "FRE-
QUENT THAN WITH THE SMALLER AFFAIRS. Of course
each such success is worth not only a dozen pardal failures but a
dozen SMALL SUCCESSES. i
When a really capable apeaker is secured, and there are plenty .
such in the Socialist party, a large and central meetigg place obtained
and adequate advertising provided, the result from every point of
view is apt to be worth a hundred little gatherings,

Several localities that have been especially successful with large

ropaganda meetings suggest that a large factor in attracting an aud-
ience is the selecting of a popular timely subject. A talk on “Social~
ism” will seldom attract a non-Socialist crowd. A meeting on “Gov-
ernment by Injunction,” the “Right of Free Speech,” the “Righi of
Asylum” or any similar topic will bring all persons who are inter- |
ented in these subjects. The Socialist party is, the only political or-
ganization that is standing for the working class’side of these ques-
tions, and there is no better road of approach to the minds of the
great mass of non-Socialists than by the presentation of this fact.

The question is also being raised in many parts of the country
whether too much dependenac has not been placed upon street meet-
ings in the past. The “soap-boxer” still has his work to do, espe-
cially in uncultivated territory. Socialism has probably been intro-
duced to more persons by this route thamany other unless it be by
the press. But it is essentially ADVERTISING rather than a prop-
aganda or educational work.

“Without decreasing the open-air activity it would seem probable |
that the time has come to lay much more stress upon hall meetings,
Practically no organization can be done on the street, and organiza-
tion should be a part of ‘every meeting. The work of conducting a
hall meeting brings more persons into active participation and
strengthens existing organizations. Continuous exclusive street cor-
ner work, while an excellent training for speakers, in some respects
ofterr becomes a demoralizing influence if too long continued, The
speaker begins to appeal to the “galleries,” because otherwise it is .
difficult to hold a street crowd. He cannot attempt any lengthened
reasoned a ent, and is apt to substitute cheap wit and superficial
“smartness” for thorough knowledge and careful presentation,

Regular $eries of lectures with carefully prepared programs are

now conducted in nearly all the larger cities and in many smaller
places. It has been discovered that it is actually easier to secure a
good audience for ten successive lectures than for one single meeting.
Each one advertises all the others. The cumulative effect of such a
series is many times greater than the same number of isolated meet-
ings. Far better speakess can be secured. Many more phases of the
subject can be presented, and the general sustained interest thus
aroused will lay a better foundation for organization.
i These suggestions are at least worthy of consideration. There
are thousands of Socialists who aré experimenting daily in all these
directions, The result of their experience can save time and energy
for thousands of others if they will but place it at the .disposal of
those others. The Daily Socialist is here to act as a medium for the
exchange of such experiences. i
