day.  The "full amount of wages due
will not be paid until the men make
appiication for It in Liverpool, but the
company will advance a small amonut
of money to those who are in need.

Court Fight .s to Foliow
Attorneys for, both the White Star
line and the Lioyd-Itallano, the latter
the owner of the Florida, are preparing
for a battle in the courts urising be-
cause of the accldent. Litigation in-

It the Florida was to biame, the Re-
public’'s owners may libel her to thé
viilue of the boat and the passenger
and frelght receipts. Thix holds true of
the Republic in the event of that ship
being found at fault.

Little Redress for Passengers
Although the White Star }ine may be
sued by passengers whouwere injured In
the collision or for the deaths of pas-
sengers, as there in no law governing
loss of life on the high sess, it is doubt-
ful if any such suits will be brought,
According to stipulations on the back
of each ticket the passengers may re.
