Skull 170,000 Years Old

The humsn skull placed in the center
of the group was exhibited to the sofen-
tists first by M. Mortiller. He declared
that as nearly as he could pluce this
skuli, from: the strata of rock in which
it was found and from the surroundings
attending Its  Qiscovery, it mist date
Back at least mom yeurs before the
present era.

In connaction with thn discovary of this
skull, M. Perrier declared that traces of
human ex!*tence on the sarth had now
been found which pointed to the fact

old.

The ancient skull of & human being
was pleced upon the tahie with the skull
of an anthropold ape, discovered tn Java
The differences botween the skull
of the anthropold and the man were
noted, and the difference tn the head ai-
visions, which corresponded clossly to
the normal ull of the present day,
vather than to the gkull of the ape, un<
doubtedly proved that the skull 176,000
Years old was the skull of & man.

The 1000 years of the race so in-
dubitably proved by the skull only takes
man back to the gladial epoch.

Second Head From Period

The head found at Capelle-aux-Salnts
wis declared to be the. mecond human
head from this .epoch, & very simllar
head belonging to the same epoch having
bean found at Neanderthal in’ Germany
S0me years ago.  The new head Is taken
as corroborative evidence rather'thin as
& complete new discovery.

The great value In this case utf-rhn
howsver, to the fact that the Neander-
thal head Is evidently that of a degener-
ate man of the glecial epoch, an (diot,
while the head from Chapolleraux-Saints
I8 that of & normal being. The five skulls
8% arranged on the table, from that of
the common monkdy ‘through the anthro-
poid apes to the newly found skull, show-
od a steady develapment without a single
link in the chain missing.

Proves Darwin's Theorles

M. Porrier déclared that the new dis-
ocovery proved beyond the shadow of n
doubt the theory of evolutiom as set
forth by Darwin. An examination of cer-
taln remains found slong wit
indicate that this man, although nor-
mal man of the giaclal epoch, hud ab-
Rormally long arms and was accustomed
to travel on sl fours as well as to
stand erect. In fact the erect posture
Was the sxception and not thi rule with
the giacial man, according to M. Mor~
tillet.

The livellest' Intereat Is being taken in
the new discovery throughout the world,
One particular fact has interested  sa-
wvants, and that is, that the chin is al-
most wanting in the Chapelle-aux-Saints
skull, It would seem that the glucial
man had the mercst hint of a mouth as
at present understood.

MM, Perrier and Mortillet are prepar-
ing a brochure.on the subject 'of the new
skull, which 1s be!ng nwalted with unl-
wversal interest.

This may easily be a ?nnlt in prop-
i agamh. If it repels it cerumly is such a fault, and it would be well
if each Socialist would examine himself to ascertain if hl: wuknen
~in this relpect is dctralmng from his effectiveness as a 'worker for
Socialism. 1
. There is more th:n a little excuse for this atmude of “cock-
sureness” for which Socialists are so often criticised.. For fifty
years they have been standing alone against the world. A little
handful of workingmen at first, with all the schools and all the pow-
ers of society opposed to them, set forth a philosophy which all. the
“wise men” of the colleges and the “great and powerful” in govern-
ment declared to ‘be foolish. Years passed by, and with each pass-
ing year came more and more proof that the worlnngmen were right
and the wise ones were wrong.
' Today there is scarcely a college in-the world where the ph\loao-
hy of Socialism is not made the basis of more or less of the work
in hmory economics and sociology. In most cases even “cse who
~ use this philosophy still deny its conclusions and refuse to altit
+their debt to the Soaalms. Reccntly one of the foremost of Amer-
“ican sociologists took great pains to deny the statement made by Sec-
retary Shaw that university professors are Socialists, and was par-
ticularly vehement so far as he himself was concerned. Yet the
fact is that this very professor Bwes nearly all his reputation as a
sociologist to the fact that he has adopted, without credit, some of
the fundamental principles of the Socialist phllosophy and has used
them asthe basis of his work;
Socialists alone have been able tp meet that one test o{'scxence—
: the ability to predw_r phenomena. They foretold the trusts, when
all the “wise men” were shouting that “competition is the life of
i tnde, and were writing of the “eternal lnws of a polmcal economy
_based upon that ‘competition.
Because of these-facts it is not surpnsmg that Socmhsts are
rather inclined to be dogmatic.
But just because we /know we are right in these great basic prin-
ciples it does not follow that we can afford to dogmatize on all points.
