Long Sentence Given Him
by American Authorities

“froe presp’” Antonjo de P. Araujo,
arrested in the city of Waco, Tex.,
charged with wiolation of the neutral-
ity laws, because hs “Incited to ‘war
with Dias,” s now in the federal peni-
tentiary at Fort LeaVenworth, con-
demned to two and one-half  years'
penal servitude.

The ineiting to war occurred in the
pages of Libertad, Reforma y Jus-
ticia, an organ pablished by the liberal
party of Mexico in the ¢ty of Austin
during the two years preceding the last
revolutionary outhreak in' that coun-

tey,
' Araujo Told Some Truths

Aranjo, who was a member of the
liberal party in Mexico, was driven
out of that sountry by Diss' agents two
Years before ‘the abortive revelution.
He started a paper In Austin, which
e was compellsd to cease printing
because of the activities of the Texas
and the federal suthorities, He ‘vas
violating the neutrility laws by tell-
ing o few truths about Disz and the
corporation ridden country of his birth,
asccording to the ernment officials.
- The sttacks on Diaz were all of o
political "nature, and none of theém was
hall as savage as some of the attacks
made on oyr own government by the
press of America, but stiil they were
very much “ineiting.”

Pressure was immediately brought to
bear by those in high circles who own
Mexiean raliways and bonds,  and
Artujo was compelled to fiee the city
of Austin.

He went to Okiahoma, from which
state he was traced to Waco, Texas.
The federal authorities were not con-
tent with stopping his paper. They
kept after the man. The whole power
of the federal secert service was em-
ployed to cateh him, and he was finally
arrested In Waco by United States
Marshai Carpér. p

Capture ‘Pleased’ Foderal Authorities

In the capture of Araunjo the federal
authoritigs “prided themselvea on the
fact that they had captured one of
the leading spirtts of the revolution in
Mexloo.”

After this friendly trick turned for
Diaz and the 3800000000 Invested by
American capitalists in his country, the
authorities brought Diaz's foe to trinl
in Waeo. United Sitates Attorney
Boyaton prosecuteéd him and congrat-
nlated the authorities on his conviee
tlon when he secured the sentence to
two and ope-half years !n the federal
prison &t Fort Leavenworth.

Aranjo is' far above the average in
intelligence, has & thorough knowledge
of English and is conversant with cur-
rent affairs throughout the world. He
was In fear from the beginning that
hi was to be deported to Mexico and
there subjected to the tortures which
Disx  nfiiets upon  political prisoners
who oppose his rule.

One of the statements which aroused
the wrath of Diax, “and the federal
authorities of the United States,” was
that Diaz had recelved back from the
Amerioan capitalists every cent which
they paid for thelr rallway franchises
and that this money was used by Diaz

for the purpose of paying his local
“Cossacks,” the Mexican ru y
This *‘‘incendinsy '’ statem¥nt, whose

truth was not denled, was one of the
bases of the charge against Araujo.
Oase Not Yet Through With
Hon. Cullen F. Thomns, defended
Araujo nt his trial and decliares that he
Is not yeét through with the case, but
that an appeal may be taken to the
suprems court for the purposé of de-
termiolng the wscope of the neutrality
laws. ¢ The basis of the appeal will
probably be & writ-of error In the pro-
ceedings under which Araufo has been

Preventable
scoidents  in  Industrial ‘occupsations
cause a most serious impairment of in-
dustrial efficlency and a resulting dim-
fnution of health and longevity which
for Insurance purposes require to be
most carefully taken Into account., It
should be possible té prevent at least
one-third and perhaps one-half of these
accidents by intelligent and careful
methods of inspection, ulrwnrdn and
control.

Much that could be done for the pro-
‘tection of the workingman Is neglectad.
No wander that this question is loom-
Ing large In the publlc mind and, that
the questicn of workingmen's compen-
satlon for injuries due to occupation is
receiving  the most serious considera.
tion by the different states and by con-
gress.

The intelligent wage earner will ap-
ply tha Marxian law to tha sconomic
condition affacting his wages in order
10 discover ths limits of price.. Only by
the study of the same law can the
tarmer aerrive st conditions controlling
the price of ferm product.

Take a given commodity, say cot-
ton, how ean we discover Itz price? By
finding the average !abor cost. Not
the labor cost of any particular bale of
some cerialn cotton producing section,
but the sverage for tbe whole section.
It 1« plain that eotton produced on rich
land would cost less human labor than
that produced on poor land or under
infavoreble enndltlon-.

‘About ons fourth of the eotton land
f the south, the Black Belt of Georgla,
\llhnmu. Misslssippl, .and the bdblack
tands of Texas produee more than half
of the cotton. It oosts just as much
human Jaber to culti/ate an more of
poor land as it does so much good land.

The larger portion f the vast poor
and hilly area is ouli'vatsd by small

Iand owners and share renters, 'who
produce on an average about six bales
of cotton'to the family. On the other
hand, ‘the smaller area of rich land
yields ten and more bales td the working
family, " The richer land referred to is
usvally held 'in large tracts by land-
lords who live Iz the towns and clties.

At the lowest market prices for cot-
ton the uegro on the plantation wiil
have his means of subsistence and
leave to the landlord enough to Hve in
luxury in the city, The white farm-
er of the poor hille must sell his cot-
ton ot this low average labor cost or
seek other employment.

It Is conceded that the effort to boost
prices by organization and holding the
cotton for a rise, Is and must be a
faflure. Along what line then shall we
expect development In the cotton grow-
ing Industry? Improved machinery,
scientific culture, rotation of crops, high
ferttlization, in s word more capital
Invested !n the farm is decreasing the
labor cost even in the poorer sections,

above ‘referred to on the exceptional
farm. It is on these farms that surplus
iabor can be exploited at the average
labor value of the commodity on the
market.

In other words, elpxnhnt produetion
on the farm will drive away from the
farm the small owner and renter labor-
ing under the most adverse conditions.
They are and will enter the mines and
factories of the south and become wage
carners. At the present the average in-
come of the cotton farms per family
Is $350 each year, That is below the

'average for all occupations in the Unit-

ed States and even capitaliam fs des-
tined to bring this up to a higher stan-
dard, for she iz the great laveler, and
this vast southern population have po-
tentialities that the capitalists are
lesrning to appreciate and the rise of
wages In the towns and cities will do
the work. To sum up the argument,
cotton farmipg ls flowing in the direc-
tion to become = capitalistic enterprise.
