They
incluge not only the pessant girls of
Huropean villages, but also the farmers'
daughters of our own country, Somae
are uneducat®d and wholly ignorant;

We forget that eternal vigilance ' Is
the price of liberty, as one declaiming
of politicals freedom has “ald.  The
same price must be pald for every oth-
er civic excelience or right. Tha lib-
erty of ‘woman quite as mueh as the
liberty of man should be protected, and
woman's moral freedom quite aa much
a5 man's political freedom demands for
its tection unceasing vigilance.

Without going further into general
conditions I wish to present a ntate-
ment regarding America's relations to
the white slave traffic in ‘China and
Japan and to the yellow slave traffle in
the Pacific coast states of our own
country,

My information regarding China and
Japan s based primarily on my own
personal observations and inquigies In
those ocountries. My information re-
garding  conditions In California is
based upon the report of a gpecial agent
of the National Vigilanee Committes
and upon the reports of missionaries
and othér workers among the Chinese
apd Japanese women on our western
coast, 32

I whall consider my subject in two
divisions. First, white slave traffic in
Asin; second, yellow slave traffic In
Ameriea. I-trust I do not seem to be
strefohing the application of the sub-
Ject of my address in the title of the
second diyision.

Such a condition would
be depiorable in itself, but in addition
it must be understood that just as we
Americans dertve our chief Impression
of the Chinese nation. from the Chinese
quarters In Boston, New York, Chi«
cagy and San Francisco, po the ‘Chinese
in their home form their impression of
Amerieans from the Americsn commu-
nities In the Orfent, In which the daugh-
ters of shame are most n evidence.

Until recently  Shanghat held first
place. among Oriental cities of such
shameful repute. That this status has
been soméwhat modifled is dye chiefty
to the courage and persistence of Judge
Wilfley, American Clreult Court judge,
At Shanghil He was severely eriti-
cised, 1 believe, before a congressional
investigating committee last winter for
lack of tact and roughshod method. .

A carsful investigation by Mr. Root,
the secretary of stats, resulted, how.
ever, in Judge Wilfley's complete vin-
dication and in the highest praise for
the service he had rendered In cleans.
g out the Augean stables of. American
viee in Slmr#hni. But in spite of his
admirable efforts, the reform has not
been permanent and will only become
#0 when we manifest that our moral
house cleaning is a permanent duty to
be kept up at all times.

Of course fhere are clean and happy
American homes in these citles just o8
there are happy Chiness homes In our
Chinese quarters, though few of us
&Te aware of the latter fact, as neither
our reperters nor our slumming r-
ties discover them, But the American
deng of vice If the ceast citles are the
most conspicuous exponents of Ameri-
canism in China and Japan, as the Chi-
nese opfum and gambling dens in our
American cities are supposed to be typ-
fcal of life In China. .

We hasten to assert that {n our case
the imputation s deplorably incorrect.
We might with equal truth recognize
the injustice of judging the average
CHinaman by impressions formed in a
Chinatown slumming party.
