With Chief Justice Olson shrieking
“Liar, lar!” and Judge McKenzle Cle-
land politely declining to be injected
bodlly into the Ananias club, it devel-
oped yesterday that the chlef justice
fn all his dignified wrath was going to
socure teh impeachment of his parole
judge, and make an effort to remove
him from judiclal activities eéven on
the civil bench, where poroles do not
obtain.

Whereas, Magoon, Villarreal and
Rivera, Mexican political refugees,
have been held In the Los Angeles
county Jjull for  eighteen months
without trial; and

Whereas, Antonlo Araujo, anoth-
er. Mexican politieal refuges, has
just been sentenced to two years
and slx months in the Fort Leaven-
worth penitentiary for publishing a
paper in Texas critidising the Mex-
fean ‘government; and

‘Whereas, If the right' of ssylum
and freedom of the press fs abol-
ished in this country, the liberty of
thousands of cur best eitizens will
be in jeopardy; therefore be it

Resolved, that we, ecitizens of
Chicago in mass meeting assembled,
demand of our federal authorities
that they take sueh steps as will
fmmediaetly free the afore-named
political refugees and to revise the
treaties with such forelgn coun-
tries as are now seeking the im-
prisonment or extradition of pa-
triots seeking an asylum in  our
eountry,

Incentive and Cornstalks

The United States government nas been experimenting on the

~ possibility of making paper from corn stalks. It has discovered a ;

| ‘method by which this can be done successfully.

This is one of the greatest discoveries of recent years. The de-
struction of the forests for paper-making has become a most alarm-
ing problem. Every great newspaper cach year denudes acres of
forest that have been a century or more in growing. The supply of
timber suitable for pulp has been monopolized by the paper trust and
furnishes a basis for the charging of a price that seriously limits the
spreading of knowledge—if the average newspaper can be said to

contribute to the spread of knowledge.

Now, it has always been one of the strongest arguments of the
defenders of private control of industry that it furnishes an incentive
fo invention and industrial progress. But when the manufacturers
were asked why they had not experimented with this new material

for paper they replied:

“Experimental work is a very expensive thing. No
matter how you try to save, if you get results you must
spend  money, and these people are simply MAK[.\'("_}
MONEY, and they swill not divert much of it to experi-

mental work.”

We are always told that Socialism, or even government control
of industry, would mean the end of progress. The opponents of So-
cialism allege that a Socialist government would cease to invent and

 that industry would stagnate or go backward.

Yet here we have a situation, UNDER CAPITALISM, where
| the government is still controlled by those who are opposed to any
| initiative on the part of the state, yet where progress in industry

comes BECAUSE OF GOVERNMENTAL ACTIVITY and IN

 SPITE OF PRIVATE “INITIATIVE." .

This is not the only field in which this is true. Nearly all the
progress that has come in agriculture—and this is the field in which

 progress is greatest just at the present time——has come through gov-
~ ernmental action and has had to be forced upon private initiative.
Now that the government has discovered this new method of
making paper, it will not have the sense to go on and establish gov-
‘ernment paper mills to utilize the invention which belongs to society.
On the contrary, the results of the work of the government scientists

will be tur..cd over to be used for private profit.

Under a Socialis torganization of society the results of this in-
vention would be at once utilized for the benefit of all, instead of be-~

ing donated to a profit-making trust.

TENDENCIES IN TRADES UNION MOVEMENT

BY ADOLPH DREIFUSS, EDITOR

The valuable weapon of the trades
unions, the strike, has undergone great
changes.  Strikes against - individual
employers are becoming fewer and few-
er. The concentration of capital, in cases
of differences, makes entire Industries
and trades suffer. And wherever gon-
centration has not advanced sumcient-
Iy, the employers’ association appears
and ¢liminates the individual employer.

Without the consent of the employars’
s<coclation the Individual employer is
aot permitted to make peace with his
employes.  And in order to subdue the
workingmen in any one establishment,
the employers’ assoclation at all times
stands ready to lock out the employes
of the entire industry. There are un-
told examples to be had, to prove this
assertion.

The smaller employers are not taken
into consideration, but the greater in-
dustries, as for instance the fron and
steel industries furnish examples ga-
lore,

Today the individusl employer and
his employes do hot negotiate with one
another, but the situation has developed

and we have regular conferences be-
tween the employers’ association and
the national labor organizations.

Strikes today command greater pows
er and greater sacrifices, they become
more seidom, but when they do pecur,
they assume larger dimensions, they
inst longer, are conducted more bitterly
and. are more destructive. When the
spinners are idle, the weavers will have
no work to do; a strike in the iron m-
dustry parallzes the bullding Industry
and brings idle days for the machin-~
st  extended  miners’ and rallroad
stuikes will eventunily make everybody
fdle.  Strikés therefore become social
events and they shake the social refa-
tions.

They never lead to weakening the
capltalistic class, Just in the contrary,
Where there js a stronger labor organ-
fzation there will be a stronger employ-
ers’ association opposing it.
