#chool, In which the students support

80 successful In the Agricultural col-
lege at Madison, Tenn., is to be tried
out in Chicago, sccording to Seth
Farnsworth, 78-19 Fifth avenue, who
has been given charge of the Chicago
experiment,

Madison Experiment Was Unique

The Madison experiment was unique,
it being the first attempt to found o
co-operative, self supporting colege in
America 8o far as Is known, The for-
mer efforts at redlization of the prin-
ciple of co-opeistion have been con-
fined to “eolonies, etc., but never to
student bodtes.

The students in the Madison school
work five hours on the farm each fore-
neon. They then 'go  under shower
baths, change clothes and spend the
afternoons o the class rome. The en-
ergy which the students thus exert
ereates enough of the necessities of lfe
to ¢lothe and feed the students and pay
#ll the expenses of the college itself
beside.

Little or i:0 money is paid to the stu-
dents for thelr work.  Thelr time cred.
ity are exchanged directly for the nec-
cusaries of life required by them while
warking thair way to an edncation.

Dolng away with' the cash pay roll
crentes a students’ clearing house,
whish causes the students to become
sell supporting.

Improvident Expenditure Imposaibls

Another good featurs of the plan ia
that improvident spending of money Is
imposaible on account ‘of the publicity
attached to the expenditure of -time

The plan has been very successful at
Madison, the school being now in a
prosperous condition after only five
years of educational work.

case” A young girl was found bound and beaten and bearing all the
. marks of terrible mistreatment. She claims that certain penmu are
responsible for her condition and names the persons.

At opce the entire police department of Chicago, the capiulht
press and powerful political forces set to work, not to arrest and con-
vict the alleged criminals, but to prove that the girl lied. There
might have been some excuse for such actions the first day, when
only a few of the facts were obtainable. But now even the police
admit that the theory of a “frame up” is untenable. Absclutely no

motive for such a “frame up” has been offered, and so far as any evi-
dence has been gathered it goes to support the main facts of the girl's
story.

yBut the police have made no effort to arrest the parties whom
she accuses, although they are within easy reach of the law. On the
contrary, they have sent trained bullies to the bedside of this hys-
terical girl to terrorize her into making some acmissions thac would
weaken her story.  While she was still well-nigh or completely de-
lirious these agents of the police have hung like vultures around her
bed suggesting, threatening, promising, using all the fiendish skill of
the trained “sweater” of criminals in an effort to so confuse her that
her story could be broken down in a court of law and the real crim-
inals be shielded from punishment,

So far has this gone that medical authorities already express|
‘doubts as to whether the girl's mind will ever recover, or whether she
will be able to completely separate the truth of her experience from
the suggestions of the police.

Here is the only “mysterious” thing about the case. There is
lio mystery about what happened to the girl. There does seem to be
' considerable mystery about what IS HAPPENING TO THE
POLICE FORCE.

In the beginning the police were very ready with theories to ex-
. plain the supposed “frame up.” It might be well now to suggest a
- few theories to explain the actions of the police.

Is it possible that Ella Gingles was simply one victim of an or-
gnnbed “white slave” traffic that catered especially to powerful poli-
ticians and their friends? Is it possible that when she showed signs
of escaping from their toils and defeating their purpose that it was

to “make an example” of her? If she could be tortured
nearly to death with impunity, and if no one suffered punishment as
a result, that would prove an excellent example to hold up before
other victims who might prove recalcitrant.
- Might it not'be possible that the powerful vice trust that finances
the campaigns of the Democratic and Republican parties fears dis-
covery and is using all the forces which it controls, including the po-
Jice and other officials of the city of Chicago, to protect its own in-
terests? Are we to accept all the evidence that comes from employes
of the hotel in which the assault is alleged to have taken place as
unchallenged and to overlook the fact that "his hotel is greatly in-
terested in proving a certain set of facts?
It does not need any Sherlock Holmes to draw these deductions,
They are the ones which almost everyone would draw who had
nothing but the facts before him and no ends to serve but justice.

It was ever held not only fmpolitie,
but a crime, to educats the slave, un-
less In  those exceptional Instances
where he was ralséd above his class
and educated for his master's greater
profit. Ha then became as truly o
traltor to his cluss and Its Interests as
the present day bhoss or ofMecinl who s
advanced from the ranks of labor, and
fu some Instances even acquired the
ownership of slaves lower down in tha
soale than himself,

No law or system which places the
blnck workers under certain disadvan-
tages will allow the whites on the
same economlie level to escape. This is
already shown in the south, where the
ostensible effort to disfranchise the ne-
gro has probably resulted in disfran-
chising nearly as many whites as ne-
ETOON.
