Behind the sudden and unexpected
development, growing out of the al-
most unprecedented sesgion of the Feb-
ryary grand jury, there {s sald to be
an effort to terminats the relgn of a

wiul privileges to saloon and dive-
keepers io2tsd  beyond the vision of
those who . prevent such operations on
a large scale in Chicago.

“Protection” has been guaranteed. it
is sald, and the names of varlous oM-
clals mentioned as being complacent
through exercise of the “pull" of mem-
bers of the ring.

State’s Attorney John E. W, Way-
man is said to have been named as one
from whom no Interference need be
feared {f machines controlled hy the
“ring"” were Installed. Reports that
leaked out from the inquisitorial chams
ber have it that when word that he
was being “peddled” reached the state's
attorney he deciared he would punish
every man connected with the scheme
to the llmit of the Inw and would strike
as high up in the political clique as
the facts in the case wonld warrant.
Consequently there was a stir in many
quarters when today's action of the
grand jury besame krown.

Operate on Pure Nerve

While the “ring” operated on pure
nerve, reiying upon the obseurity of
the p‘uws where thelr enterprises were
conducted and upon the complacency
of local officlals for “protection,” fits
agents are said (0 have gone so far as
to adopt a secret stamplike tag, which
was nfMxed to the gambling. machine
as proof it was safe from maolestation.

The tag was described to the jurors
ag a sort of “O. K. affixed to the hot-
tom or back of the machines, and Its
présence ™as a2 token to comstables,
town and village marshals that the de-
vice had oficial sanction In high places,
even the state’s attornay’'s office. In
consequevee the political elique com-
prising the ring enjoyed practically &
monaopoly of slot machine gambling in
Cook county.

Compelled to Disclose

That all this reached Mr. Wayman's
cars was obxio 5 through the prasence
of his private investigators befors the
grand Jury.

tUar On the Teachers’ Fedemtion

Nicholas Murray Butler, who is principally known to fame by
his association with Deougherty (formerly of Peoria, but now of 1
Joliet penitentiary) in gaining control of the National Educational
association for the benefit oi tne Sook trust, took occasion on his
recent visit to Chicego to declare that the Teachers’ Federation
should be driven out of the schools. He advises that at the close of
the present school year every teacher should be given the alternative
of a position’in the schools and membership in the federation. 1If
the teachers refase to give up their organization he advises that a
gang of strikebreakers be secured by advertisements in the daily
press. (We know one daily he will not advertiu in for that pur-
pose).

He does not state whether a gang of sluggers are to be hired to
“protect” thise strikebreakers or whether barracks are to be estab-
lished in the public schools, with free beer and the other accompani-
ments of the cfdimry gang of strikebreakers, but we presume that
none of these details will be lacking. :

Since Butler is one of those most frequently spoken of as a
probable successor of Cooley, it seems quite probable that he is
speaking the mind of the present school board in making this an-
nouncement. The representatives of steel, beef, books, etc,, on the
school board are probably ready to carry out this plan. It is the

' plan that they have foungd successful at the stock yards and the steel
works, why should it not bc used in the schools? Did this board not
. piedg‘c itself to introduce “business methods” into the schools, and
what is more “businesslike” than a blacklist, a lockout and a gang of
strikebreakers?

The man who advises this course of action is the same one that
had a small conniption fit over the nightmare which a Union league
banquet produced in his mind to the effect that the Teachers’ Federa-
tion might some time call a strike. To be sure, the Teachers’ Fed-
eration might some time call a strike. To be sure, the teachers

‘never suggested anything of the kind, but the opponents of the
iederauon do not hesitate to threaten a lockout and the unpomtion
of strikebreakers.

Try and imagine the language of the “big busiuess” school board
and its defenders if the Teachers’ Federation had demanded the
“closed shop” with a threat of a strike, What a how!l would have
been raised about interfering with the welfare of the children, cor-
rupting the schools and breaking down the very foundations of so-
ciety. But the shoe is on the other foot, and Butler's brutal propo-
sition meets with the unanimous approval of the “defenders of law
and order.”

The trade unions of Chicago cannot afford to permit the Teach-
ers' Fedmtion to be desttoyed It will not be destroyed unless
they permit it by their'timidity or inactivity. The trade unionists
of this city can stop all luch talk forever by a proper use of their bal-
lots at the municipal election which will take place in a few weeks.
The presence of half a dozen representatives of the working class in
the city council would stop all such talk as that of Butler’s.

Saving Life

It is seldom thai the Daily Socialist finds occasion to priiae any
work of the present government of Chicago.

faith, it is, perhaps, Lincoln's most rev-
olutlonary statement. There is nothing
in 1t that lays a singie obstacle in the
path of Socinlism.

But Lincoln went further. He carried
his politics into the field of economics.

‘He drew no hard and fast lines be-
tween' those two fields of activity. He
was not content to have a people’s gov-
eroment look quietly upon the exploita~
tion and robbery of workingmen.

He urged the necessity for the gov-
ernment to interfere. to insist upon the
rights of labor, and he said with abso-
Iute distinctnoss that o worthy object
of any good government is to secure to|
each Jaborer the whole product of his
labor, or as nearly as possible.

These words of Lincoln are worth
thinking over. They embody in mar-
velously simple langusge a revolution-
ary political and economic philosophy.
