Teachers Paid 30 Cents a Day

In one county the report shows that

ieachers get 30 cents a day, and in
twen-ty-elght countles they are pold 80
cents o day in other counties,

while the pay s much higher than that
some s sill far less than a proper
teaching force can be secured for.
The following fizures show that sohcol
teacher throughout the state are paid
far lesg per cap than the polics of
the ecity of Chicago, than a hod carrier,
or a ditch digger.
The exnct data on the case presented
by the commission i in part as fol-

For the year ending June 30, 1008t
Total number men teachers, 6411
Total number women teachars, 33,113
Average salary of men teachers per
month, 213

The town of Standard s situated on
ground  which had at first bBeen In-
tended for s race track, but which on
account of the antl-racing legislarion
remained unused untll the stesl cars
sprung into prominence, when agents
arrived from some mysterious concern
and erected shops on the inad,

Mysterions Agents Bulld Houses

Blmultaneously with the buflding of
the whope  lumber and other bullding
muterinl  began to  arrive in  groat
quaniities and was deilvered In at least
one bundred different spots on the land.
About one hundred excavitlons were
made and hundreds of musons, brick-
layers and carpenters were set 1 work
erecting houses by the same mysterious
agents, Thus When the car shops were
althost finisked, one hundred two-story
fiouses stood side by #side ready for oc.
cupruts,

While, the work on ths shops and
Houses was golng on, thoussnds of Ju-
harers of all languages stood #Around
dally. sesking n chance 10 enter thelr
names on the pay roll of the big cons
cern that they instinotively felt was
roon to begin operationg on the land.

Once 3,000, Now 600 Employes

In prosperous times the enr shops give
cmploymant 1o about 3,000 peopla, but
since the panic struck the city barely
800 have been given steady work and
thé restaurants - saloons, lodging houses
and other business concerns which
sprung up in the vicinity of the town
are dark and deserted, for the men who
had been thrown out of work with the
#dvent of the panic left the pince and
sought aheiter in the municipal lodging
‘house and work in the ice flelds,

In Swndard as in practically every
steel town, the population consists in
the main of Hungarians and Poles. The
#enoral bellef is that the men through
their nataral ruggedness and dixregard
for the amount of wages paid are nat-
urally adapted for the grinding tofl in
the mills, but a talk with men who
know the circumstances discloses the
fact that it is the company that de-
sires the two classes of foreigners and
not the men that desire the mill work,
The company simply {nserts an enticing
advertisement in the Polish and Hun-
garian papers, both in the United States
and Europe, and s f00d of the “Hun-
kios'" as the steel works lahorers are
called, results.

Men Who Live on Alr

It knows well that
the foreigner comes here ne & rule with-
out his family, Therefors it  bulids
houses wroutd the works which are
rented out to the homeless | with
the dnderstanding that the rental will
be deducted from his wages.

Pullman and Argo Type

It omieo furnishes his medls, and thus
it is. that the town of Standard is a
oross betwoen that of Pullman, where
the company of that name has made
milions by this method and that of Ar.
RO, where the Corn Products Refining
company fried to adopt the same sys-
tem oaly on & more prison like schome

aven more scrupulous cleanlinoss than
before. - This copra is treated with high-

re steam 1o remove all olls, water,
ete,  After the removal of the lopurities
and water the fat secured i 10 per cent
pure and only slight tredtment is then
needed to make the flnished product.
