The German Relchstag has lately con-
solidared and smended the existing fae.
tory act. The pew law will come into
force January 1, 1010, It will certaluly
briag sreat Improvement in the con-
dition of the women workers, and I
shortly outline the more Importunt
clauses for the information of American
women waorkers, First, German women
workers will then, from January 1, 1910,
have n legalized ten-hous day. |

This abuse has led to the following
prohibition being enacted: “"Nop wonfhn
or young girl having worked her full
time in the factory may take work ta
do at home, cither from the &ime face
tory or through her own employer, for
anybody else.” The law does not ex-
plicitly forbid a woman  taking work
from sonfe other factory if she desires
to do so.

The prohibition agalnst home work
does not extend to the hours during
which she might ba working - at the
factory. So that if a factory” worker
is kept at howe by illness in the fam-
Ity she may still be able to earn some
jmoney by working for her factory at
home.

This will be considered an advantage
by all married women, who generally
find some diffiealty o Keeping strictly
to the Jactory hours, If & woman should
indeed be in such great need thar she
should try to get work from snother
fagtory the law indeed could not pre-
vent her from doing so, Still the exist-
ente of the law In its present form will
he'a great cheeck and safogusrd against
such excossive overwork and will cer-
tainly lessen the number-of cases in
which it takes place.

Only in one respact the law has not
gone far enough and may even have
put matters back. This Is in regard
to the regulatton of overtime. Binos
1891 womien have been allowed to work
overtime on but forty days in the year
and no more than thirteen hours a
day, Including meal times.

The new law sllows but twelve hours
u day, but permits overtime on 50 days
in the year, Any such exception to a
law adds a hundred-fold to the dif.
fAculty of any detection of 1tx infrac,
tion, even with a larger staff of inspec-
tors than Germ can boast. . It is to
be ‘hoped, therefors, that In course of.

SCHOOL GARDEN IN SAN DIEGO

For the past dhree years a feature
of the public schools of San Diego, Cal«
ffornin, has been that of gardening,
and it has met with such success that
& movement Is mow on foo! which will
result in the setting aside of a tract in
the 1L400-acre city park for the use of
all the public schools of the city.

The originstor ¢f the gardening idea
is Prof. Samuel N. Montgomery, prin-
cipal of the Shemoan Heights school,

He bas had a plot, 100 by 160 feet, In
the school grounds plowed up for eul-
tivation., and it was then divided Into
strips 100 feet long and from 3 to 6
feat wide, a strip for each grade and
separated by a path.

The 8§00 scholars of this school take
great interest in their gardens, there
being considerahle rivalry between the
different grades to make the best show-
ing.

The produce raised is disposed of hy
the chlldren, cach grade deciding for
themselves, for the gardens are regard-
ed as thelr property, they providing the
seeds, and doing all the work and care-
toking after the ground is plowed in
the spring.
