Drastic Resolution; Goes to |
Committee for Revision

The eitizens of Chieago are to he Riv-
ey the power to remove from office, by
use of the ffrecall,’’ the mayor, alder
men or any other clected officials who
shall seem to the voters to be unfit to
hold office. . It wax « surprise to the
charter sonvention lnst night whes Wai.
ter L. PFisher made the rocall proposal,
a8 the sole method by which the votors
of Ohieago coulid be inducid to vote fa-
vorably un “‘Bill No, 2'7 of the ‘‘seg:
mented eharter™’ to be connidered by
the Illinois legislature, whish provides
a four-vear term for the mayvor and the
members of the eity couneil.” Fisher de-
clared that the people would he suspi-
clous of the longer terms of offiec un-
less there was some way to hald the
elected offieials strietly to aceount.

Resolution Passes Easily

The, resolution introduced by Fisher
was passed by & vote of 21 16 16 and
referred to a vommittee for revision, In
the original form it read

*The eity eouncil » have power
to provide by ordinance a method or
scheme of recall wherehy n proportion
of the voters of the city, to be designat-
ed in sueh ordinance, may be authorized
to  petition for a subunission to the
voters of the city or any distriet thersof
of the question whether a speeial elee-
tion shall be held to ‘811 the upexpired
term of an elective office in such eity or
district,

Signatures Necessary on Petitfon

‘A petition signed by not less than
twenty-five per cent of the registered
voters of the eity, voting at the last
srecedlp election for mayor may be
led with the board of election ‘eom-
missioners not less than sixty daye prior
to any election held in and’ for ‘the en-
tire city, praying for the submission tol
the voters of the eity of any stich meth-

or sebeme of recall, the terms of
which shall be sel forth in such' peti-
tion. H

“The Board of Election Commission-
ers shall thereupon csuse such scheme
of recall to be published in full in thres
of the dally newspapers published in
sald. eity not less than once a week in
ecach full week preceding the next elecg-
tion and shall cause ballots, indicat-
ing by & brief caption the nature of
the queation submitted, to be prepared
u‘nd distributed to the voters at the next
election.” f

It celebrates “Bloody Sunday” and remembers with
pride the days when its martyrs suffered in the struggle for liberty.
It celebrates these anniversaries because labor has entered upon
. w1ar and not a single battle. Labor knows that after Bunker Hill
came Yorktown, even though Valley Forge intervened. It knows
that Bull Run began a war that ended with Appamattox, and it
knows that these defeats wers but the first steps on the road to

victory.
