Lieut. Shackleton's Expedi-
tion Came Within Il
Miles of the Goal

London, March 24.—That Lieutenant
Shackleton’ had discovered the South
Pole was the burden of a' cablegram
from London yesterday, but later re-
ports sk o that the expedition came
111 miles short of reaching the goal.
This does not detract from the merits
of the undertaking, which has achievs
ed a comparative sucress.
*The polar reglons are
yielding up thelr secrets to human m‘F-
severance dnd  determination,  Tdeut:
Ernest H. Shackleton of the British
navy, who left his permanent guarters

having succeeded, after an arduous
slodge Journey of 1,708 miles, which o6~
cupled 128 days, in reaching within 111
miles of the Bouth Pole, or 354 miles
nearer than the point attained by the
“Discovery expedition,” of which b
Was an officer.

Expedition a Success

As the expedition to the ‘wouth was
undertaken rather for the purposes of
geographical survey than with the
fdea of reaching the pole itself, It may
be sald to have succeeded beyoud the
moet sangnuine expectations.

Profiting by former experiences In
the antarctic reglons, when all the dogs
sucoumbed to the straln and rigors of
the - cllmate, Lieutenant Shackleton
made stme departures from the-usual
preparations for a journey across the
snow and ice. He took with him o
motor car, which could be converted
into & sledge, and substituted ponfes
for dogs and light woolen clothing for
heéavy furs.

Use Bullet as Last Resort

Seotion 6 of rule 41 reads, in part, as
follows:

“Chapter 85, section 150, revised stat-
utes, provides: ‘If an oficer in the
execution of ‘his office, in a c¢riminal
process,. be resisted and assaylted he
shall be fustified It he kill the assall-
ant. In an officer or private person
attempt to take a person charged with
treason, murder, rape, burglary, rob.
beéry, arson, perjury, counterfeiting, or
felony, and he be resisted in the en-
deavor to take the person accused, and
to prevent the escape of the nccused,
by reason of stich resistance, he he
kitled, the officer or privaie person so
Killing sanll be justified, provided that
such officer or person previous to such
killing shall have used all reasonabdle
means to take the accused without
success.”

Exhaust Other Means First

“An officer should, of course, exhaust
every means In his power to arrest an
oftender hefors resorting to the use of
his revolver or other weapon, but he
should not hesitate to do so where it
appears to be absolutely necessary tu
save his own lfe or to prevent his res
celving  great bodily infury."

Clericals Organized Demonstrations

WOMAN 10 BE
ELECTROGUTED

New York, March 24.—Governor
Hughes yesterday denled the applica-
tion of counsel for clemency for Mra
Mary Farmer, who must die in the glec.
tric chair at Auburn next week for
the murder of Mrs. Sarah Srénnan.
Mrs. Farmer will be the second woman
to have been put to death in this man-
ner in'this state. Mrs. Farmer's hus-
band was convicted -jointly with .his
wife for the murder, but his case l»
still pending on appeal from the judg-
ment of conviction. .

In his memorandum denying the pe-
tition for clemency, Governor Hughes
says In part:

“A most careful examlination of the
facts in this case leads to the conchi-
sion that the conviction was just. The
murder was most brutal and was uns
attended by any clrcumstances lﬂord-
ing the slightest basis for exténuation
of appeal to sympathy on the prinn-
er's behalt.™

The crime was committed on ' the
morning of April 23 last In the Farmer
home in the town of Hounsfleld.

Big Subway Deal

Definlte plans have besn perfeciod to
furn cver the elevatod railroads of Chi-

All Traction in Merger

This new company may toke over the
traction lines and create a huge public
utility.trust with a big capitalization.
Or the street railway merger may pro-
ceed separately till it is completo, ef«
ther through a holding company or
through leases. Then the elevated and
surface traction lines will be brought
together, either in a holding company
or by a scheme akin to that which wiil
e used with the elevated roads.

This gigantie public utility trust will
then ba in a position to gobble up the
subway unless the city councll is
watched closely. What terms {he new
ity council will muake with this great
public - utility frast, controlled by New
Yark and Chieago capitalists, witl de-
termine the traction future of the oits
It will elther create the best traction
service In the United States or cause
a scandal which will be a reproduction
of the New York subway graft.

Administration ‘“Favorable’’

Just what procedure the city admio-
Istration will follow in regard to the
merger is not known in detall, except
that It. will be favorable. The plan
which seems to be the most favored
s similar to the one followed in Bos-
ton, where, prior to the bullding of the

The experts who have been investigating the proposal to con-
struct a subway under the business district of Chicago estimate the
probable cost of its construction at about forty-five million dollars.
With the exception of a few million that will be stolen by those

' who handle the money all of thig vast sum will be expended for labor,
The way in which it /s spent will mean much to Chicago unions.

If it is bandled by the ordinary contractor for a private corpora-

tion union men will be employed only if the workers in the trades

: cons.emed are strong ‘tnough to compel such employment. No
provision will be' made for the safety of the men who do the work
if such safety interferes,with profits. « There will be duplications of
the crib horror, with coroners’ vérdicts to the effect that “no one
was to blame.”

If it is constructed by the city government, controlled, as the
present one is, by big business, the same condition will prevail.

At the same time, no city government can afford to have a fight
on this question. If there are any representatives of labor in the
city souncil to assist the unions in their fight a clause can be in-
serted in all contracts compelling the employment of union labor,
or, better still, the city can be compelled to do the work directly with
union men, and with good wages and proper safeguards for the men
employed.

When the present street car franchise was under consideration
the Daily Socialist insi..ed that a clause should be inserted requir-
ing union conditions on all work connected with the companies,
There was no one in the council to support this demand, and no such
clause was inserted. The result is that a large proportion of the
_rehabilitation work of the companies is being done by scab labor, and
the unions of street car employes are continually compelled to fight
for existence. b §

things as compared with what the Socialist is fighting for. But the
fminn man at least should recognize that if the unionization of an
