Copenhagen, March 17.-The Social-
ista have gained a sweeping victory
In the elections, polling 44848 votes as
against 36,608 for the cousérvatives, or
anti-Socialists, 11,681 radicals and 2,24
independents.

The Soclallsts have electéd 20 mem-
bers of the city council. the anti-So-
cinlists 16, the radicals 15 and the in-
dependent-clericals 1.

Limit Boycott to Unions, .’

The only restristion placed Mpon the
| boyeott by the court is that there must
be no endexvor to persuade persons
not members of the boyeotting union

to join the boycott. Thé court de-

ciares that this is going without the
provinee of the right to use the boy-
cott as & weapon.

This section of the decision, however,
is eplarged by ghe decisfon to mean
that where a striking union is an in-
v tegral -part of a political party the
members of the poiltical party may be
permitted to be solicited to join the
bo. ipines, the organizations are in
assence one and the same, and the
political party may to &ll intents and
purposes be considered the parent body
of the union.

The decision was rendered In the case
of the Socikl Democratic workmen's
anlon, which was contending that the
tight to boycott extendea to all the
members of the Social Democratic
party, as well as to the dues paying
members of the unifon itself.

Eermel of Judge's Decision.

Here Is a portion of the text of the
decision which has been handed down:

“The right of each member bf an
aksociation to participate In a boy-
eott cannot be considered as a right
which in any way c¢an be construed
a8 contrary to publie poliey or the pub-
lie good, Concerning the right of the
members of & upion to boycott there
can be no question.

“Where it is shown that the Interosts
and alme of a union are the same as
those of some other body of which
that unlon {8 an integral part, the
members of the parent body have an
unquestioned right to participate in the
boyeott against the firm compinined
of and the members of the subsidiary,
or hoyeotting union have the right to
solielt such boyeott from members of
the parent organization even if it be a
politieal party.”

Socigl Domoerats Jubilant.

The Social Democrats of Germany
eare jubliant at this decision, and de-
clare  that with the absorption of a
number of the unions they will be able
to use the boycott so éffectively as
give sharper ‘polnt to the class strug-
gle In Germany.  If this decision had
been rendered i the United Stati -1t
would have been-impossible to fmpris-
on Gompers, tehell or Morrison, or
any one of hundreds of men who have
felt the beel of the law in the “free
sountry.”

St. Petersburg, March 26.—The duma
has voted 40,000,000 rublés for *he com-
pletlon and  armament of the Baltie
fleet, despite the strenuous efforts of
the up of toll, the Soclallsts and
the constitutionalists, against the levy.

Bulat, leader of the group of !nll
followed in the same straln, declaring
that in view of the tremendous ses
power of Germany and England, no
fleet which Russia vould provide would
be able to protect the Baltic coast in
case of war with a first class power,

Contractors Would Be Enriched

end would not be hard to foreser —ab-
solute stagnation of 1nduntry anc na-
tional death.
