How Pecnage Was oyed

It is a corporation which put over
the following peonage scheme through
its accredited agent, Goorge E. Cham-

aoting chief engineer:

It started to build a 530,000,000 piant
at Argo, Ill. It organized the Lake
Construction company to do that anl
Chamberlain  was placed In  active
charge of the work. Everything was
done on the open shop plan.  Carpen-
tors were drawn from Loulsville, 8t
Touls and Konsas City and Iaborers
from Chicago.” The laborers were held
within  the stockade which enclosed
the plant till they had worked out an
employment debt which they contract-
od In order to get the job. Faourteen
thousand men were so held during one
year, each man being held for varying
periods,  Only 1600 men could work at
one time, 80 $28,000 wax grafted in labor
feces from these 14000 men. George
B. Chamberiain was discharged for
padding payrolls. General conditions
of food and Jodgings were bad.

A debt s a oriminal offense. It was
that which was Investigated by the
grand jury.

Bad Banitary Conditions

Anide from the peonage men suffered
from bad sanitary conditions. There
were guards under the command of
Martin H. Flynn, & man with a crimi-
nal record. These guards were srmed
and lostructed to shoot at any one
climbing the fence,

After the investigation. was well un-
der way the responsible officials at
Argo lost thelr jobs -on orders from
Edward Thomas Bedford.

A declded difterence of opinion de-
veloped between those who represented
Harriman and the adherents of the old
