Limited as jta resources were, had thelr intended slaugh-
ter heen carried out, the Soclalist press of America wounld
have displayed the crime to all mankind with such over-
whelming evidence of the guilt of the real crhminals that
the capitalist class of America would never again have
nad occnslon to use either its Mterary or spiritual polive,
but would have confronted the \\ark'ng Class with no
‘wther weapon than brute foroe,

To show the power of the Soclalist press in America
a comparison may be useful, In the last Presidential
eampalgn the Soclalint party had the support of two
Engiish dally papers.  There are about 2400 English
daflles In the United States. The total vote for Prosi-
dént—all parties--was abput 15,000,000, of which Debs re-
ceived 420,006,  The Sociallst Presidentfal nominee was
supported by one one-twelve-hundredth of the dnily pa-
pers printed b English, but he recelved about one-thirty-
ffth of the total vote cast, Had the Socialist ticket re-
telved no more votes than would be measured by a pro
rata share based on the relative strength of the daily
press, the vote for Comrade Debs would have been Jess
than 12,500." iy

Mr. Hearst's army of employes other than
thoke of his ekillea and ungkilled Inborers is great tn num-
bers and wondeérful in variety—writers, artists, poets,
punk sticks, flbn-finmacers,  black-bosrders, detectives,
Inwyers, sporta, trust-busters, stolen-letter experts, hoot-
Hekers, tax payers, plemiies, pipe-dreamoers, commonpen.
ple, candidates for office, fire-works, detectives to watch
the other detectives, gas men, fce men, men fhat are
not mien, dogs, automobiles, and—Mr. Hearst, himself, apd
his ambitlon. _Also his papers are backed by unlimited
money. Expensive special dispatehes and costly cahles—
and Mr. Brisbane. himself, snd his awibtion to be the
most faithful servant that ever was,

Mr. Hearst and his seven daily papers, equipped as
above, with a dally eiroulation of  MILLIONS OF
COPIEE, supported Hisgon for President of the United
States. Hisgen recelved some 86,000 votes,

Dehs, supported only by the Socialist press, 1 sceived
pearly five times as many. Aoy ope who doubts tae in-
fluenoe and power of the Socialist presy should consider
these figures. As near as flgures can, theéy talk. And
they are an eloquent tribute to the CHARACTER of the
Bacialist Party and 4ts press.

The social revolution tmplied by So-
ciallsm is no mere political revolution
which ecan be carried through by a de-
termined minority; it is no mere ques-
tion of putting Mr. President Smith in
theé placs of Bdward VIL by divine
right, but it implles such a thorough
alleviation of our entire social system
that It can only be carried out by the

people themselves: certainly the eco-
nomle development, will play an even
more important part, but even then
the mass vf people must havé seen the
necessition imposed on them by the new
economic situation.

The class struggle alone makes it
necessary that the proletariat should
find the strength to emaneipate then-
selvds unless they are to sink into the
positions of mere alaves of the lords of
capitallam, to sink into an even worse
position than they ooctupy today.

At Is certainly not the despairing re-
bellion of an utterly downtrodden mass
driyven to desperation that will emanci-
pate the proletariat, but the sonx of
men ‘who have won confidence inh their
own favor and are suffciently -olass
consclous to know that only thelr own
power can prevent them sinkiug into
AN even worse pasition than that from
which they have escaped, and  who
knaws that in a struggle it can only he
a question of going forward or back-
ward—that to stand still is impossible.-

In other words, class consclousness is
the essentinl need of the proletariat,
and rightly understood there is no bet-
ter weapon for awakening and deepen-
ing their class consclousness than the
initiative and referendum.

justioss. Later he became a Socialist
because he was convinced that Soclal-
fsm 18 based op ‘& more fundamental
and sclentific philosophy than is the
single tax; that the tool, equelly with
the land, 12 & socinl value which should
be’ socially owned and operated; and
musat ba before the exploitation of the
workers can be stopped.

Comrade Larssov. then, is searcely
speaking by tha book when he says the
ultimate atm of the Soclalist party is
Yo abolish all taxes'” Whatever our
Ultimate alm. we shall’ have to make
towards it by practical mossures which
have to do with conditions as they ex-
{st under capitalism.' No sclontific €o-
clalist expects to reach our nlllmno
aim at a single bound.

Now, what {8 the ultimate alm. if,
indeed, we may apeak of altimates, of
Sociallam? . It Is the sbolition of sur-
plus value, is it not? Now, (n the final
analysis, the unearned iIncrement in
land i stmply the surplus value io
fand. The single tax =z a proposition
to resch that surplos valoe, take It
from the land owner—the land capltalist
~nod restorh it to the workers, the
ones who hate ereated it.

It 1n Just here, in this phass of oap-
itnlistic exploitation, that singla taxs
ers and Soclalists mest on common
ground.  Both recognize that the presd
ent xystem enriches the capitalist clazs
by giving to that class the surplus
xalue in land which should in all jus-
tice go to the working class whose
labor ereates the value. The differences
between single b . and Soclalists
arise on other phases of economic sci-
ence which need not concern us here.

Agreefng with the single taxers, as
we A0, t the Jand-owning capitalists
Ao get the surplus value In land ander
the present system, and agresing fur-
ther that this surplus value belongs,
iIn justice, to the 'whu, it is » prac-
tical question we ought to face fear-
lensly, bow to reach that value where
it now is and fo restoire It to the class
tn whom It rightfully belongs,

" The single taxers propose doing this
by taxing the surplus value in land, so
that ultimately all the surplux will be
returned to the social whole, and so
that the only value npalnmg tn the
land owner shall be the use walue. If
Sotlalism proposés any ‘more  radical
m than this, in dexling with the

land which, ldmltttdb' is one of the
alms of Socinilsm that may really be
called “ultimate”

Comrade Hanly's suggestion Is a good
one, and if Comrade Larsson will study
both his Marx and Henry George a
little more, he will percelve that, up'
to the point indicated herein, Soclalism
and slngle tax aim at the same fact.
He will also learn that the single tax
proposition is & long remove from a
grant of “special privileges by xnddllna‘
