His reception was an invitation to
do even better than the previous
speakers. In a graphic Adescription of
other big industrial upheavals in which
the U. M. W. had been involved, he
carried his hearers away .from thelr
home environments, away from the hall
In which they were nssembled, and
made them spectators at the big strike
of . anthracite coal miners in Alabama
some years Iater.

He told of 176,000 men idle, how they
were eventuslly suocessful, and how
one milfon dollars had been left in
the treasury of the U. M. W. at the
close of the struggle.

They had been
led to belleva that there was only one
miners’ organization that could, fight
their battles and bring to them a lttle
more of the sunshine of lfe.

There was no time to applaud. In
rapidiy spoken sentences the speaker
told how the hig strike In. Alabama
had been almost won when the gov-
ernor of the state declared marital law
in force, commanded the soldlers to
pull down the tents that Had been
erected by the union to shelter the
miners evicted from the houses of the
coal company on the ground that they
were insanitary, repealed the vagraney
act, and ordered the arrest of every,
miner who was out of employment and
at the point of the bayonet denled the
union the right to provide accommo-
dations for the striking members.
The speaker paused, the audience
heaved a sigh and bent further for-
ward to catch the balance of the mes-

sage. .

Comrade Work tells us “we only
want whatever degree of collsctive
ownership ‘{5 necessary to abolish ex-
ploitation.” Being a farmer, I have
carefully examined all the pleas for
the proposed amendment. This dec-
laration by our well knewn comrade is
not a reason for voting yes, nor i it
in keeping with our principles.

If 1 understand aright “no one can
own things essential to all, no one has
exciusive title to a thing he did not
and could not cremte.” By the fallure
of soclety to bulld its rules on this
declaration of updisputed principle we
give & solld foundation to every form
of explaitation. Six hundred and forty
acres of land would not be too much
for & wheat or cattle growing farm;
100 acres in the corn belt is too small
a farm to warrant the purchase of up-
to-date machinery and the stock to
work 1it.

An acre In strawherries near mar-
ket will support a family. Not one of
these farms could be operated without
hired help or exchange of labor. Each
farmer must exploit hired help or his
own tamily. '

If our comrades who proposed this
amendment really desired to impress
farmers with the fact that Boclallsm
intended to secure every farmer-—and,
for that matter, every person—in the
tenurs of A home and such grounds in
connection as are essential to clvilized
Itfe, 1t would have besn far “bstter to
have made the statement direct If
the amendment carries it will neither
gain votes nor respect for Bocialism.

Forty years ngo west of New
York a renter was very rare. In many

ons now, save on small farms,
working owners are scarée. At tha
present ratio of loss of title by the
workers the land will be practically
out of the possassion of workers.

Whether owners will continuas to ex-
ploit labor by taking the share
of products as rent, or whether they
form as trusts and surrender title and
recelve stock In ceturn does not alter
the fact that the working farmer can-
not retain title to the land he works.

n is certain the farmer is aware of

his condition, his hopelass struggle and
the worthlessness of title to sufficlent
innd to employ himself. Under present
conditions, by the power to exploit la-
bor, ownership of land® secures the
farmer In & condition, to him, much
better than that of town workems.

Yet he attaches but little value to his
particular ownership. His land is for
sale. Wherever he is, he desires to ba
somewhere olse. The majority of farm-
ers prefer farm work to town work,
but must obsy the law which demands
that every living creature will seek to
satisfy desires by least possible effort.,

But the working farmer, the ouly.
farmer that will ever work and wvote
for Socialism, has no Interest whatever
in the pronosed amendment.

To the man mentally able to trace
the results of social co-operation to
logical conclusions, all the means of
production must be owned collectively,
aAnd to have every one receive the just
reward of his toll and the greatest
benefit from the lrast possible exer-
tion the workers of the world mu&
units. .
