~——When, therefore, the masters are supplied, the workers are closed
out of the mines. Not having received more in wages than to barely
keep them alive while working, they are almost starved to death

while waiting for the owners to open the mines again.

The workers are thus entirely at the mercy of the owners, and

the owners have very little mercy to spare.

Now, Socialism means that the WORKERS shall be the OWN-
ERS of the mines.

Whenever they work they will get everything they produce, for
there will be no one to exploit them,

Then, too, whenever they need to work, and want to work, they

ask no one but themselves,

You see, they never need to lie idle at the command of some
freaky owner. They simply use their own mines as they like.
If they do lie idle it is only when they have produced so much
