I looked over *he land which 1 had purchased, and it did not suit me; then
I spent a couple of weeks around through the country learning what I could about
Florida. At that time the choice of land in smell tracts was limited; so I ~2me
back to Chicago to inform my friends who had bought land with me that <he land
we had purchased ‘'was not what we wanted. We immediately went to the Land
Company's office and refeived our money back.

The things I saw in Florida kept me thinking and thinking more and more
about the wonderful opportunities’ there for a poor man. I finally induced two
friends of mine to go with me again in May, to make a further investigation, and
if possible ‘to buy lands for ourselves and friends.”

SWEDEN FOIL LOCK.

BIG STRIKE

In 1807, which i the late date to hand,

"6 total membership Is given at 186,
236, of whom 16,883 were women. The
total force of organized labor in Swe-
den now clalms over 230,000 out of a
total industrial population of §8,000
workers.

This great strike was formally in-
augurated on August 4th. It quickly
enveloped the entire country, until
some, 300,000 workmen-—that ts, about
two-thirds of the entire Industrial
population of Sweden—are Invuived.

This strike is not one of sudden im-
pulse; #ts causes date as far back as
1902. .In that year, Ilmmediately fol-
lowing the victory of ‘the general
strike, the employers of Sweden formed
a national organization for the dis-
tinct purpose of controlling or destroy-
Ing the labor organizations of the

country, ‘
Resull of Lockout

As & result of the sggressive polley
instituted by the Swedish Employers'
federation, a state of war, with lock-
outs and strikes, have continually been
the order of the day. Last year the
huge lockout commenced, The govern-
ment tried to mediate, but without sue-
cesn. And last winter, which was
peculiarly severe on the Swedish work-
ingmen—great numbers bhelng thrown
out for lack of Lusiness—the employ-
ers took advantage of the hard times
and tried to reduce wages,”  while In.

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Crisis in Unionism

Organized labor has accomplished much in America. To it we
owe our public schools, a free ballot and many other privileges and
rights now enjoyed by tbe workers. Organized labor has fought
magnificent battles and won splendid victories on Amcncm soil.

For almost a century, with many desperate struggles, heart-

; bmkmg crises, glorious victories and occasional crushing defeats,
the movement of organized labor has proceeded onward. and upward.

_There have been times when the outlook was dark. In the ter-
rible days of 1877, 1887 and 1894 the enemies of unionism declared
that unions were crushed out of existence. Yet the crisis passed and
blows that were thought to have crushed were found to have but
‘served to forge a better weapon for the fight.

Once more the unions of America are confronted with a crisis.
"It is not so spectacular ¢ . preceding ones. There has been no crush-
ing defeat in a great nation-wide strike. There has been no sudden
'wiping out of whole battalions of organized labor.

On the contrary, this crisis has crept upon us so quietly and so
/insidiously that its very existence has scarcely been noticed.

The union exists to increase the share of the product going to la-
'bor and to improve the conditions of labor. If it cannot do these
things it has failed of its mission. y

Until within little more than a decade ago. the unions were able,
.on the whole, to steadily improve the conditions of their members.
They raised wages from an average of little more than a dollar a day
to three, four and five times that sum in many trades. They trans-
formed an almost universal twelve-hour day into an c'most equally
uninrnl d'ght-honr day in the skilled trades.

Al these thm;s they have done and many more. Nor is their
work finished. So long-as workingmen must sell their labor power
for a chance to live, their only hope of mamtammg even a dccennt

" human existence lies in organization.
But we would be foolish to shut our eyes to the fact that the

union movement in America is passing through one of the most crit- |

-ical periods of its long career.

What a
travesty on a republican, representative form of govern-
ment! And who is to blame for this farcical administra-
tion of public affairs?

““The Dignity of "Labor’' was the
subject of an address given before a
graduating class of one of Chicago's
| public schools last June, by a Chicago
busiupess man. .

He was a neighborhood man, who by
dint of long years of hard work bhad
accumulated a comfortable income. He
started to work when a small boy, and
though advanced in years he was still
pegging away.

He had quite completely accepted the
retandards . of commercial life, worship-
ing at the shrine of the great “God-
dess of Getting-On. His vislon of life
!hnd suffered accordingly.
| Nevertheless, it was his example that
Iqu to cast a spell over those young
boys and girls, many of whom were
immediately to go out into the work-
ing world

He in no way disappointed those who
when they invited him expected him to
emphasize the old placitudes about
thiift, perseverance and honesty, being
the only sure roads to success.

He urged the young people net to
fear to begin at the most menial tasks,
assuring them if they performed those
tasks with skill, they were sure to be
in lne for promotion. They wers to
guard weli their employers' interests,
remembering those interests were theiry
as well. And he admonished them to
hold up their heads In the performance
of thelr. work, stating that to labor,
was a thing to be prond of; that in
all labor there ‘was much dignity and
that reward always followed honest
‘toll.

Of course, his {deal of the dignity of
labor (for workers) is no Innovation.
It is and always has been the ideal
of the capitalist class. That class ex-
tolled skill and industry on the part of
the workers, and with the power that
combs to the class owning the machine
of production, it reaped the benefits,
all the while cleverly cajoling and flat,
tering the workers into belleving the
benefits came to them.

AEsop says in the Table of the Fox
and the Raven, ‘‘wherever fattery
gains  admission, It seems to banish
common nense.”

The guilds played a great role in the medieval cities or Europe.

Every oue who knows history is awsrs of the fierce fights they waged in
Germany, England, Italy, France, and Brabant. The guilds not vzl 4=Zonded the
cities aguinst the lungh w;riun and bishops—in the Iatter 1t of the middls
ages they also fought bloody battles against the patricians ur merchants in the
eiti 8 themselves.

All the privileges and liberties of the lower middle classes in Europe, before
the French %evolntmu were the result -of these fights. Although t! "battles
themselves in most cases ended in the defeat of the common people, yet when-
ever the guilds were victorious they ruined the patricians completely. And
oven where the common people did not win out, for fear of new upi the rul-
ing class in the cities (the patricians) usually granted afterward of their own
accord what they had refused before with foree of arms.

Of course, the complete emancipation of the city population was only effected
by the two great revolutions, the English in the seventeenth century and the
French in the eighteenth con!ury.

At any rate, the crafts, g-mldt. and companies, in spite of all the ue
and barbaric mammery connected with them, rendered great service to mankind
during the Middle Ages and saved the masres of the pecple from. enslavement.

What they gained was afterward a bunefit to the peasantry also, who in the
sixteenth, se\enteenth and eighteenth centuries flacked to the cities in great
numbers.

- - -

With the hand-industries the crafts and guilds of course dhlppou’ed !n.
their place have arisen the labor unions.

England was the first eountry in which la industries worked with ml-
chinery de\flo;wl to any extent, and there first the labor unions becams numer-
ous and pewerfu

But the influence which the crafts, companies, and guilds wielded in their
time is not at all possessed hy the labor uniuns of the present day, neither in
England nor any otber country.

In the number of their members, the unions are indeed inepmparabl
stronger than the guilds ever were, but the POWER of our modern labor o {
zations is incomparably smaller than the power of the labor organizations :f'm
Middle Ages.

What is the cause of this strange contradiction?

The reason lies close at hand. In the struggle for existenco people only
rogpact what they fear.
