Describing the method of the adu-
catign. of Master Sidis of Brookline,
Mass., "Mr. Addington says:

Sihgle
out that boy yonder, that little lad of
eleven, with the open countenance, the
brown hair, the clecr blus eyes, the
ruddy glow of health on his cheeka.

“There is nothing wonderful about !

Does he understand them? Open that
drawer and glatos through.ihe mass of
note books you:find. in it. The hand-
writing is but a childish scraw!l. Yet
hore are equations, theorems, snhstract
probiems in higher mathematics work-
od out with a thoroughness and a cor-
rectness that would he Impossible to
you .or to me. Look at this exercise
book—this ome with the brown cover,
it contains a treatise on the properties
of . the fourth dimension, ‘carried by the
unalded intellect of this sleven yvear old
boy to heights that would dazale sav-
ants skilled in mathematical specula-
tion.

His powers as a mathematician have
heen repeatedly tested by experts. from
Harvard University and the Massachu-
setts Institute of Teohnology.  Some
haye come scoMnyly skeptical. All have
gone from him in baffled amezement,
When he was only nine years old. a
brilllant young physicist, a valued In-
ntructor at the Institute of Technology
confranted the boy with a problem that
had been given to him when he came
up for his Ph.D. examination at a fa-
mous Germun university. The physicist
had found great difcnlty in ‘solving
it. The boy lol:rod‘lt with ease.

All of
these he studles with genuine enthu-
siasm. For the past few months he
has been chlefly inferested In the study
of American history and government.

Let me tell you more about him.

His name is Willlam James Sidis. He
is named after Willlam James, the
great American psychologist, and he is
the son of Borls Sidls, another paychal-
ogist known on both sides of the At-
lantic by reason of the remarkable dis-
coveries he has made with regard to
the workings of the human mind end
the nature of personality.

Among these discoveries none Is of
grealer importance in the present con-
nection than that of the law of latent
energy, according to which every one
of us possesses a reserve force which
usually is utllized only on extraordin-
ary occakions, but which, under appro-
priate conditions, might Be constantly
drawn upon to increase our well being,
our efficlency, and our happiness,

1t is Dr, is’ belief that in fanlty
educational methods lies the chief rea-
son for our fallure to use this hidden
power . habitually: that the methods
now In vogue Hinder rather than pro-
mote our full development; and that
until radieal reforms are adoptéd- we
must inevitably. continne. to lve in~
complete lives, groping ane ~frugxling
through existence without the slieht.
est apprebension of the secrel Fesotroes
at our command. i :

In particular he is convinoed that the
process of education does not begis
soon enough. He belleves mitch as 44
the old philosopher who, on being re-
quested to take charge of the education
of a child of three, replied, “It (s too
late.” In Dr. Sidia’ oplnion the moment
to begin educativn Is the mément when
the child first dlsplays any recognition
of his power :o.thl.!tk.. i

“Then- is tha time,” ha”once sald to
me “when we should start to train him.
In. ibe use of his facuities,  He s
bound to use. them anyway, and we
ought to see to It that he learns how
to ase them right. The longer we (e-
lay the harder it will be, for, with every
succeeding year his brain becomes in-
creasingly ‘ossified’ and less receptive

“He was taught” says. Dr., Bidis,
“how to make proper use of his fao-
ulties—how to use them as nature had
intended them to be used. He was
educated so that it became a habit with
him not merely to think correctly, but
to think fully—to draw as h~ required
on his stock of latent energy. Any
child of normal intelligence could be
similarly developed if he were only edu-
cated as William has been.”

Moreover, It Is Dr. Sidls' contention,
based on actual experiment, that while
it is desirable to begin this educational
process at the earliest possible mo-
ment, people can be trained, at . almost

Laelir hidden energies.
“Parents must be made to realize
what they owe to thair children. They
must be prepared to devote to their
upbringiog the same thought and care
that they expend in ‘the business of
making s living. It {a the first years
that count for most.
- Ld . 2 -

"Let them begin by "educating the
child, in early Infancy, in the sublime
art of thinking for himself. For this
purpose I know of n( thing better than
the alphadet block method, which I
have used in Willlam's case. All that
is needed to make 1t successful ig the
exercise of great patience on the par-
ents’ part. They can not expect the
child to. apprehend, in a moment, the
relation between the letters and -*he
sounds they represent.

“When I wished to Interest my boy
In geography, I bought a revolving
globe for him, and then, without tell-
ing him that I was trying to tuach him
anything, got him Interested In a game
of ‘finding places’ on the globe. Bither
hls mother or myself would join in the
#ame with him, and sometimes all' three
of us would be hard at it, for half an
hour or'more, seeing which of us would
be the first to to ‘find’ New York, Lon-
don, the Indlan Ocean, or whatever
place we might name.

“He learned type-writing
seaing me operate a typewriter.
curiosity ‘was aroused; he wanted to
be ‘shown how, and I showed him.
Sometimes, however, as in the case of
Iearning arithmetie, he did not
be ‘shown how.'
