The general indieations of all this ev-
idenes point in the same dirsetion: The
Natlonal Forestry department is used
a5 a side show to the Republican party,
Mthnmoftmnuthemoct
n.tuhlq timoer graszing and agricul-
tural sections into the hands of large
corporations supporting that party and
of grabbing the water powers on such
Iands for the profit of a cligue In the
Republican party, which is !ned up
Againat another cilque that la feeding
from the national trough through the
Department of the Interior.

Thin game of grab under the super-
vision of two great departments of the
national government is furthered and
abetted by the machine politicians of
the various state governments. The
Republican  senators, actiny as the
agents of the corporation ipterests in
Washington. hive the co-operation of
the state governors, certaln state sen-
ators and representatives, and all these

iticians are peid by the interests
bat profit by such steals,

In thelr greedy efforts to steal the
natioral and state resources, the cor-
porations do pot confine themselves to
unsettied public landa. They even piot
successfully to reb msttlers of lands
homesteaded and improved by the la-
bors of years.

One comrede In Arizona, who had or-
gantzed a small company for the pur-
pose of raising Angoras gosts, writes
me: "Our main cbject In organization
was, of course, to increase the profits
in the Angora goat by concentrating
the little bands together and buflding
good sheds, corrals, shearing . planta,
dipping vats, ete., something that was

very mwuch needed in the country, but
that the Hitle herdwmen could not af-
ford to build, » e

“Well, to make a long story short, we
got settied down to business with a fair
show to do moderately well, when the
goverament comes slong and makes a
forest reserve of the public range that
! we are using and orders us off. We
could oot go, ms the same government
bas made a remerve of most every place
whare water can be gotten for stock
purposes.  All the available range was
taken that was off the forests, so. we
are being forced to sacrifice our stock
at less thap half thelr values. We are
only one of hundreds that have béen
ordered to move. Now, If thiy country
were & forest, there would be some ox-
cuse, but mueh of it is barren and ft
would hustle s man to get a load of
firewood on five square miles of it
They claim that it is done to protect
their Tonto irrigation dam forty miles
from here. But I eclaimn that the rea!
reason is Graft.”

Evidently the corporations, through
the national forest department and
through the Department of the Interior,
are doing thelr level best to transform
the small ranchers into proletsrian wage
workers, by ruining them and robbing
them of thelr essentizl mesns of pro-
duction.

In place of the Adisplaced and ruined
Httle ranchers and farmers, the corpor-
ations import foreign laborers, and the
natiopal and state government combine
to create easy jobs for thelr politioal
heelers,” who live In' the rude homes
buflt up by years of hard toil of the
plonsers and their families.

That. not only Boclalistx, but aiso
Democrats are molested and rulned by
means of the national forest reserve, is
shown by the following extract from a
recent editorisl of the Bolse “Evening
Capital News":

“The manner in which the forestry
department ‘encourages’ homesteading
on forest reserve lands suited to agrl- !
cultursl purpeses is shown by the ex- |

!

perience of one Idaho man who repent-
ly related his experience to the writer.
Upon two occusions he made applica-
tion to homestead cholce selections in-
cluded within forest reserves. Upon
each occanion he recelved a letter the
purport of which v as the silly inquiry
if he really wished to homestead the
land, as if his formal application ‘for
that ‘purpese should not be Geemed
| sufficlent, leaving the future to deter-
mine whether or not he observed tha
requirements of the homestead law."”

“But each time the real purpose of
the absurd inquiry was shown to be to
secure delay, for each ifme he later
found notices posted upon the land,
placed there subsequent to his applica~
tion, stating that the particular land
desired by him was taken by tha.for-
estry department as rangers’ quarters,
thus effectually preventing his securing
the land he desired.* )

This, then, is the policy of the nation-
a! forest reserve! To juggle the choic-
est public lands In‘o the hands of cor-
porations and arder off all small set-
tlers, who stand in the way of such &
grab.  If these settiers are Socinlists
and Democrats, the Republican party
is “dee-lighted.” If they huappen to
be republicans with good machine pull,
they' are reimbursed for their-loss by
a job on the forest reserve.

Those good Republicans, who cannot
be placed on the forest reserve, ars re-
warded hy other concessions, which the
large mass of the voters will have to
pay for In the end.

These things are happening all over
the country. It la of the utmost impor-
tance for the wage workers and small
settlers to secure accurate and definite
information about such cases. I ask all
comrades, who learn about similar cas-
es, to cbrrespond with me, so that I
may be able to gather a large mass
v! fects relating to this development
and work it up into a campaign docu-
ment for the use of Soclalist hustlers
in thope 'sactions of the country, in
which such things are happening.
