There are certain distinet and impor: |
tant features preeent in Europe which
dre absent here, and I will discuss
them briefly:

The most notable of. these features
Is ithe ‘unity of the movement. The
workers of Europe realize that the
econom’c and political struggles of the
working c¢lass are but two phases of
the swn e wovement, and what is more,
they recogmjze that the distinction be-
tween these two forms of struggle is
more artificial than real.

Whenever workers seek to reduce
thelr hours of labor, or to lmprove
thelr shop tonditions by the strength
of thelr trade organizations, whether
by means of ‘strikes or of voluntary
agreements, they are engaged in an
economic movement; whenever  they
seek 1o attain the same ends by means
of legislative enactment, they enter
upon the political fleld.

The difference between the two
phases of the labor movement iz one
of form and degree rather than of
substance and kind. The economic bat-
tle.' of the workers are usually con-
fine to one establishment or industry,
while thelr political struggles as a rule
extend .to their entire class or some
important division of it. But both
serve the same geperal aim; the bet-
terment of the lot of the tollers; they
are conducted by the same clags of
people—the workers, and they encoun-
ter the same opposition—that of the
intrenched interests of the employing
classes.  They are hoth equa.lly essen-
tial to the cause of labor. [ .

The workers of Europa  have long
recognized this trulsm, and have.or-
ganized themselves politically as. wall
as industrislly. In some countries,
such as England and Belgium, one or-
ganization, & labor party. performs
both functions: in others the workers
maintain separate organzathons for
the éconpmic’ phase of thelr struggles
the trades unions and co-operative s0-
cletiex, apdt a 'separate one for thelr
politics—the Soclallst parties.

In the latter, instance Soclalisdi s
frankly recognized as a wing of the
labor movement equal In lmportance to
that  of Industrinl organizations, wd
the cldsest harmony wnd co-operat
prevails botween them. A eondit
of antsgonism between the mnomlr
andl the politien] organizations of the
working class, such as sometimes ex-
ists in this eountry, is almost unthink-
able In Europe. ;

Anonwr ‘aistinguishing feature of fhe
European workers is their cluss con-
scipusnexs, By this T do not mean clisg
batred.

The European worker, on the other
hand, isalizes that the labor move-
ment, the great, all-sided, internation-
@l labc- movement, is a force that
moves the world. He sees 'n It a pow-
er that wlll not only improve his lot
from day to day, but one that Is des-
tined eventually to ‘put an end to all
exploitation of men by men; to wipe
out poverty, misery, vice and all the
untold soclal sufferings which today
mar and blot human clvilization.

He feels himself a solifer of an army
20,000,000 strong, engagéd in a grand
war for the lberation aof the tolline
masses, for the ennobling of mankind.
This consclousness Inspires the BEuro-
pean workers with steady courage and
enthusigsm for the causs and battles
of ‘labor, 'and makes them invinecible.

Wlthln the Iast generation they have
galned great and lasting victorles in
all fields of their endeavor. While the
two and a half million organized Am-
erican, workmen are still knocking at
the doors of & hostile cougress and
hostile state legislatures year after
year, asking for crumbs and getting
stones, thelr European brethren have
strong representation in the parlia-
ments and municipal councils of every
country, and men of thelr ~wn class
and movement voleing thelr demands
in unmistakable toncs and* wringing
concession after concesslon from thelr
governments,

The workers of Europe are cared for
by the governments in casss of sick-
ness, accldent, dissbility snd old age
The stats frankly recognizes and par-
tially dlscharges its obligations toward
the most useful class of citizens. In
America the sick, maimed and aged
workingman, the victim and invalid ot
the Industrial warfare, ia left to beg
or to starve, without pity or merey,
ke @ useless cast.off plece of an in-
animate machine.
