48 pounds to 30 dosens. The average
hen of the egg producing west stands
sponsor for a product that weighs 43
pounds, while the average egg produc-
ed in Denmark weighs 48 pounds to the
30 dozen, b

If egge sold by the pound, two of
thé best would welgh as much and con-
tain more nourishment than three of
the smallest. When Hamburg eggs
were bringing 20 cents, western eggs
would be worth 23, Brahmas 27, snd
the best grade of Leghorn 30 cents.—

For many vyears unlonists have re-
grotted the waste incident to rent-pay-
ing, but uutfl we reached the estadb-
Hshed age there was no change. Only
until organized labor head lived and
survived the buffetings of years could
there be a futere' bright enqugh to
make -the acquirement of property the
correct move.

Rapldly as we are growing It s less
than ten years since the fdea of the!
labor temple struck root and unlon men
beégan to think of collective property
for the organized service,

Less than six years ‘ago Seattle en-
tered the fleld with a beautiful three-
story structure especially planned with
halls, committee rooms, lbrary, billlard
hall, game rooms—in short & working-
man's business bullding and a clud
combined. S

Later the growth of the town added
another story and now the demand
keeps the templs the busiest place In
that bustling city. It is in Beattle
also that the waitresses’ union has a
splendid residenca for tHeir members
who are sick or out of work.

Toronto, Canada, got the fever and
erected a substantial brick and stone
structure, which has not only given a
comfortable home to our Canadian la-
borers at reduced rent, but has proved
a dividend payer that many & money-
lender would be glad to get possession
of. 4
There is before us the annual report
of the Toronto Temple company for
the year 1907-8° It is a miost encour-
aging showing. The Income was:
From . pool and billlards, = $3.412.85;
clgars and tobacco, $755.90; rent, ¥7.-

311.36; shares sold, $1.403.00; supdifes,
$663.55. Expenses included $3.500 pald
off mortgage; $1.088.83 for Interest;

336038
general expenses, $852.30; repairs, 8623,
62, and furniture, $T45. With a balance
from the previous year there was left
in the bank to the temple’s eredit $3,-

housed under a jointly. owned roof.

But it Is In San Francisco, where,
since the earthquake, unionism has had
its finest triumph fu home bullding.’
The 'Building Trades council's temple
on Fourteenth and Guerrero streets s
probably the finest home dedicated to
unionism In the world. On a site 80 by
121 feet stands a three story structure
of steel, concrete, brick and stone.

In & commodious basement members
can store thelr tool chests. Bliliards,
pool, cheas, checker and reading rooms,
offices for business agents and halls 4t
varyink size from one to seéat 100 up o
the fine auvditorium to glve 3,000 com-
fort, are all housed under the one roof.

Says Organized Labor of the work:
“The Bullding Trades' council, Its af-
filiated unfons and members can point
to many great achlevements that are
the resuit of organized efforts and
wise mansgement, but the erection and
completion at this time of & unlon
home like the temple is' pertiaps better
evidence than anything else of the
ability and strength that reposes in,
the central body of the bullding arti-
sans of this city."—Labor News, Call-
fornla.
