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Hours and Wages

The workers are far more interested in shortening hours than in
increasing wages. An increase in wages is much more easily lost. It
__jis often discounted by a rise in the cost of living. At the most, it only
; gives a few more things to use or to store away, and this means little

if there is no leisure to enjoy the increased purchasing power.
But an hour gained for leisure, for rest, for recreation, study or
amusement is never lost. It means increased life, for one only really

lives.during the time he controls. At other times he exists for others.
No intrease in prices can take away the things that a shorter

~

‘workday brings.

Not even increased wages can compensatc for the shortened hfe
whRh comes from overwork through too long hours, .

Organized labor has always recognized this fact and has con-

stantly fought for shorter hours. The first struggles were to secure

a twelve-hour day.

The employers insisted that if men no longer

worked fram “sun to sun” through the long summer's day of new
and old England that “industry would be ruined.” But the nien fought
and won their battle, and for the first time the hours of labor were
limited by something besides human endurance and daylight.

Then a generationMater the fight went on to reduce the day to
ten hours. This fight was won by most trades by the time of the civil

war. Then came the long struggle,

not yet over, for the “eight-hour

day.” A large number of the skilled trades haye already secured thi
lim#tation of time. The building trades, the printers, the miners and
many others, now have “eight hours for work, eight hours for sleep,

eight hours for play.”

But the women of Illinois are still fighting for ten hours in most
manufacturing trades. They are meeting with the combined opposi-
tion of the Manufacturers’ association, the courts and other powerful
forces. If they win this fight it will be because the organized work-
ers of Illinots are able to take it, either by the actual use of their

ttength in the class struggle in the shop or by the threat of their

_ potential strength.

American “Lettres de Cachét” '

. One of the causes which brought on the French revolution was

the issuance of what were called “lettres de cachet.”

by virtue of

these writs any person who had displeased the sovereign or his
friends could be seized and cast into prison, Here he might rot with-
wut trial until it pleased those who had placed him there to haul him

forth again.

It was the wild resentment caused by the exercise of these writs
that inspired the mob that leveled the Bastile, within whose walls so
many such victims had been confined.

" Now we learn that all along the route of Taft’s trip to the Mexi-
can border men who chanced to have displeased his royal fatness
were tossed into prison, there to remain until it pleued the imperial

‘ powers to release them.

Just as in France a century and a half ago, so in Texas and Cali-
fornia yesterday, these ofisnders against the pleasure of the “father
of injunctions” were seized silently and secretly and hurried away
from-their friends, who had no means of learning what had become of

them.

There was once a tradition that every American citizen was en-
titled to a “speedy public trial by a jury of his peers,” and that he
could not be imprisoned “without due process of Mw."” These tradi-
tions have passed away since presidents began to hobnob with czars

and dictators.

Just as that famous drinking of health upon the Neva was fol-
Jowed by the attempt to violate the right of asylum for the benefit of
the Russian despotism, so the equally famous and equally disgraceful
handshake upon the Mexican border threatens to be followed by the
arrest and persecution of all those who have displeased the monster
who has seized the Mexican government.

If any such plan as this is proposed it might be well to recall the

- result of the attempt to turn American courts and police into annexes
* to Russian torture chambers. It might be recalled that Rudowitz is
still in America and that the power that freed him waiis only a sim-

ilar act against another person to be roused into action.

A Disgraceful Prominesce

by It each year, and of thn 90,000,000 people In the United
Btates today, 9,000,000 seem to be doomed to fall before it
unless there is social organization to fight it back.

And it can be fouglit back. The death rate has already
been reduced wherever there has been an active, persist-
ent, Intelligent campalgn againat . If we use the
knowledge we already have us to the cause, prevention
and cure of tuberculosls, we can wipe it oul as & drastio
and fearful plague and place It among the uncomymon
diseases.

And when we have wiped out tuberculosis, we will
have made progress towsrd a better, finer and more effi-
clent civiligalion. For tuberculosls {5 a feeder for some
of the most wviclous sogial conditions. Poorhouses, peni-
tentiaries and asylums get many of their stark and tragic
inmates from umong those who Have been wmunod and
ravaged by the White Plague.

Not only 1¥ It a humanitarian crusade, but from the
standpoint of wealth production and economics, it 1s
practical to campalgn toward wiping out the plague. A
wage earner seized with tuberculosis has his pay cut off.
He has to use up his savings it he has any.

The savings go and the rest of the family or the rela.
tives or the state has to pay for the Keep and care of
him. Not only is he an expense as a sick man, but if he
wera well he would be a wealth producer. All of this
means loss, a colossal loss In productive power. In dol-
lars, It has been computed as at least $1,100,000,000 na-
tionally each year. 1t amounts to $17.500,000 in the state
of Wisconsin annually,

From one standpoint or another, either for helping hu-
manity out of misery and wretchedness or else to put
mankind on 8 more profitable hasls of wealth production,
every citizen ought to be a crusader against the White
Plague. It will, naturally, never be totally abolished un.
til poverty Is abolished, but until that time, untit alj
slums apd tuberculosis nests are wiped out, it I# worth
while to crusade for a reduction of the death rria,

By tuberculln tests of cattle and by every measure of

#0 that you are practically out of doors getting all the
fresh alr there Is. Get out of doors all you can. *

~ Never exercise to the fatigue point. Be careful and
save your powers to fight the disease. Cut out all Hquor
and medicine except on the advice ‘of a doctor. Medi-
cines under some conditions may assist, but for a cure
they are useless. Western and southern climates are
very much a delusion. The Important factors in & cure

are a good doctor, fresh alr and sunlight, good food,

plenty of yest, patience and cheerfulness of wind, tenac-
ity of will.

Sanetoria. curing men and women of tuberculogls, are
on the increase. Prof, Irving Fisher of Yale belleves that
one of the best functions of a sanitorium is that it acts
as a practical university of hyglene. Those whom 'it
sends out cured are authoritative missionari.s on the
subject of tuberculosis, And a sanitorfum permeates the
entire community in which it is located with the right
ideas about combating consumption, the hLealth of such a
community being Invariably on a sounder basls. This is
the experience of Europe snd America. That is why the
hope is frequently expressed that every county may even-
tunlly have its own sanitorium.

“What can I do personally ‘to stop the spread of tu-
berculosis and to protect myself against it?"” is a question
often asked. And the travellng exhibits and the lectures
of the national and state anti-tuberculosis soclieties are
put before the public with the idem of answering just
such & question,

The exhibit of the Wisconsin Anti- Tubermloab assocl-
ation, which Is working with the extension division of the
state university, has some 200 charts, maps, pictures, de-
signs and photographs. These, displayed from wall racks,
have each a point (o make, Most of them are so clear,
simple and direct that even a person who can not read
Jearns necessary lessons. At the same time, the ground
covered Is so extenstve that even the more learned folk
may learn more. The chief {dea, however, is to give the
common sense of the tuberculosis problem, the gist of the
most recent sclence, research and experfment with ref-
erence to essentials, .

The crusade against the Great White Plague has many
hopes and no despairs, It Is one of the battles of science
against ignorance, cleanliness ngalnst flith, efficiency
against 1isopder. And wherever that battle has been
fought, sclence and cleanliness and efficlency have won.

Long ago a prophet sald, “Who shall stand before the
Lord? and answering his own question, replied, “He
that hath clean hands.” Clean hands, clean lungs, clean
bodles are needed to throw off tubercular germs or any
other disease germs. The anti-tuberculosis eampaign at
many points merges into a campaign directed agsainst all
disease and for better general health In every direction.

“Kill the germs” is one of the great slogans. And the
other Is lfke 1t, yet greater. It is: “Live so that the germs
can not get a hold in you" Build a navy of the right
kind of corpuscles In your blood and Nave that navy so
strong it can defend all germ attacks. Battleships and
coast defenses may be important to national life, but
strong bodies and active brains among the people come
first,

Get into the fresh air and live the ilfe of the open.
Don't live, work, study or sleep in roams where there fa
no fresh air. Keep your living rooms clean. Have as
few thiings as possible In your home that catch dust.. Be-
ware of lace curtains, dnperiu or, hangings that collect
dust,

4 Tear up your earpets that run into corners. U'se rugs.
Bulld your houses with™hardwood floors. Don’t use a

duster or a' dry brocm for housecleaning.  Use brush:

brooms or damp cloths or mops. Shut out the house
files. Be sure that any house you move into fs thorpugh-
ly disinfected.

Wash 'your hands and face before sating. Don't put
your hands or pencil into your mouth. Don't put into
your mouth anything that has been in the mouth of an-
other, Don't keep solled handkerchiefs in your pockets.
Never wipe your month on bedclothes, Don't swallow
your phlegm. Take n warm bath at least once a week.
If a cold or a cough hangs on, see a 4 or & free
dispensary about it

Above all remember that fresh air and sunlight are

among the biggest of health promoters. Get Into the
open all you can. Take two hours or more of an outing
every day. Men have dled from too much to eat and too
much to drink, men have died from too much dust and
from too much prison alr. But no man ever died from
too winch pure alr. Best of all cheap things and best of
all precious things is the free, fresh, outdoor air under
the nky Get you to the open.—LaFollette's. &
