Reasons Publikhed

Dr. Louls P. Cardwell, formerly ed-
ftor of the ""Firemen’s Journal," has is-
sued a list of reasons why the double
piatoon system should be inaugurated,
which be will submit to a number of
organizations,

The st is as follows:

“The minimum day's work of a Chi-
cogo fireman Is 16 houn and 40 min-~
utes long.

"The requirements of the service
cxuse him  at timu to- lose some of
his regular ‘off time' and thus appre-
ciably .increase the number of his
actual hours of service.

“*Any portion of lost ‘off time’ is
never pald back. | If a man loses an
hour or even an entire ‘off’ because of
fire duty, he simply forgets about it
and lets it go at that.

“Compared with the hours of sepvice
of any other class of men, it 1s found
that the fireman puts in nearly twice
a8 much time as’ any other class of
workmen.

Low Rate of Pay

“His rate of pay ls less than Is pald
a common laborer: about 17 cents per
hour,

“Outside the army and the navy, we
find_ no clisa of men who work any-
where pear the hours a fireman puts in
265 days'a year.

“A fireman has no meal hour:
he may have bis breakfust at 6.7 or'¢
a. m.: hie dinner £t 11 a. 19.. 12 noon or
1p m: hissupperat 5, 8or 7p. m.

“During the above periods, amount-
ing to ® hours each andl every day, the
largest force on any fire company in
Chicago cannot exceed seven men, if
indeed it I8 possible to have ao strong
n force.

USES OF PALM WINE IN SIBERIA.

Aside from heing used as & beverage,
palm wine has some other uses which
might be mentioned. In making bread
it is used for yeast., By the addition
of hot water its strength is'greatly re
dueed. It has greater diuretie proper-
ties and much greater sustaining pow-
ers. Mixed ‘with a little eayenne pep-
per, it can sustain a ‘laborer on the
farm for., many hours without other
food. It is also used as vinegar. The
goldsmith uses palm wine with alom
to eclean and renovate his implements.
Effective as insecticide when sprink’ed
about, it is also & pawerful and satis-
factory disinfectant. It is good for
cleaning any foul uteosil, and by soak.
ing thetn in it over night rust of all
kinds is removed.

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History of the Great American For-
tnnes. By Gustavus Myers. C, H. Kerr
& company. Cloth, 296 pp., $1.60.

For many years the literature of So-
clalism in’the United States was sup-
plied from translations of foreign books,
Then came a stage in which, while the
books were written by American Bo-
cialists, they were still little more than
adaptations and popularizations of Eur-
apean works. Now we have entered up-
on the third stage and are steadily ac-
cumulating a mass of works written by
American Boehu-u..-pplﬂﬂn: the phil-
osophy of Sociallsm to American prob-
lems. To such a list belongs Hunter's
“Poverty,” Spargo’s "“Bitter Cry of the
Ohildren,”” and a few others that have
recently appeared. Another work which
belongs in this class, and fills a very
important place, is ‘“The History ot
Great American Fortunes,’'' by Gusta-
vus Myers,

Only the first volume is as yet at
hand. This deals with the colenial con-
ditions and with the great land for-
tunes. There has always been a care-
fully fostered traditfon that In this
country wenlth has gone to those who
had the greatest abllity to perform oo-
olal servica in the organization of in-
dustry. This work shows that through-
out American history wealth has gone
to thoss who were most unscrupulous
and most successful in securing the fa-
vor of governmental powers. In colo-
nial times the féw who were fortunate
enough % secure grints of great es-
 tates became the financlil rulers These
fand grants were obtained largely by
fraud either In Europe or in this coun-
try, or in both places,
