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DBGTOR'S DEATH

Prosecation in Swope Case
Rests on Circumstan-
tial Evidence

(United Press Association)

Kansas City, Mo., April 18—Has fate
taken a hand In the case of Dr. B
Clarke Hyde, on trial here for the
slaying of Col. Thomas . H. Swope,
Kunsas City miilionaire philanthropist?
This was the question in the minds of
the court sttaches and onlookers to-
day when Attorney Frank P. Walsh
took his place before the jury and be-
gan outlining the grounds on which

he will expect the jury to return a
verdict of sequittal.

No Positive Bvidence

As he told the fury and the court of
the alleged entering of the ‘Swope
vault after the colonel's hody had been
pluced there, the evidence he belisved
to be conclusive that some one had
injected polsons into the body after
death, he knew there was Do one in
the state’'s array of witnesses who
could take the stand and swear posi-
tively that Dr, Hyde had given Colonel
Swope the poison causing his death.
There I8 5o one who can swelr posi-
tively that Colonel Moss Hpnton was
bled to death, for Dr. G. T. Twyman,
physician and confidant of the Swope
family and the only person who could
swear to this; is dead. With the pass-
ing of Dr. Twyman late yesterday the
lips that might have unfolded a story
showing Dr. Hyde as the murderer
of Col. Swope and Col. Hunton, and as
A fortune hunter seeking to wipe out
an entirk fimily In order to possess
their lnhedunce were stilled.

"Had Evidence

Dr, Twyman attended The Swopes
during the period they were sald to
have been victims of Dr. Hyde's whole-
sale poison. It was expected that he
would testify that he found Miss Mar«
garet Swope at the polut of death from
cyanide a few minutes after she took
moedieine from a box hundled by Dr
Hyde, It was through Dr. Twyman
that the state hoped to establish that
Dr. Hyde was acoused of irregularity
in practice and that his conduct was
such that it amounted to evidence
against him. He was relled upon to
show that Dr. Hyde's bleeding of Col.
Hunton was over the protest of a fel-
low practitioner, and that he drew two
gudrts of blood from the weakeéned
man and then only stopped when foro-
ed to,

Dr. Twyman's testimony would have
been both expert and direct, but the
state must now rely almost solely upon
cireumstantial evidence.

In his opening address this morning
Attorney Walsh, for the defense, laid
great stress on the theory that polson
was introduced into Col. Swope's body
after death. He said:

“Cyunnide of potassium may have been
put into Col. Swope's body either in
the wvault, In the catacombs or in the
morgue. The state refuses to allow
the defense any portion of the body for
annlysis,

“Chicago scientists who examined the
viscera  discredited  themselves by
makisg s report in conflict with the
fiwcts. The defense holds that Colonel
Swope used alcoholic drinks for 256
years beforé his death and beesuse
of this his liver was cirrhotie. - It is
well known in pathology that & man
mwust have cirrhosis In some degres af-
ter years of use of alcohol. This con-
Jdition explnins why, if Col. Swope died
of strychnine polsoning, the effect was
belated.

Coal Teamster Is Crushed

The machine tore his hold off from
the horses, hurling him to the tracks
under the moving vehicle, He was
dragged along by the revolving hrooms
for more than 160 feet before the car
was stopped.

Kroessing was taken to the St. Ber-
nard hospital, Sixty-fourth street and
Harvard avenue. Physicians of the In-
stitution operated on him and found
that he would not survive his injuries.
He suffered a fractured skull and his
spine was broken in two places.

This wolfish point of view occurred to
us on learning of M. Tehalkovaky's
sequittal by the Bt. Petersburg Court
and of his friends’ intentior of claim-
ing damages from the Russisn Gov.
hmt for his long and wrongtul

prisonment.

It is really very ungrateful to grudge
the Rursian Government a  paltry
couple of years' jmprisonment when
the prisoner was ultimately let out scot
free altogether. It is perhaps equally
unappreciative on our own part to offer
any criticisn® of the Russian autocracy
on an occasion fn which it could have
easily dealt a desth blow to its victim
but showed mercy instead.

Yes, we fully realize the whole deli-
cate ‘and unexpected situation created
by the acquittal of the man who truly
may be termed as the “father” and
fite-long sponsor and leader of the
Russian revolutionary movement of our
geperution, who is looked upon 'ns such
by all Russian and non-Russian revo-
lutionists, ‘and wundoubtedly even by
the Russian Government and the very
court that pronounced the astounding
verdict “Not Guilty.”

Yet it is better to lay facts bare and
congider them according to their in-
trinsic value, And what is the real
moral to be drawn from the Tdhaikove
sky case?

<In our estimation this case shows
once more that Czarism remains a des-
potic power, lawless and arbitrary in
{ts cruelty and mercy alike. For we
do not doubt for a single moment that
the Tehalkovsky verdiet was settled
beforehatd by the Czar or by the
Camarilla acting for the Czar, and that
the cotrt acted only as a blind in-
strument not of “fustice™ but of the
interests or mood of the *“higher”
spheres.

Tt in pot for us-tp point out here
that Tehalkovaky was, is and undoubt-
edly will be always, one of the most
active revolutionists, if the Russian
Government is pleased to pretend to
fook . on him differently and declare
him “pot gullty.” But apart from his
revolutionary  actlvity, Tchalkovisky
was arrested on a common grave of-
fense, namely for using a false pass-
port which Is punished In Russia most
severely. But even this common crim-
fnal offense is totally overlooked by
the court which passes an all-round
wverdiot of “not guilty.”

The fact that to the question of the
president ol the court as to their pro-
fession Tchaikoveky ropted that he
was  “a  Journallst whilst Madame
Breshkoveky fearlessly replied that she
was #n revolutionary  propagandist,”
this fact, we say, cannot of course be
considered of serious tmport.

The court knew well enough the
“professions” of both accused and was
amply conyvinced that they bhoth alike
devoted all their life to the revolution-
ary canse, and if any of them sinmed in
A lesser degree than the other, it was
certainly the woman.

Not having done so, the Russian
Government stands condemned of law-
lessness and arbitrariness even by its
very aoct of apparent clemency aod
mercy.

The Breshkovsky-Tchaikovsky case ls
oxacdy a paralle]l to the numerous per-
gecurions against the followers of Count
Tolstoy, In this case too, the master,
the Jeader, who influences the thought
and action of millions, is practically left
alone because the civilized world watch.
e¢s Yin fate with enxious affection,
wiidlst his diseiples are banished or
imprisoned because of less influence and
greater helpleBsness.

There I also another point worthy of
note in the mock political trial fust
ended st S5t. Petersburg. The fate of
Tehalkoveky immedistely attracted the
attention of active friends of freedom
both in Europe and Amerfca even
amongst those to whom he was only &
name, and an influential protest-demon-
stration was at opce started on his be-
half, which first led .to hik belng let
out on ball and then o his acquittal
altogether.

In the case of Mme. bBoushkovsky
even a more pathetic and sublime one
in our conviction, no agitation has so
far been started and no organized pub-
lic demonstration of sympathy for her
has yet taken place.

Can it be that the explanation lles in
the vulgar oft-heard reply: “She is only
a woman'? We are reluctant to belleve
that this is the real explanation, and
think it Is not too Iate even now to or-
ganize n widespread demoustration of
protest against the exiling to Siberia
of this noble and self sacrificing woman
whose educative political activity would
not be recoguized as a criminal offense
in any constitutional sountry.

Who will help in an attempt to bring
zbout her release or at least to bring
her consolation of the knowledge that
ghe is not forgotten by those who have
hearts warm enough to appreciate her
life of martyrdom because of her abso-
1ute devotion to the people’s progress
and: welfare?

How did we do (t?  What methods did we ose? How
can other eities win s Socinlist victory? These werc the
things the comrades all over the country wanted to know.

These are just the things we want to tell, Any city
with an average proportion of working people can be
oarried by ihe Bocialigt party.

But first of all you must decide whether you really
want a vietory. That is, whethér you want it earnestly
enough to make the heavy sacrifice of time and money
with which vietory is won.

adapted to SBocialist propaganda, Milwaukee is a conser-
vative city. It does not easily take up with pew ideas.
What the Social-Democrats did in Milwaukee was done
by yvears of persistent and untiring effort.

1f, then, you have declded to win in the fight for So-
slalism, no matter at what cost, the next thing is to selact
the methods which will tell in the long, run. y Thic is not
a battie of 3 day. We want to enlist recruita who wil
stay with us till the fintsh. And for this purpose educa-
tional, uot merely emotional. propaganda must be used.

The distribution of literuture has been the Keynote of
all Milwaukee campaigns. Campalgn speakers can reach
only & limited ni'mber of peryons, aud usually just those
who Ao not need convincing. The leafiet, the paper or
the bulletin, distributed from house to house, reaches the
non-Soclalist in his own home. The |lterary campaign' in
Milwaukee has steadily increased with the growth of our
eampaigns, until in our Iast city election, 170,000 pieces
of liternture were distributed from house to house in one
Sunday morning! :

Thus the people of Milwaukee have been gradualls
educated. When the daily papers of Milwaukee published
their flerca tirades against the Social-Democrats, when
they charged us with standing for lnternational Social-
{sm-—a# If that were a crime—and deciared that we wanted
to pull down the stars and stripes and replace them with
the “red flag of blood-lust’” the people of Milwaukee
were not at all alarmed. They turned a deaf ear to the
screams of the dally press. Why? Because they had
been educdted.

This method of campaigning has alswo impressed the
people hy Its unigue character. That hundreds of men
are willlng to rise hefore sun-rise, Sunday after Sunday,
and tramp from house to house through all kinds of
weather, without any pay, has greatly excited the in-
terest of the publie, just by its contrast with old party
campalgh methods.

But if this literature is to do its proper work. great
wisdom niust be used in ity preparation and selection, It
is pathetic In the extreme to see many earnest and self-
sacrificing comrades all over the country wasting their
time and money on literature that is of lttle or no use.
We must remember that in the last ten years times have
changed. The paper which contains nothing but criticism
of the capitalist systemy had its day in the nincteouth
eentury, but has now outlived its usefulness, The “muck-
raker” is beginning to take that work out of our hands
and is doing It far more effectively in the big magazines.
Rocialists must keep ahead-—must pow take up the cone

structive propaganda. The high prices and trust exploi~
tation have prepared men’'s minds. What they waut te
know is the remedy.

Literature for distribution should be not only construc-
tive, but also local. It should desl with the questions that
interest the people. The average man does not care to
know just what sort of time checks will be used “under
complete Socialism.” He wants to know how his lot and
the 16t of his wife and children may be eased a littlesat
the present day.

The Mllwaukes Social-Democrats have almost entirely
given up street speaking as wasted effort In large cities.
But they have used with good effect noonday meetings at

“the factory gates. Here thay get the ear of just the class

we wish to reach.

Work 10 and through the unfons has also been a most
effective method In Milwaukee, During the city campalgn
just closed, a committee of fifteen was appointed by the
Milwaukes Federated Trades Councll to visit the unions
at their regular meetings and urge their membeérs to vote
for the party of the working clasa. But this official rec-
ognition of the Social-Democratic party by the central
body of organized labor In Milwaukee was obtained only
after years of personal agitation on the part of Individual
trades unionists in thelr respective unipns. * \

These are the principal campaign methods of the Mil-
waukee comrades. But it must not be forgotten that the
activity of our elected oficials has kept up a steady So-
clalist agitation all the year round for the last six years.
The value of this work cannot be overestimated., Mil-
wankes would never have entrusted her city administra-
tion to the Social-Democrats if our Bocial-Democratic
aldermen, supervisors and legislators had not already
given a falr sample of what might be expected from a
Socialist administration, That our men have “made good”
has been worth more than whole floods of campaign or-
atory. The Social-Democrate in the City council, the
County board and the legislature have been faithful over
a few things. This is the reason that rhey are now en-
trusted with many things,

And this is also the reason that the Socialists must go
“step by step,’ a method which so exasperates some of
our hasty but Irrational comrades. Surely it is not entire-
ly unreasonable on the part of thé American voter to
want to know how Socinlists conduct themselves in minor
offices before they ars pit at the helm of the nation.

But it Is for us to avail ourselves of all these smaller
opportunities, to apply the principles of Socialism to all
the details of public life. And to do this requires a far
more thorough knowledge of Socialist principles than is
needed to make a rhetorieal speech or string off a few
phrases about surplus value.

S0 thus we come back to the starting point. ‘Educa-
tion is what is needed--but practical education, and not
merely the committing to memory of a few catch-words.
Fducation is needed that will make the Socialist prinei-
ples the guiding star of daily life, and not simply the holy.
word of a nafrow sect.

The Milwaukes victory was no accident. It was the
result of the application of these views and these methods.

{ Any other city with these can be equally successful—in

time.

For it must not be supposed that the application of
theso rules will bring about an immediate triumph. Thase
are slow methods, but they are sure. We are Qethis t
for life. But it is a struggle well worth a life's dwa.

sequence of its Milwaukee victory, The
most important consideration is the
present fact that this party is actu-
ally in conjrnl of one of the great Am-
erican  municipalities.

That consideration presents itself In
four principal aspects. One is with
reference to the quality of Socialist
leadership in Milwaukee. Another re-
fers to the local program to which the
party there is committed by the elec-
tion. The third involves the possibil-
ity of ita carrying that program out.
The fourth relates to the encourage-
ment and support it should receive
from genuine democrats of all parties.

Wifh reference to the first of those
aspects, it can be confidently said that
better leadership could not be desired
in behalf of democracy than the lead-
ership within the Social Democratic
party of Milwaukee, which has now
been advanced to municipal leadership,

Among s0 many able and devoted
men (and there are women, too), it
would be invidious tp mention names
were it not that the reputation of one
whom we shall mention, Victor Barger,
is national, and that the other, Emil
Seidel, Is the newly elected mayor.

Through this leadership the Soclalist
party in Milwaukee has adapted itself
the Soeialist philosophy, BSosialist
to local circumstances and to the im-
mediate present. While Identified with
{deals and the international Soclalist
organization, it has made Itself in one
American city somewhat as Edward
Bernstein, the German Socislist, would
have the Soclalist party make itself
everywhere. This attitude Is strongly
marked ‘In the words of the Soclalist
mayor-elect, and of Mr. Berger.

As to the local program to which

the next two years is committed, while
in some respects jt is only amellorative
and open to the objection academ-
ically of not being democratic In prin-
ciple, it would In other respects carry
municipal government a long way In
the direction of a democracy’ under
which the merely ameliorative features
of the program wounld be unnecessary
and uncalled for.

Democracy is not to be attained by
standing for ity ideals sgiff and stern
in all circumstances, yielding nothing
to temporary beeds for rellef and
thereby glving ald and comfort to its
enemies in every contest short of the
mitimate and perfect one. And after
all, nobody need fear the lttle incon-
