The
officers of the unions Issued a call &
couple of months ago to all union men
to preserve order themselves and ab-
stalp from the use of all aicoholic hev-
erages, which is voluntarily enforced,
to the great credit of the union.

Thugs Are Punished
The arrest and heavy punishment by

the civil authorities of several of the

Court s something above all that is frail and mortal,

1t is nothing of the sort.

And 1t Is supreme only because it is thought to be 80,
Here, indeed, is it true that “nothing js good or bad but
thinklng wakes it so.”

In wha* respect is it suprume? How is it possible for
hundreds of editors, of diverting views, to hit upon a
selection to fill the vacancy that will insure the court
being really supreme?

Are there not a great many degrees of mwremenm’
Could not supremeness be reckoned, say, in terms of
figures from 1 to 1002

And’ after the views of the many editors have beell’
eifted down, what assurance is there that the lew jas-
tices will dispense the same equality of equity as that of
his predecessor? What assurance have we that 1t wil
remain a Sopréme Court? Is it not possible that a bet-
ter grade of supreme justice could be dispensed by some

Anferior court—or by some men who are not even judges?

This matter of do;crudmn: what constitutes suprewe
‘ustice I8 a very perplexing one. For no one can tell

' Just how many courts we must hive, between that of

the magistrate and that of the supreme jurists, to guar-
antee justice. Why would jt not be safe to have a few
maore courts above the present Supreme Court?

What is wrong with opeting a more Supreme Court
and a most Supreme Court und an absolutely Supreme
Court?

But these questions sre bealde the mark. For none
of the plain people have anything to.do with the decid-
ing about our Supreme Courts. That is reserved for
those who are servants of the people, who, strange to
say. have taken to themselves supreme authority.

In this Instance the president of the United States will
fill the vacancy. After conferring with such gentlemen of
affluence and influence as may suit him, he will make the
selection. He ulone, excepting the purely mominal con-
currence of the senate, will determine what supreme jus-
tice is.

And since the Supreme Court reviews the acts of the

¢ president, the president, in this instance, doffs all mod-

esty, and confers upon himself the title of the most su-
preme man in the nation.

Undep the circumstances is it any wonder lhat the
plain people are more interested in the Johnson-Jeffries
fight than they are in all the decisions of all the Supreme
Courts put together?

Will it bother them how the court holds the balanee
between the selfish vested iuterests and the rights of the
plain people? Very little.

Ouly in one respect have they eVer cared. This s
notuble: Every time the people did pay heed to one of
the décisions it was to reverse the Supreme Court.

The plain people have their own common way of re-
aMrming, from time to time, that they are the real
supreme power. When next they do it, it is not unlikely
that the Supreme Court will be shown a corner in the
attic of antiquities by the side ot the thumbscrew and
the ducking stool.

The, tendoney of some of our women

to express themselves in the following'
manper at the convention, furnished the

main thought for her article.

‘] do not take my place here as &
woman, but as a human being, side by
side with man."*

"The desire of many women to be
looked upon merely a8 human beings,
end "their readiness to decry their
womanhood seems a strange contradie-
tion when compared with the ardent
zeal with which men gladly and proudly
emphasize their manhood.  When one
comes to the realization of the different
attitudes men and women take upon
thig particular point, the question imme.
diately arises: ‘‘Whence this differ-
encel’’

We do not have to look far for the
answer.

One of the main reasons is a wrong
interpretation of the true nature of
woman, which leads to false and barm-
ful suggesNons.

It is a psychological faet that a sug-
gestion given' for nny length of time
will impress itself upon the mind, and
the nature of =& suggestion, whether
weak or strong, will leave its corre
sponding effect.

Man, ignorant of the wonderful, slum-
bering strength in woman, misinterpret-
ed her nature entirely; 3lso, the qual-
ities’ which he attributed to her were
mostly of a weakening character. His

actions were determined, though uncon-|

seious to himself, by his economic and
sex power over her. With the introduc-
tion of privlte property women did not
wmerely b conomically dependent
on man, but also sexually. For with
the development of said institution the
pature of sex selection was changed.
Formerly it was woman who did the
svlecting, but with the cconomic de-
pendence of woman, man acquiring the
right td buy and sell hn, bocam the
selector.

And woman, in order to be chosen by
him, became the image which man held
of her in his mind, or, in other words,
has to develop such mental and physieal
qualities as would suit him best. And
since’ a strong, forceful, independent
being would bave interfered with the
maintenance of his economic and sex
powers, he had to instill into woman's
mind such ideas as were ia hmoa,y
with bis interests.
