- Condition of Women in Russia

Women it Russis among the lower orders ate merely
tools in their husbands’ hands, snd regarded as so mauy
domestic animals, says Mr. Eugen Z<bel in the *‘ Deutsche
Rundschau’’ (Berlin). Men ve an aimost unlimited
power of punishing their wives. They beat and starve
them, and wmake them do the lowest menial work. The
young girls are exposed like cattle in the market to swait
those in want of wives. Yet, says this writer, the Russian
woman is a noble and heroie ereature. She is neither
Trightly. like ti.5 French womaxn, nor thoughtful like the
German, but she is intelligent, enthusiastic, and devoted.
to political liberty. This quality is deseribed as follows:

‘‘If the Russian woman of the lower order still finds
herself in a state of abject submission, though not through
her own fault, a lady of the upper class has every oppor-
tunity of exhibiting all,the fine qualities of her nature.
It is true that she not the airy vivacity of a Frengh
woman, nor that calm and spiritual thoughtfulness of tge
German which n‘ypem #o plainly in bher love for husband
and children, Yet she is conspiouous for her great en-
thusiasm ' in' espousing a lofty ideal for the political and
soeinl future of Ker ecountry, - Fidelity, self-sacrifice,
valour are all manifested by her in seconding the efforts
of the man she loves even in the severast hurﬁnhipu."

When Nicliolas I eamg to the throne an insurrection
broke out in which the noblest of the land were impli-
eated. - Many rich and titlod people among the crowd of
conspirators were mown down by the eannon in 8t. Peters-
burg, Many rich men of rank were banished to Siberin
and their wives were given liberty to be divoreed from
them. Most of theso Russian Iadies preferred to follow
their husbands, and “‘in the icy deserte of Siberia many
of them died prematurely.’’ .

The femininism of the Russian women sometimes takes
a more museuline direction. . The suffragettes are calm,.
rensonable and moderate in comparison with the Slavie
femininists, for ‘‘naturally thg passionate temperament
of tho Russian women leads them to join the revolutionary

movément, with an activity which is absolutely fero-
cious.”? . ’ !

But the Russian woman also dirscts her activity to
the pursuits of civil life and the abolition of war. She
is un intellectualist, a practical seientist and u pacifist,
Of this side of her character, which is as far removed
from the abjeet degradation of the beaten wife as it is
fmu;'tha rage of the revolutionary fury, Mr. Zabel re-
marks:

““The most striking characteristic: of the Russian
woman of todsy is her desire to rival the man in all fields
of socinl activity, and to secure hur independence of
bis anthority. A vast number of women frequent the
schools of tge university, and are found in the chemical
and clinieal laboratorles, They suhmit to the severest
privations and hnrrbbi?o in their efforts to attain a posi-
tion of independence.’ 3

It is too often thought, says this writer, that Russian
women gre political and soclalistic visionaries of the
most extreme sort. It is true, he admits, that there are
some who ‘‘promote with passiopate and terrible relent-
leasness the social and revolutionary agitation of the
Nihilists, and live expatriated in Paris, Berlin, London
and New York.'’ But there is another side of the picture,
which Mr, Zabel thus unfolds:

‘“The activity of the Russian womap also expands
itself in the promotion of progress and peace. The Rus-
sian women of the most-advanced elass practice medicine,
berome professional nurses, build bospitals and institute,
both in the cities and the provinces of Russia, refuges
for boys and girls, protectories for children and employ-
ment ugéncies.- The motto- ¢n their banner is ‘Science
and Liberty.” Their aim js to elpvate the character of
women in Russia. They wish to destroy the old system
of feminine slavery and submission to maseuline tyranny,
and on its rpins to'erect a new social structure radiant
with the light of intellectnal civilization,”’—From the
New Vork ‘‘Literary Digest.”’
