It is not uncommon
to see little girls under twelve, morally more corrupt than the Hig-
ginsons of ninety years. And the sum Jf it all is that time is NOT of
the essence of corruption, either personal or political. It all depends
on the SYSTEM of which the individual and the political party are
the victims.

No individual needs to fast and diet himself in order to purge
away his physical corruption, unless through overeating and under-
work his body has become a charnel house of dead and putrifying
cells. And no political party needs to be kicked out of the public
granary unless by over-indulgence and under-service it has made
Jtself the victim of a false system, :

This is why both democrats and republicans reek with age, ac-
cording to their own admission. Their parasitic proclivities cause
them to become surfeited with syrplus aliment extracted from the
producing classes. Part of this remains unassimilated in their sys-
tem and uhused. Then it rots in their veins. Political corruption
is therefore a stigma of AN IMPROPER REGIMEN.

That is what the democrats are driving at when they say so truly
that a short ascendancy rencers ANY party unbearably corrupt, that
stands, as both republicans and democrats do, for the surplus system.
