Up to
the beginning of last year he served
continuously as a delegate to the cen-
tral labor body of Cleveland and took
an aetive aud aggressive part in organ-
izing labor in Cleveland. Many of the
labor unions of that place owe their ex-
istence to his persistent work. He also
served as delegate to many conventions
of the American Federation of Labor
and to the national conventious of the
printers’ union.

Conducted Paper

In 15§91 Bandiow was chosen mana-
ager of the Cleveland Citizen, then the
property of the Cewstral Labor Union,
which position he held until the time
of his death.

Bandlow became a Soclalist in 1896
and during the fifteen years since that
time has Dbeen a persistent. asd con-
sistent advocate of indtustrinl democ-
racy. He gave to the Sociallst move-
ment the same whole-hearted and un-
selfish effort which distinguished his
serviocs to organized labor.

One of the most definite and sacred promises that the Busse
campaign managers made was that the people of Chicago would get
prompt and efficient street car service,

: It is true that some new track has been laid and some new cars
built. The old junk was not profitable to the traction crowd and sc
an improvement has been made.

The fact rémains, however, that the great majority of the work-
ers going to their work in the morning and coming home at night are
compelled to stand, packed in the cars so tight that they cannot
move,

Take any surface car going downtown i the morning and you
‘have to stand all the way. Take any car going out in the evening
and you stand. .

Now, it makes very little difference whether you stand in an
old horse car or in a new electric car. It is just as tiresome and un-
pleasant in either case.

The elevated service is a scandal. The way the peopls are
. shoved into the cars in the loop is outrageous.

Packed like sardines, the workers hang to the few straps that
are furnished, or sway from side to side, backward and forward, like
lump-jaw cows in a cattle car headed for packingtown.

And that isn't all. )

It takes over a half hour to make the loop during rush hours—

longer than it takes to go half way to Aurora or Elgin, forty miles

TO THE LAND

By Ralph Korngold

“It's u!l the workingmen's fault, Why do they crowd
into the ecities?” Why do they noi go on the land be
fudependent ? .

Such iz the cry of the hybrid political reformer,

Does he know whereof he Is speaking?

1 have just rAade a tour of northern Minnesota and
have spent several weeks among the homesteaders who
have heeded the cry of--

“Back to the land.”

Most of them are city workers who know little about
farming. They have goue ou the laund noping to lmprove
their condition,

Have they done so? Let us see,

The houses they live In are decidedly inferior to their
dwelllngs in the cities. 1o fact, most of the houses are so
wretched that in some instances they are worse than the
abominable rookeries found in a city slum. Most of them
in this cold climate are tar-paper affalrs: some of them
are log cabins, often without a door in them, because the
men of the famlly are too busy hunting for work in the
nearby camps to keep the rest of the family from starv-
ing. and have not the time to attend to such details,

I stayed with a typical homestender's tamily one nieht,
They lived in two rooms, made of old planks » r
paper. Seven children, boys and girls of all ages _ept
in one room, the father and mother slept in the other.
This second room was also sitting room, parlor and
kitchen.' The oldest girl, and the school teacher, who
boarded with the family, slept behind a curtain in the first
room,

I HAVE MET ONE FAMILY OF TEN PEOPLE,
WHO, TOGETHER WITH A PARALYTIC GRAND-
FATHER, NOW DEAD, LIVED FOR TWO YEARS ON
PBREAD AND TALLOW. For two years this was their
only diet, except Sundays, when they had lurd, instead of
tallow and molasses.

The father of the family was a clty workingman. He
had aved up a few dolars and thought he wpuld get a
homestead. He bought a wagon, two horses and some
tools and took his family out. The roads were so abom-
inable that the Lorses sank ingo the mud up to their bellies
and had to be dug out. Oue of the horses died on the
way. .

When he had built a shack for the family he and his
brother, who was in the party, went out huntiig for work,
They got a Job sawing logs. They were unaccsstomed to
this work, and also did not have the necessary tools
THEY FOUND THAT BETWEEN THEM THEY WERE
ABLE TO MAKE SEVENTY-FIVE CENTS A DAY,

I1ls homestead was located eight miles from the rall

road,, Having his own horse he was able to bring in the
necessary supplies himself. Other homesteaders who did
not have thelr own outfit had to pay five dollars for every
one hundred pounds hauled to them. .

Another settler, who found himself compelied to borrow
seventy dollars from the bank, giviog a chatte] mertgage
as security, had to pay ten per cent a moenth—not a year,
mind you, but a month. Of course it was agalust the
law, but he could take it or leave it.

Still another, after clearing his land, reised his first
crop of hay. Hz had a good crop, about twenty tons.
Then the lumber company wanted to float its logs and
fiooded the surrounding hgmesteads. His crop was fost.
He demanded compensation from the company, but the
company officlals simply laughed at him. He had no
morey, but went to Bemidji, hoping to be able to find a
lawyer who would fight his case for him and receive his

ment when the case was won. Not a lawyer in Be-
midfi would take up the case. The answer he recelved
from all of them was that it was no use It had been
tried before.. You can't beat the Jumber company. They
control the judges and get their own jury. A case was
told me of a deputy bringing a venire into the courtroom,
who was bluntly told by the sheriff in everybody's hear-
ing *“What the h—— did you bring that bunch for? I
can’t use them., Go and get me a bunch of ather men."

At another time the lumber company's lawyer was al-
lowed to take the jury to a near by saloon and treat them
to drinks. .

Can you blame Dietz for refusing to be handed out
“Justice” dy such courts and taking up his shotgun?

Then there is the sickness to contend with, Hardly a
family but has lost several children with typhoid fever,
diptheria or the smaill pox. The hardships, the poo= *-.4,
the often swampy land and bad water are responsible for
many deaths. Some of the settlers are absolutely starved.
One man told me: ‘In the city I used to be a hearty and
strong man, now I can hardly lift as much as & half
grown boy.

Many times it has happened that a workingman has
gone on a homestead with a family of four and five and
has returned back to the city broken hemrted and alone.
One case was told me by o lumberjack preacher of 4 man
who lost his whole family of six in three weeks. The
preacher helped him bury them.
