Cardiff, Wales, March 156.—It is no
exaggeration to state that a ptrike of
twenty-seyen girls here has attracted
more attel n_aiready than has often
Neen the ciise when several thousands
of men and women have been out of
employment at a time of !ndustrial cri-
sis,

Orphan Girl Discharged

The girls referred to were employed
by Messre, Ben Evans & Co., the harg-
¢et drapers, furnishers, etc, in Bouth
Wales, and they have goue on. strike

because they resent the dismissal from |

the dressmoking workroom of a Miss
Thomas, who is an orphan entirely de-
pendent on her own earnings.

The firm was dissati~ied dpparently
with the way she performed a certain
pitce of work. She, on her part, alleges
she was not able to do it properly be-
cause she had not sufficlent material,

Investigntion of her case has Jed to
remarkable light being thrown on the
conditions under which girls are em-
ployed in some of the large drapery and
willinery establishments in that part of
the country.
¢ Make Expensive Gom

Mis Mary MacArthur, of the Wom-
cit's Trade Union League, who hiis been
engaged In attemptiug to dring the dis-
pute to a satiafactory conclusion, gave
cur representative the facts, and she
vouches for the authenticity of every
one of them from personal luvestiga-
tion.

"I have never,” she sald, “met with
such conditions as those prevailing In
Swansea. Messrs. Ben Evans & Co.
are the largest and most reputable firm
of the kind In South Wales. The work
done In their establishment is of the
highest "order. The prices for (helr
mwore expensive gowns vary from $100
tc $276, and thelr customers are drawn
from a very wide area. In spite of all
ihis, the girls get what I am sure most
people will agree, is a terribly low rate
of pay, and have to work vy long
hours,

Wages Low

“For the first three years of employ-
ment the girls have to give thelr serv-
ices it remuneration of ally sort.
In the fourth year they get 60 cents per
week, in the fifth year 84 cents per
week, In ‘the sixth year 3193 per week,
and in the seventh and eighth years
perhaps $2.16. One girl, the highest-
paid dbodics maker in the establishment,
has been thirteen years In the service,
and she Is now recelving $4.32 n weck.
And all these girls, mark you, are high-
1y intelligent, thoroughly expert and in
every way qualified to take up the best
positions in the trade.

Hours Long

The hours of working, Miss MacAr-
thur found, are supposed to be from
$:30 . m. to § p. m., In some cases nine
10 eight, with no time off for tea. Over-
time Is worked almost dally, and it is
no uncommon occurrence for girls to be
in the workroom at 10 p. m., and some-
times ag late as 11:230,

The giris told Miss MacArthur that
they have frequently worked from §
a. m. till 4 p. m. without a break for
meals,

*In the ordinary way no wages are
pald for overtime, No holidays are paid
for. Ab deducted, and it ia
not the rule to make an allowance in
case of sickness.

““A rule of the stablishment says
that if & girl is three minutes late in
the morning she looses s quarter dag's
pay.

If they don’t come up to
snuff as layers, change the strain, but
kéep to the dbreed of which you have
already learned momething. More will
be said about layers in later articles.

Before you get the chickens get the
house for them to live in. The size of
that depends altogether upon the size
of the flock you will want to keep, and
upon the space at your disposal,

The main things to be remembered In
bulldiug chicken houses are these: They
must be dry, well ventilated, both win-
ter and summer, and room enongh for
cach fowl: roosts need mot be more
than elghteen Inches from the floor;
plenty of light is also necessary.

Every effort must bg made to pre-
vent drafty; therefore place the roosts
near the back of the house, and except
on real cold nights burlap coverings for
doors and windows are enough.
alr can get through while drafts can-
not.

The house need not be expensive. A
boy handy with a hammer snd saw
ought to be able to put up a good one.
Rough wire netting can be used to en-
elose n runway where the chickens can
have thelr needed exercise.
