This law was modeled on the English
workmien's compensation act, of 1887,
which hes since been extended to cover
every kind of.eceupational injury.

Opinion Is Unanimous

Judge Werner wrote the opinfon, in
which all the members of the court con-
curred.

The main feature of the act was that
it required employers of labor in cer-
tain occupations, such as bridge bulld-
ing, genuou of elevators, work on
scaffolds, ‘work on electric wires, work
with explosives, on railroads and in tun-
nels. and work carried on under com-
pressed alr, which were declared dan-
gerous pations, to ate their
employes for any injury occfring dur- |
ing the course of the work,’ althou(h
such injury occurred solely through the
vegligence of the workman.
