_ American Molder Finds ln- |3

dustrial Condifions Bet-
ter Than in America.

“An American Molder {n Europe” I8
the title of a book just publisbed by
John P. Frey, sent by the American
Federatior! of Labor to the British
Unlons Congress of 1808, and who, while
on the other side, took ocension to look
into industrial conditions prevajling 1o
Furopean countr’ s,  Following is an
exeerpt from this vook:

Berlln is a manufacturing .city with
hupdreds of thousands of workmen, and |
a walk through those sections where
these workmen like is & revelation, after
having seen the “slumsg” of ocur own
large citles,

Here there is no such thing as a
“slum,” with Its squalld surroundings,
lttered streets and unfortunate in-
mates. : z

The quarters where the poorest live
are neat and wholesome, and the health
of the poorest is protected by excellent
sanitary and bullding laws.

Whatever may have been the condi-
tions in the past, the German work-{
man's welfare today Is receiving as
much if not more consideration by the
government than those of any other
country: in fact, one of the secrets of
Germany’'s wonderful. industrial prog-
ress is the safegunrds which the law
has placed around the workman,

Laws Are Btrict

Strong, active, clear-headed men were
required, and these could not Le pecured
from the ranks of the underfed and
poorly housed.

Not only were stringent bullding laws
enncted,. hut model. factory lr-ghlnuun
wns passed.

Dangerous mackinery is well guarded,
shop elevators are l~quiprfd with safety
interlocking systems, and exhaust fans
are attached to every-grinding or other
dust or Adirt producing machine. Sun-
light and pure alr are provided for in
every factory.

Some of the proteftions for the work-
man's health and physical welfare may
not have emanated from humahbitarian
motives.

Rather, they have begn the result
of sound economic reasoning. The prin-
ciple is similar to keeping horses well
fed, comfortably stabled, and carefully
groomed, 1t good work is to be expect-
ed from them,

Health Protected

The thetry of government in Ger-
many is decidedly patnermalistic, and
while i{n mome! respects the workman
hae not the Wberty enfoyed in our own
land, his health and physical safety are
much belter protected, and German fn-
dustries have not yet developed the
tramp.

Wheh the workman is out of employ-
ment the government assists him to se-
cure work.

A system of labor exchanges, or em-
polyment bureaus, has been estadblished
in the large cities, most of these belng
maintained wholly at movernment ex-

pense.
No Job-Shark Evil
These = government bureaua have
overcome the evils of the private em
ployment agency, and have proved of
great value to employers and workmen
altke. s

TOO MANY JAPANESE IN
JAPAN, SAYS OKUMA -

In a Tokyo magazine article Count
Okuma, the Japanese statesman, sheds
considerable llght on the real reason
why the rullug class of Nippon were so
anxious to have Uncle Sam, or, rather,
Bill Taft, open wide the American ports
for the ndmission of as many coolle la-
borers as desire to cross the Pacific.
