“On the 7th a nearby drusgist called
up the isolation hospital, at my re-
quest and the doctor's and was told,
“We don't take complicated cases.” The

children.

Might Have Been Saved

“The doctors declared that had she
been taken io the first place her life
would moet likely have been saved.
My other son, James, 4 yetrs old, is
now at the County Hospital. After
belng sent to the isolation hospital he
contracted fegrlet fever, when seeming-
1y cured of diphtherla, and was sent to
the County Hospital,
