Musatine, Town. April 15.—The . four
companies of miiitia here have discov-
ered that the rioting which brought
them heve was the work of thugs, for
pow that the thugs have left the city
there is no disorder.

The strikiug button workers are pre-
serving perfect order and met this
morning and dectied to continue the
strike. The spirit of the strikers has
not heen broken by the presence of the
militia and the quiet of the streets to-
day is causing public gentiment to swing
agrinst the manufacturers.

Had the owners of the button factor-
fes not imported the thugs from Chi-
cagy there would have been po trouble,
such is the convietion felt throughout
the city today.

No effort has been made to bring to
justice the thugs wao injured citizens of
the eity, ns the thugs have now disap-
peared. 1

fucturers having become desperate, be-
cause of the way the locked-out work-
ers stueck to their union.

Sympathy With Workers

Pnblie sympathy was with the but
ton workers and pressure was being
brought to cause a  settlement. The
manufacturers wanted to crush the un.

H. E. Briggs to the eapitalist aldermen of the eity of
Milwnnkes will sbow how the Socialists propdlie to make
what ha# hitherto been the mcst wastefol department
of the city the most efficient. .

Things Jike these have happened in Milwaukee in
the past; .Chestnut street has against it three sets of
bonds for paving for the same section of that street.
The first of these las not yet matured and it v.ould
soon be necessary to issue another set, wem tho old
method to. be continusd.. - Gl

Asphalt  surface material bas hitherto. been hauled
to the dump when streets were to be resurfgeed. This
material s exsetly as good sy new material and can
be reheated and mixed with new material for resur.
fucing, thus saving the city immense sums.

However, the work must be done by the city direet,
without the intervemtion of formal contrset, and this
requires a three-fourthy vote of the common council.

The letter reads as follows:

‘‘Dear Sir—When the city of Milwaukee undertakes«
to do anything for tbe real benefit of the people it
first has to free itself from certain business interests
which would suffer thereby. We #re committed to the
policy of direet employment for two reasons—first, we
can thereby give to the people the greatest value for
the least momey, and second, it puts us in the most
favorable position in solving the employiLg pr blem.

The eity of Milwaukee has spent annually many
hundreds of thousands for street improvewsent purposes.
Nowhere has so little been received in return for the
taxpayers’ dollar than in this' work, Many @ifferent
kinds of expensive pavements bave been laid. Long
time bonds have been issued covering the cost of con-
straetion, and in many instances pavements have been
worn out long before the bonds matured, and, as a
result, some streets have two and even three sets of
honds ontstanding. This condition is deplorable and
means financial ruin unless some common scuse method
of doing street work is adopted by the city.

The present a istration prop to give the tax-
payers of Milwaukee the best and most durable pave
monts at eost. No one could expect to get this work
apy eheaper than actual cost. We pro the adoption
of eertain standard pavements for certain traffie condi-

tions in order to reduce the cost of conmstruction work
to the minimum.

The policy of splitting up the work and iaying &
certain per cent of brick, a certain per cent of sand-
stone, a certain per cent of eement block and a certain
per cent of asphalf will be discontinued. The best type
of pavement will be selected and laid in conformity
with the traffie requirements on given streets
actual cost of this work will be assessed against the
abutting property owners.

““If we were mﬂdﬂ& vements which were ne
better than those in Milwankee in the past, or if
we were proposing more expensive pavements than those
already laid, the ers would have serious reasons
to reject our pnpmm, on the contrary, we propose
Iaying pavements jnst as good as the best Milwaukee
has ever had, at from 80 cents to $1.50 cheaper per
square yard than the comtract prices which have pre-
vailed in the past.

““The aldermen who wish to be shown as to certain
figures and ecertain methods which this department is
about to adopt as a basis for this year’'s work are
hereby invited to get into toueh with the department
of public works and ascertain just what we propose
and what our estimates are.

‘“We have had many requests from various parts of
the ecity asking that we proceed to improve certain
streets by direct employment. We have met different
committees of taxpayers interested in street cdwstrue-
tion work for 1911; ind without an exception they have
expressed themselves favorable to the licy of this
department in street construction work. o advantages
we so immediate that all interested approve the type
and kind of pavement and our estimates for the same.

“We would heartily recommend that the Kropeny
owners throughout the eity inform themselves thorough-
Iy as to our position on this imports.t subjee: before
signing petitions for certain pavements to be laid under
the contraet system.

‘“We also recommend that the commaunications from
this department to the common council and published
in the proceedings of that body for Feb. 27, 1911, be
very carefully considered. The law gives the city the
required opportunity to render a very great servico to
the people of Milwaukee, and we propose to take ad-
vantage of it in the interests of the taxpayers of Mil-
waukee.

Women in Japan

Japan is seriously discussing the ad-
visability of passing laws to regulate
labor n its factories, to affect more pars
ticularly the hours of labor of women
and girls.

An interesting statement has been
made by the dircetor of the Industrial

Bureau of Japan, which shows how fat
women are responsible for bulldiug up
Japanese industries. This report shows
that Japanese women's labor as an in-
dustrial factor is very great, as thelr
infiuence is keenly felt in aimost every
industry. )

Commencing with the production . of
raw silk, which pccuples over 50 per
cen. of Japan's total export trade, fe-
male labor largely enters intoithe man-
ufacture of habutae, cotton yarn and
other staples of export.

The extensive employment of femaly
labor may be due to its comparativel
low price, but In many instances w
can be done better and T:ure effactively
by women than by men.

The percentage of women engaged in
the industries of Japan is stated to Be
as follows as compared with mer: ’.'nul

employed, 34 pcr/cent: women employed,
66 per cent, showing that there are
nearly twice as many women as men
employed. There are usually fixed
howis (twelve) as to the time for daily
employment. .

In spiuning raw silk, floss silk, cotton
refining, weaving, knitting and braid
manufacture there were employed a to-
tal of 373.254 persons in 1908, classified
as follows: Males over 14 years of
age, 40,789; under 14 years of age, 2,475;
tote!l number of males, 43,284, Females
over 14 years of age, 206,424; females un-
der 14 years of age, 33,686; total number
of females, 330,020,

The wages paid to males over 14 years
of age ranged from §1 sen, the highest
rate, to 30 sen (100 wen equal 1 yen,
equal 00.498 United, Stmtes currency).
Males under 14 years of age received
from 20 sen (10 cents) per day to a3
low as 12 sen (6 cents) per day.

Females over 14 yhars of age received
from 28 sen, the highest, down to 2
sen per day. ¥emales under 14 years of
age recelved from 18 sen per day down
to If sen per day.

Trom this report It will be seen that

the wages pald to factory operatives
are very small, indeed. This fact is
also applicable to all other lines of in-
dustrial labor.

It is not surprising, therefore, that
Japan's forelgn export trade has ln-
creased from $70,000,000 in 1881 to $450,-
000,000 in 1910, as stated by a well-
¥nown financier of Japan, the increase
during 1910 over that of 1909 beioy giyen
as 100,000,000 yen, or $50,000,000.

On the completion of the Panama
canal the trade Japan with the
United States and northern Europe will
undoubtedly be further increased.
Japan has already a large merchant
marine and 'is rapldly adding to it by
the purchase of foreign-bullt merchant
ships, as well as the copstruction of
ships In her own yards,

Her merchant tonbpage now Aaggre-
gates absat 1,300,000, and, ss stated by
the dopartment of communications, is
composed of the following classes of
vessels; Steamers on the shipping
register, 1,606; , 764,338; mailing
vessels, 4,935, with & tonnage of 364,200;
small boats comprise the balance.—Con-
sular Report.
