It was not yet quite midwinter, and
ths turbulent Fifth Mile River vmd!-
ecated his Judgment, [0 many p:qu: it
ran wide open, with precarious rim lce
fringing it on either side.

Every
moment was precious, nnd they strove
never to lose one. Thus, be the
first hint of the coming of gray day
camp was broken, sled loaded,
harnessed, and the two men crouched
walling over the fire. Nor did l!u_y
make the midday halt to eat.  As it
was, they wers runnig far behind their
schedule, each day eating iuto the mar-
gn they had run up. There were days
when they made fifteen miles and days
when they made a dozen. And there
was one bad stretch where in two days
they covered nine miles, being com-
pelied 1o turn thelr back three times
on the river and to portage pled and
outfit over the mountnins, .

At last they cleared the dread Fifty
Mila River and came out on Lake Le
Barge. Here was no’open water nor
jammed ice.

It is practically impossible to give
the time of cooking, so much depends
upon the freshness and maturity of the
peas. From 20 to 30 minutes, or in the
oven from 30 to 40 minutes, should suf
fice. They must not be overdone.

String heans should be blanched.
Free them from the strings, cut up, and
soak in col? water for a longer or
shorter time. If they are fresh and
erisp, 20 minutes will do; if wilted,
a few hours are needed,

Drain, put them into rapidly boiling,
talted water, and boil rapidly, cover
off, for 10 minutes.

Drain, let cold water run over them,
then put them in the casserole with
one-half eupfull of boiling water and
one rounding tablespoonful of butter
for each quart of beans, Cover and
cook for 20 to 25 minutes in a medinm
hot oven. Do not overeook. Season
and serve.
