increase In land values of 10§ per cent,
and an even gredter increase in the cost
of living.

Gives Worker Power {

With Increased wages, higher ef-
ficlency is demanded, and the workman
in advance of the standardized industry
can fix his own rate of compensation.

Neither is the conclusion justifiable
that industry would suffer because of
the boys' withdrawing from the com-
petitive field.

Ten per cent of our skilled mechanies
are out of employment even under nor-
mal conditions. In a recent article on
this subject 1 referred only to the or-
ganized workmen, but a later investl.
gution shows 30 per cent of unskilled
and unorganized workers spparently out
of a job.

Of 121578 applicants to a series of
employment agencies, only 79,972 suc.
ceeded in securing positions, according
to a report just from the press. Of
these, 30,632 were men and doys, and
#.440 were women and girfls. Just read
the last sentence sgaln and think it
over. Fifty-six per cent of the male
applicants recelved work and 73 per
cent of the female job seekers. But it
is not my purpose to overlond you with
figures.

Trade unions are coming to the fore
on this !mportant subject. Technical
schools, under the control or direction
of the organizations, are taking the ap-
prentice in hand, and, if it must dbe con-
fessed, the more progressive ynjons are
trying to educate the backward jour-
neyman up to a standard of efMciency
incumbent with the ever-recurring de-
mand for higher wages.

Must Look Abead

Speaking before one of our large asso.
clations a short time ago, a milljonaire
contractor remarked: *“The University
of INinols turns out the best technical
students of the country. We are anx-
jous to get them, but the young fellow
from the ranks, with actual experience,
who will fit himself to take charge of
technical work, is the best man in the
world."”

The members of the Illinols State
Federation of Laber work shorter hours
and recelve higher wages than any
simifar body of workmen in the world.
If we can, through this medium, take
advantage of the facilities open to us
and supply a coming generation of
skilied mechanics, trained 1o use ail of
thelr abilities, the forces of jabor will
have fully vindicated its position.

2. It is churged that wild and fan-
tastie schiomes proposed by the Social-
ists will surely raise taxes next year,
The truth is: (a) The program’of the
Socialists is not wild and fantastie. (b)
The tax limit and the bond limit are
rigidly fixed by state Iaw and charter
convention; so that no excessive in-
crease in expenditures would bé possi-
ble even if the Socialists contemplated
it. It was the ‘‘wild and fantastic®’
schemes of the big plutoeratic intes-
ests, grafters and boodlers of the past
adminfstrations in city, state and ha-
tion that made it necessary to safeguard
publie expenditures and not the pro-
gram of the honest and efficient admin-
istration Milwaukee now has.

CITY'S CREDIT BETTER THAN
EVER.

3. It ix charged that the Socialist ad-
ministration has destroyed the credit
