Listen,
In the course of a conversation Mr,
Kilbey said, umong other things: **The
League meels several necessities. The
householder or business men are in
vited to send to it those who comu
seeking help and this without burden-
ing themselves with the question of
worthiness or otherwise, with a knowl-
edge that every man will get fair treat-
ment aud that sheiter, food, cleanliness
and compensation will be given for
services well within the capacities of
each case.

Winter Swells Ranks

“Chicago Is the great hub of a vast
territory. To the man in the small town
and the country place its attractions
are tremendous, Towards it there come
thausands of men every year, the sup-
position being that good jobs and hign
pay are easy to secure. Unfortunately
hundreds of these men are stranded be-
fore many days are passed.

“Then, every winter, thousands of
city men are thrown out of work. With
or without work these men must ex-
ist, The story of how they live is told
in various ways. Many of them qulckly
develop into beggars and some to
worse. In either condition they are a
burden to the community and even
should they desire to start anew that
privilege is denied them, for no one will
employ a shabby or dirty man.

Get Some Work

“We furnish work, so far as our lim-
ited means permit, to a certain num-
ber of unemployed by sending them
into the resldence districts of the city
to obtain such waste material as may
be had for the asking, old clothes,
waste papers, broken furniture, and the
numberless articles which are not good
enough to keep, but may or may not be
too good to throw away. These ma-
terlals are brought to our warehouse
and sorted by other meun who are out
of work:. The clothes will ba patched,
the broken furniture will bhe mended
and repairs of all sorts so rar as pos-
sible will be made. The waste paper
is baled and sold.

“The articles so secursd are placed
on sale at prices within the reach of
the poorest. Work of this kind can be
done at some profit to those who carry
it on, over and above what is required
to pay reasonable wages to the men
who are employed.

“A man loses his work through some
change in the plaos of his firm, or tem-
porary sickness places him in the ranks
of the unemplayed. He does not know
which way to turn. The League be-
comes, to the extent of its limited abdil-
ity, an employmeut agency to him and
finds him temporary work and lodg-
ing."

Home, the protected abiding place of family affection!

Sometimes, unfortunately, it is unprotected and is also devoid
of a.cection. But this is the ideal we have in mind which we feel
like jealously guarding.

In the days when “a man's house is his castle” meant anything,

if it were invaded he could o forth with knife and bludgeon and do|

battle for its sanctity.

Today, when high prices and lack of employment invade ‘the
home, destroy its founduti~a, drive his wife and children out, what
weapon has he with which to defend it?

That great changes are taking place in the home we all know.
Those who are at present profiting by these changes indulge in the
stop-thief cry, “Socialism will destroy the home!”

If these changes mean the destruction of the home Socialism
is innocent, for Socialism has not yet been established anywhere in
the world. If the home is being destroyed it is by capitalism, the
force now in power, ‘

Formerly the home was an almost seli-sufficient little com-
munity. It raised its own food, made its own clothes, the children
were educated and taught their life work within its narrow borders.
It did not need to concern itself much about things outside.

IT PAID TO LIVE THAT WAY.

Then a mighty magician was born into the world and his busi-
ness seems ever since t« have been the breaking down of the walls
of these tiny home kingdoms and the merging of their work and
interest together, compelling them to concern themselves about one
another. 4 :

The magician’s name? Machinery:

His method of work? HE MAKES IT PAY TO LIVE A
DIFFERENT WAY.

It does not pay *o knit or weave or bake or sew in the ordinary
home, and while you are darning one big hole in a stocking a knitting
machine knits a few dozen new pairs. If you owned the knitting
machine you would waste no more time darning—I mean if all of
us owned all the knitting machines none of us would be so foolish
as to sit darning. .

Here is where the seeming destruction of the home comes in.
We do not all share in the ownership and benefits of the machinery.
A fsw own and control it and the rest of us are at a great disad-
vantage, and so the magician seems to be an evil genius, crowding
people into unwholesome tenements to be near work, taking work
away from thousands, and giving power to the few who own to
oppress and drive those who do not own.

We have not changed our way of thinking as rapidly as the
magician has changed our way of living, When it was possible for
evety person to own things he needed with which to make his living
we thought, it was right for each person to privately own these
things, and it was. Now, when it is not possible for those who work
to cwn the tools with which to make a living we still think it is
right for a few to own the things upon which the many must depend
to live. ¥

That is wrong,

So another geniiemust be born into the world to spui up our
mental and moral natures to keep pace with physical progress.

His'name?  Socialism.

Perhaps you are on: the farm and do yet raise your own food.
You have not escaped the change. You must also raise food for
hundreds of othér folks who in town make your clothes and count-
less other things for you, since the iittle kingdom walls have been
torn down. - Tom and Jerry used to be hitched to the big wagon to
haul the farm produce to exchange with a neighbor or in the little
town. Tom and Jerry and the wagon were part of the home, and
you had something to say about them, but now a great railroad
hauls your product, becoming a part of your home, but you have
nothing to say about how it treats you.

Is that right? .

Formerly you hitched the old gray mare to the buggy and you
made a trip. Now a street car passes the poor, is a part of your
home necessities. Since the old gray mare has been taken from

and the street car substituted, is it not for you to have scmething
to say about the car? Is not the bakery to which your breadmaking
has been.removed now an integral part of vour home interest—and

the school to which the education of your children is intrusted, and |-

the factory where your clothes aré made?

And, since the home work is taken away, are you to sit idle?
My-dear, as time goes on you women are to take your places in these
departments of the big home work and do your share of it and

shoulder your share of the ownership, the management, the respon-
sibility. Many hands make hft work, and the magician does most
of it, anyhow; so don’t be frightened. :

But what of the little home nest—the abiding place of the family
affections? ;

THE FOOLISH STAND OF ORGAN-
1ZED LABOR.

Immediately after peace was declared
and the treaty of Vereenigen sighed. the
brave “soldlers of the king" were dis-
banded and poured in their thousands
into the Golden City to have redeemed
the golden promises held out to them at

the time when their services were re-
quired for killlng purposes.
I myself was one of an army of sim-

pletous who belleved in capitalist prom-
Ises.

1 was quickly disillusioned, however, |
and whh distllusionment my rebdellious
nature found expression in an jwmme-
diate declaration of war upou capital-
fsm.

From that day in Septemgber, 1802, 1

became a revolutionary Socialist and
sot out to Jdestruy the capitadist sys-
tem.,

Most others weve aftected o a greater
or lesser degree and even today a great
anti~capitalist sentiment exists on the
Rand, the plty of it belng that lack

of educuation stultifies a sentiment which
might otherwise be anti-vapitalism,

What the new jords of the country
wanted wons choap labor and cheaper, if
posstble. White labor was eutirely out
of the question. Even the wages of
the Kafhir were cut down to half tie

pre-war rate, $6.50 per month belng the
average wage paid,

The Kamir, however, is not by any
mesns a fool. Besldes, he has made &
little money out of the war and even
when times are really bad, his simple
demands enable him to preserve a con-
slderable measure of independence.

He refused to accept the reduced rate
and stmply remsined in his kraal, A
simple mud hut {s sutficlent for his shel-
ter; he wears little more than a happy
smile, and as for food—I have had a
Kaffir servant who refused the victuals
1 had to offer and made his meals of
roots plucked from the wild and un-
tilled wyeldt. 1 may mention that the
stlent strike of the Kaffir was effective,
for within & year exactly double the
wage wee offered him, viz, $13 per
niorik,

Dut U~ Katlly scarclly for mine ladbor
served the purpose of the capitallsts,
who hollered for cheap labor 10 work
the low-grade mines and afford s means
of expansion for the winlog iodestry in
general,

The nominated government belonged
to them and, despite the protests of the'
people, a law passed thé legislature
which enabled the capitalists to import
hordes of yeliow men from China under
couditions -probably ‘worse than chattel
slavery. h

Over 53,000 of these laborers had ar-
rived on the Rand before the people
c¢ould call a halt,

The total cost of colored labor to the
pewceomers has never been more than
G0 cents per head per-working day,
whereas, the average dally wage paia
to white lubor en the mines is 34.50 per
day.

At the present thue white miners on
day wage &verage through the whole
industry close on ¥ per day, and those
Ol CONIMCT ‘eArn an average datly sum
of 37.50. 3

Prior (o the miners’ strike of 1906 the
interesting story of which I wm narrat-
fog In the August number of the Inter-
pational Soclalist Review, miners' manwa
were even higher, but when it is taken
luto conxideration that the average life
of a miner - is stated by a government
commission o e sevel years, and the
deaths by accidents, according to the
government Mining Engineers’ Report,
as high us uine per thousand per an-
num, thése wages can scarvely be con-
sidered high.

This condition of capitalist murder
could scarcely be expected to last for
all tne und stringent Jaws are now
being forced upon parllament caloumted
10 Jengthen the miner's life and m&m-
ize the risks of death from acciden

My point, however, is that the enor-
wous saving effected by the employ-
ment of colored labor has led to the
steady increase In the proportion emi-
poiyed.

From 4.5 to T in 1902, the ratlo of
colored to whites bas steadily inervased
till it has reached its present 9 to L
and the gevernd tendency is manifest in
the latcst tigures avallable for coal and
dtamond mines.

Ing the latest year for which the gov-
ernment statisticlan’s figures are avall-
able, I find only one is white.

On the coal mines the general average
is 21 to 1, .but sgain the official figures
show that of the Increased labor em-
ployed for the same year only 1 in 190
is white. In other wc. s, the cheap
labor of the colored man ls gradually
superseding the dear luvor of the white
man in the mining industries.

This condition gives rise to a bditter
co.or prejudice and the latter finds
mther pecullar “xpression in the Trans-
vaal.

The white workers through their craft
unions and the labor party have_put for-
ward two demandas.

Firculy, they inelst on laws being
passed to preserve all favored occu-
pations for white men and have, be-
1o Rt gl B gn Foas
aiming at the final substitution of all
colored labor Ly white labor.

Secondly, they demand that on no
consideration should the vote be extend-
el to the colored man, and threats to
resist apy such extension of the fran-
chise with the rifle are quite common.

Now the first demand s, on the frce
of it, mbsurd, unless the white may is
prepared to =ink to the Kaffir standard
of life—a wost undesiralie consumma-
tion,

Cheap colored labor is the basis of
South African industry as machinery is
of industries in general. As well sug-
gest the destruotion of tho trans-Am-
erican ratlroads and the substitution of
ox-wagons 1o provide inore men with
work, * Obviously the economic equilib-
rium would be disturbed.

But what would American working
men think of a demand of this char-
acter were it backed by a statement
of the A. F. of L. that the workers
would accept such wages as ‘would
make the change from steam raliroads
o ox-wagons without increasing the
©cost of transportation? Wouldn't such
R suggestion be shouted down and out?
Of course it would.

Yet this is exaotly what the labor or-
gauizations of Jobannesburg propose to
do. Herc is an extract from the re-
port of tie “Mining Industry Commis-
slon” of IN7-08. Paragraph 247, page 81,
reads:

**Mr. J.J. Ware, on behalf of the Wit-
waters and Trudes and Labor Couneil,
sald:

“M¥ Employment of White Laber.—
We are of opinion that white lbor
could be efficiently and economically
empioyed on various works in connec-
tion with mining that is now per
formed by colored labor.

“The fallacy of the argument that
manusi Jabor is degrading to writes and
that they could not compete w ith Tiui-
firs has been disproved by the success
of semc of the men employed cutting
trenches for the drainage works of the
Johannesburg municipality, the wages
in some instances amounting to: High-
est, §i1 18s (§15), average £f1 5s (38) per
week." e

Now, iiving in Johanpesburg is slight-

Iy more costly than in OChicago. Just
imagine the A, F. of L. standing for
the employment of white labor trench
digging in the :'reets in the hot sun,
on plece work 71e ylelding an average
rate of a dollar a day, more for a por«
tion and correspoodingly less for the
remainder!

1 was a member ot the ckty council
about this time, when distress, due to
unempioyment, was acite. The plece-
work rates ‘lnid@ dowr. were based on
the coot of colored libor formerly em-
ployed. Thus the avirage white wage
belug twice the Averagy Kaffir wage, we
had the elevating spoctacle (I don't
think) of white men each doing the
work of two Kaflirs! In other words,
these men worked as hard as two Kaf-
nrvw And Iabor organizations stand for

With regard to the demand that no
votes should be given o cdivred men,
the figures uln‘.udy quoted In this article
prove that the white men who have
votes (white manhood suffrage) are los-
ing the jobs, whils: the black men with-
out voies are getiing the jobs.

Obviously the question—and it is the
vexed color problem—4s an economic
one, as is the woman question, “Equal
pay for equal work” 1s the solution un-
drr: capitillsm. So Keir Hardle, the
Bgmuh Iaor leader, ventured to say on
his recen:. visit to the F.and, and for
his utterance lador lesiers turusd their
backs upon wuii and the laboring classes
stoned him. But for the little band of
Soclalists who gathered round the old
veteran he would have fared badly.

Soclalism is the better solution, for
then it ‘'woukl be no grievence that a
colored man should produce equally
with a white man and participate in the
product to a much less extent,

However, with its short-sighted and
unscientific policy, labor is Pplaying into
the hands of the capitalists who, by
means of their subsidized press, keep
black and white workers at each others'
throats while robbing both of the sur-
plus wealth they create.

The color prejudice, I am'sorry to say,
Is growing and the power of the capit-
alists to expiolt both Increasing corre-
spondingly.

The white workers are bulldozed with
the specirl promises and fulsome flat-
tery of capitalist politicians, while cheap
biack labor is gathered In from kil corn-
ers of sunny South Africa and, funniest
thing of al-—the very men who mset
and appeal to the government to pass
laws to bar Kafir labor are the same
who Join the irregular corps which age
ralsed perfodically to enter native ter-
ritory and shoot down Kaffirs because
they refuse to go to the mines to earn
the gold to pay the tax Imposed upen
them to force them to go to work on
the mines,

And South Africa, with its abundant
subply of cheap labor, will be a para-
dise of the capMalist until the stupid
workers realize that an injury to one
of whatever color, creed or sex, is the
concern of all.
