LABOR BRIEFS

The number of labor dispates in the
United hxuu lom in 1910 was 506 (not
ineluding 26 earried over from 1808),
involving 508,538 working people. The
controversies were largely in the eoal,
cotton and shipping industries. A more
friendly feeling was shown during Jast
year on the part of trade union organi-
zutions toward the labor exchanges. The
percentago of unemployed among
700,000 members of trude unions at the
end of each month in 1910 was 4.7,
compared with 7.7 in 1008,

The musicians of Allentown, Pa., to
the number of 118 have organized a
loeal union And received a charter from
the American Federation of Musicians,

The labor department of the board of
{ trade of Great Britain has just issued a

statistical report on the activities of
| the trade unions in respect to their
| inaneial operations. The grand total of
membership entitled to benefits was
2,3658,040. The amount of ordinary un-
employed benefits paid in 1908 by 1,059
unions was over $£6,000000. - Traveling
benedits amounted to $31,000, while em-
igration, fares and removals reached
$13,000,

It is said that labor conditions in
Switzerland are somewhat better than
anywhere on ine European continent,
and the organized workmen relatively
greater. The trade union movement,
however, is not thoroughly united, po-
litieal and religious questions preclud-
ing a complete uiification. Beneficial
associations and other organizations
based on religions are common in Swit-
zerland. Of a total of 113,800 organized
workmen in 1910, only 67,348 wore afiill-
ated with the general federation of that
country, the ‘‘Trade Union Associa-
tion,”” The railway workers have an
B2 per cent organization., Membership
is on the increase.

According to British census returns
the employes In lfoen mills of the Unit-
ed Kingdom number about 96,000, whose
average earnings per week are about
$2.%0 ench. This wage scale applles to
men and women. Boys who attend
hackling rhachines average about $2 per
week for full time. Allowing for all
stoppages, and on the basls of the av-
erage earnings per head of all em-
ployed 1o an ordinary week, the earn-
ings af each employe for an entire year
do not average more than §143.

men.

Thé battle lines in the class war are
now drawn and woman’s place in them
is of most absorbing interest. On the
one side is the master class, made up
of men and women, few in gumbers,
weak physieally and utterly powerless
of themselves. Oun the other side the
working class, made up of men and
women, many in numbers, strong phy-
sically and all powerful when fully
awakened,

In the clags war women are com-
batants, must share the fortunes of war,
and by the strange working of class
warfare are compelled to fight the bat-
ties of the enemy.

Women are weaker physieally, more
untrained, more helploss politically than
men, hence fall readiest prey and make
the most valuable allies of the capitalist
class in their warfare upon the working
class. By the power of hunger and
want the masters ean drive the women
from the home and out on the industrial
flald, thers to be used to starve the men
into subjection, to operate the machin
ery of produetion, to create wealth and
to become child-bearing machines to
produce children who, too, become fae-
tors in the class war.

On the aide of the working class there
are labor leaders, men who have shown
their strength by organizing their fel-
Jow-workers and won their places by
the success of the warfare they have
waged upon the master cluss. Men like
Debs and Haywood, Irops and Donnelly.
They become tho Davids and fight sin-
gle-handed and alone the battle of their
class, while presidents, governors and
judges become the Goliaths of the mod-
ern contest and fight the battles of the
master class.

History is repeating itsélf. Goliath
is great, a massive giannt and awesome
to look upon, hut bis armor is rottenm,
his great overfed body is soft and flab
by, his sword too heavy for his arm, and
though he may roar and bellow, the
stone of truth from the slingshot of
class consciousness ernsbes through the
rotten armor and finds the vital spot of
race progression, and another Goliath
dies.
The battlefield of race warfare is
strewn with the bodies of dead Goliaths,
The judge who sentenced Eugene V.
Debs to jail found that Gene's slingshot
worked very mush more effectively be-
hind prison bars than outside, and the
capitulist army was more than glad to
drag his poor old punetured carcass off
the field and hide it away from the
sight of men.

Martin Irons sleeps in an unmarked
grave, but sn honorable one; he lived
to see his cause marching on to victory
and see every Goliath. with whom
be fought go down to death dishonored
and disgraced. Mike Donnelly wanders
over the earth, a broken wreck, his
mind dediroyed by & vile henchman who
slunk upon him from behind and sent
loaded billy erashing through his skull.
Mike Donnelly is s physical, mental
wreck, but the work he did for his class
still Jives on and he has lived to see
his name freed from vile slander and to
seo every man who fought him meet a
disgracea *nd violent death, '

JMuywood and Moyer and Peitibone
fought their fight also. Paitibone is
dead as s result of the struggle, but
Haywood and Moyer still live, vindi-
cated, honored and strengthened a thou-
sand fold for future battles, and every
judge, governor and lackey of the capi-
talist elass who figured in that great
fight has alréady been buried in ob-
livion.
