FACTE ARE STUBBORN THINGS

Whatever else may be sald to the
contrary by the anti-Soclalists and
their local mouthplece, the conditions
existing on the Haverhill and South-
ern New Hampshire street rallroad
are not what they're cracked up to be.
This road was granted a franchise by
the anti{-Soclalist aldermen without
any provisions being made that would
protect the labor employed upon the

more| construction of the road. Nelther

were there any concessions demanded
for the city that would repay the city
in any degree for the privilege grant-
ed to this corporation. The anti-So-
clalist aldermen never consult the wel-
fare of the city, nor do they give any-
one else time or opportunity to do so.
They grant franchises to corporations
without question or consideration, as
if the corporations were the only in-
stitutions worth considering. After
this particular franchise had been
granted, it developed that the con-
tragtor selected to have the road bullt
was golng to employ imported Italians
at low wages, and these laborers would
be compelled to trade with the con-
tractor and eat, sleep and live in an
old hat factory in Ayers village. In
short, the padrone system Wwas going
to be Introduced. Instantly & storm

The Eocial Democrats had
posed the location, because there

Al-
ready complaints are being made, but
the laborers are compelled to either
await the pleasure of the contractor
and work the hours demanded, or else
have no work at all. Not only is It
known that the local laborers are not
given the preference, but It is also
accepted as true that even those ap-
plying for work are not given an equal
chance to be employed. On the day
when the citizens presented their tax
bills the foreman consulted a list con-
taining & number of names as author-
ity as to whom he should employ.
Where this list came from {s known
only to those who uséd (t, but it is
not unlikely it came from the Good
Government club.

These are the practices the Gazette
upholds when it criticises the Social
Democrats for opposing the granting
of this franchise under the terms It
was conceded. The Bocial Democrats
are not opposed to the Italans’ secur-
ing employment. They are entitled
to work for a living as much as are
the local laborers. But we hold that
if a $2 & day rate and eight hours had
been Insisted upon, then everyone
would have had an equal chance to
work. The Itallans are only given
the preference because they are &
source of extra profit to the contractor
and they can be used more easily for
the benefit of the labor skinners whose
sole mission is the exploitation of
labor. The Social Democrats would
not only see every laborer at work,
but they want to see them working
under decent conditons and receiving
the full valge of their labor.
