issues

■ Naturally there has been and 
Will  be a great deal of legalistic 

' ,argument concerning the right  of 
jthe AFL  executive council to sus­
pend the CIO unions. This argu­
ment has Importance, but rank  
and file workers must not lose 

. eight of the primary  issUe. That . 
is not legalistic. It  concerns the 
vitality  and health of the Ameri-  
0|n" labor movement.

• Until the CIO began to push 
the work of organizing the heavy 
industries, which happen to be the 
key industries - in America, there 
was every reason to believe that 
in this field the victory would go 
to the company unions, the com­
plete open shop, and ultimately  
to Fascism. The AFL was not 
doing the job. It  could not do 
the job as long as It  had to turn  
over key workers to the craft  
unions which claimed jurisdiction.  

The CIO was formed to do a 
necessary piece of work. It  was 
not trying to destroy existing 
craft unions, much less the AFL.
It  was doing what the whole AFL  
should have been doing.

When President Green says 
that the issue-is not craft union- 

jlsm versus industrial unionism 
because the AFL has room for  
both, he is telling the literal  truth  
and at the same time begging the 
jquestion and misrepresenting the 
facts. The confiict arises from  
the fact that the craft unions will  
not and cannot organize factory 
industry, but that when someone 
else does it  they demand that the 
members whom they claim and 

. their dues should be turned over 
to them. In var5rlng degree that 
.has been thp trouble with the 
brewery, wofkers, the shipyard 
Workers, the radio workers, and 
even the steel, rubber, and auto 
Workers.

I  am forty-seven 
years old and have been a 
peace officer in C herokee, K an­
sas, for tw elve y^trs^and w as 
never before arrested in m y 
life. H aving been asked by the 
obtain of the N ation^ G uard ’ 
to sever m y relations w ith  
labor and sell m y serv ices to a 
m in ing com pany near B axter 
Springs and refusing to do so,
I  should have know n w hat The 
results w ould be.”
That show s how little trust 

labor can put in Landon. H ere’ s 
the next quotation from Stephen 
G augh w ho is organizing for the 
Socialist Party in A rizona:

"I  feel like I  am in D ante’ s In­
ferno, it's 30 hot, everyone is | 
in so m uch m isery, due to one 
do llar and one dollar fifty  per 
day w ages in the burn ing sun of 
the agricu ltural fields ten hours a 
day . . . M any are cut qff relief I  
entirely , and there is no W orkers I  
A lliance to take.rup their griev­
ances, and they are half starved, 
liv ing in sheds, boxes, or pieces 
of tarp stretched over poles, w hile 
little kiddies, naked, cry ing for 
food, pull at their m other’ s sk irts. 
Few m en can stand the .terrific 
heat in the fields, but relief of­
ficials dem and that they w ork or 
starve. Those w ho cannot endure 
the trem endoiis pressure of a 
burn ing sun are com pelled to 
stkrve. R elief w orkers are com­
pelled to sign a sw orn statem ent 
that w hile on relief they w ill  
take no part in. political activ ity , 
sign no petitions, or pass hand 
b ills or cards. This w as m eant 
for us and m akes a great ob­
stacle.”

G overnor Landon is not respon­
sib le for this, the D em ocratic , 
A dm in istration is. N o, capital­
ism is responsib le for the w hole 
business and the issue is Social­
ism versus capitalism .

■ favor of C om pany U nions, w hich 
are never free unions, but al­
w ays r^ t upon actual or im plied 
coercion. I  criticized very sharp­
ly  the G overnor’s record ha fail ­
ing to push labor legislation in 
K ansas and in using troops so 
.that in effect he brdke a strike.

"W hat I  did say w as that his 
statem ent on the right of labor 
to oiganiiM in its ow n unions w as 
defin ite ly in advance of his ac­
ceptance speech. To th is I  m ay 
add that I  th ink it w as as ex­
p lic it a statem ent as the Presi­
dent him self had given, at least 
dow n to the tim e of his sign ing 
the W agner bill.

“ London is one of the m any 
governors w ho have a bad rec­
ord on labor law s and on the 
use of troops qr other strike­
break ing forces, ^ The other gov­
ernors are m ostly D em ocrats, 
and in fftirness to G overnor 
Landon it ought to be pointed 
out.U m t the goveinors of m ost

lahom a, have even w orse rec­
ords from a labor standpoint.
"That is no praise for G overnor

Few m en can w ithstand the 
terrific heat in the fields— but re­
lief offic ials dem andthat they 
w ork or starve. They go tin til  
they drop ih their tracks.

I  can 't im derstand how anyone 
can see so m uch suffering and 
sorrow w ithout getting red blood 
in  h is veins. C an jm u tell m e how  
anyone can sit dow n to a full  
m eal w ithout having done som e­
th ing about it  ? ^W om en have 
cried on m y- shoulder, one took 
m y .hand and held it  to her cheek 

■ ^ahd patted it. Sever  ̂m en have

bones cracked; one or tw o have 
em braced m e in their arm s w hen 
I appeared at the door.

O ne old lady said her husband 
bad voted for D ebs and w hen h?r 
husband died, he had told -her 
that the Socialist Party w ould 
som eday com e to her door and it  
w ould be the beginning of a N ew 
W orld , and that she should do 
as the Party t< rid her. She signed 
up and asked, "Is that all?”  
"Y es,”  I  answered, "for the tim e 
being.” She then' grabbed m y 
hand and held it to her cheek 
and I  felt her w arm -^ears fall.

H it labor

D espite the intensive efforts 
m ade in behalf o f the anti-in junc- 
ition bill by the lead ing trade 
un ions of the state, such as the 
D yers Federation , the Interna­
tional L adiea  ̂G arm ent W orkers 
U nion, the .A m algam ated C lo th ing 
W orkers, H ague, on the station­
ery of the D em ocratic . N ational 
C om m ittee, sent out h is order to  
k ill  the autl-in junction bill.

A t various union gatherings, 
such as picn ics w hich abound at 
th is tim e of the ' year in N ew 
Jersey and Pennsy lvan ia, hosiery  
w orkers express their irritation 
not only w ith the defeat of the 
anti-in junction bill  at the hands 
o f the D em ocraU c boss, but also 
w ith the failu re of President 
R oosevelt to push the E H enbogen 
T extile B ill  to passage. T he 
president did not say that the 
b ill  “ m ust”  pass, and since the 
D em ocratic congress took only  
“ tnust”  b ills seriously , the m eas­
ure died som ew here off the 
prem ises between the H ouse and 
the Senate.

T he story goes back to the in­
dustria l feudalism of the A uto- 
sioW le B elt. T here in the com­
pany-contro lled cities of H am tra- 
m ck, D earborn and H ighland 
Park , the autom obile w orkers

W aves to the m og 
chained to the factories by the 
seem ingly unbreakab le links of 
stoo l-p igeons and low w ages. 
E lven their private lives w ere not 
their ow n—the spies of H enry 
Ford and of G eneral M otors or­
dered their private lives about as 
ru th lessly as did the Sim on D e­
grees of the South before the 
C iv il  W ar or the ty rran ical nob les 
tX. the feudal era in E urope.

T he R evolt B eg ins 

B ut, early in 1938, the revo lt 
began. * lhe;i w orkers heard the 
m agic w ords of labor organ iza­
tion and began to build pow erfu l 
uslpns "to break tbeir chains. 
Shop after shop w as organ ized—  
hurd ling all obstacles, it seem ed 
as if  A m erica’s N o. 2 “ open shop”  
industry w as rap id ly on iU  w ay 
tow ard recogn ition of the right 
o f co llective bargain ing.

T o w in th is right, the autom o­
bile w orkers knew w ell w hat w as 
expected of them . T hey knew  
that W cdter- P . C hrysler, H enry 
Ford and A lfred P. S loan w ould 
not listen to reason “ around the 
conference tab le;”  but that they 
w ould understand a w orking-class 
strike that w ould close the gates 
of the factories and let the huge 
m achinery rust and id le.
