Suddenly Aubrey W illiam s, 

W PA director, who had “ been 
out of town" earlier in the day, 
m iraculously reappeared and 
agreed to see a delegation six. 
But when the m archers reached 
W PA headquarters, they discov­
ered the police waiting for them , 
and Lasser, Benjamin and Kelly  
were arrested.

W M le In JaQ Lasser heard 
that M cIntyre, too, had m ira- 
colouslj reappeared and 
see the Alliance delegation. 
Lasser then sent back word 
that the FresUent’s secretary 
could visit them in Jail, If  he 
w ished to.
M eanw idle, a com m ittee of 25 

who were adm itted to see W il ­
liam s refused to begin the confer­
ence or to leave the W PA office 
until their leaders were freed. 
The tactic was successful and the 
three were released.

“ No Appointm ents”
Going to the W hite House, 

Lasser inform ed M cIntyre that he 
held the Federal governm ent re- 
sjionsible for' the arrests. W hen 
he dem anded an appointm ent 
w ith the President, M cIntyre 
abruptly refused. “ The President 
is not m aking any appointm ents," 
be told them .

The A lliance leaders then re­
turned to the W PA and, m eet­
ing w ith W illiam s, dem anded that 
the Roosevelt adm inistration ful ­
fill  its prom ise to rescind Order 
44 (which penalized workers be^  ̂
cause of bad weather) and the 
reinstatem ent of Eugene Poulot, 
F lorida’ Socialist fired from his 
job because of his politics. They 
were again given prom lsei  ̂that 
these would be done.

A fter the conference w ith W il ­
liam s, the A lliance group adopted 
a resolution which called for a 
continuation of their cam paign. 
for wage increases' and proposed 
a <'m ass him ger m arch" in the 
w inter “ if  conditions become 
m ore acute and rem ain im reliev- 
ed.”  They threatened to enforce 
their program ‘ T jy  m eans of local 
dem onstrations, local stoppages 
and, finally, if  
oral strike.

"W ASHINGTON.— Resolutions condem ning tlie decision of 
the executive council of the Am erican Federation of Labor sus­
pending ten unions affiliated w ith the Com m ittee for Industrial
O rganization are still pouring in--^--------------------------------------------
to AFL  offices as the labor m ove­
m ent awaits the m eeting of the 
C IO scheduled for Novem ber 9 in 
Pittsburgh. The session w ill  de­
term ine to a large extent the 
conduct of the CIO unions in 
connection w ith the APL con­
vention to be held in Tam pa a 
week later.

Hopes that peace m ight be re­
stored by this tim e have not been 
realized. A request for the re­
establishm ent of harm ony by the 
hatters union convention on the 
basis of lifting  the suspension has 
thus far been Ignored by the exe­
cutive coiracil. ^

An editorial printed this week 
in the Union News Service, is­
sued by the _CIO , charged the 
executive council at its recent 
m eeting w ith “ burying its head in 
the sands of silence and inac­
tion.”

Referring to the sessions which 
had before them the proposals of 
the hatters union as drawn up 
by President M ax Zaritsky, the 
editorial says:

“ For about two weeks Its 
m em bers sat and talked. They 
then adjourned, not only w ith­
out lifting  the suspension but 
w ithout even deigning to an­
swer the request of Chsdnuan 
John L. Lewis of the CIO' that 
they announce their stand on 

this basic question.”
The, editorial calls attention to 

the im portance of continuing the 
drive for the organization of 
workers in the"m ass production 
industries into industrial -unions.^
“ To restore unity by lifting  the 
illegal suspension," it  says, “ would 
not settle the life-and-death is­
sue raised by the CIO , nam ely, 
the necessity of organizing the 
basic industries.”

Am ong the organizations de­
m anding the reinstatem ent of the 
C IO unions were the M inneapolis 
Central Labor Union and the 
Portland, M e., Central Labor 
Union.

W orkers Organizing Com m ittee 
for the protection of union or­
ganizers in those states against 
the cam paign of terror being 
waged against them by steel 
barons. Beatings have occurred 
In W eirton, W . Va. and Steuben­
ville, O.

Specifically nam ing Ernest T. 
W eir of the W eirton Steel Co* as 
responsible for the use of arm ed 
thugs, M urray said: “ I very de­
liberately, and with a clear 
recognitto 
m y state 
Ernest T. W eir w ith being per­
sonally responsible for these 
brutal attacks and the flagrant 
disregard and .netting aside of the 
laws and law enforcem ent in- 
W est V irginia.”

M eanwhile, the steel corpora­
tions are finding them selves hard 
pressed in the effort to resist the 
grow ing wave of unionization.

Com pany union representatives 
are turning eagerly to the SW OC 
and are show ing aggressiveness 
in dem anding better conditions. A  
recently organized Central Corn-, 
m ittee of com pany union reps in 
the Pittsburgh area, which was 
insisting on arbitration of wage 
increase dem ands, heard Arthur 
H . Young, vice-president of U . S. 
Steel, personally refuse the work­
ers’ requests. He cam e to Pitts­
burgh to address 18 representa­
tives— two from each of Car- 
negie-IU inois’ plants in the Pitts­
burgh district— ^who m et here af­
ter “ recogniUoa” by com pany of­
ficials.

“ W e now realize that the com ­
pany union perm its \is to gather 
in Pittsburgh at the com pany ex­
pense to receive a lecture on 
econom ics and a cigar any old 
tim e," one representative declared.
