B udget A greed O n

Let us m ake the follow ing 
clear. A t . a m eeting of the So­
cieties, attended approxim ately 
by every affiliated organization 
on D ecem ber 14, a tentetive bud-- 
get totalling costs of approxi­
m ately $8,000 w as read and ap­
proved. This budget w as used 
as the basis for financial opera­
tions of the Societies. A ccord ing 
to the financial report subm itted 
by M orris A .. G reenbaum , C erti­
fied Public A ccountant, (w hose 
serv ices w ere recom m ended by 
H athaw ay, editor of the D aily  
W ork^er) M r. G reenbaum says;

"A ll  receipts as recorded w ere 
properly accounted for. A ll  dis­
bursem ents w ere m ade by checks 
properly endorsed and supported 
by invoices on file, except petty 
cash paym ents, w hich w ere paid 
out through cash' vouchers and 
filed accord ingly .
