A comparison of the annual

‘carnings of GM employees with

dividends declared on common
stock (see table) makes it plain
that workers’ income went. down
further than dividends durinf thi
depression and are rising much
more slowly in recovery, At the
bottom ' of the depression, 1932,
workers’ earnings were 25 per cent
lower than the 1925 level, but com-
mon stock dividends were only 13
per cent lower,

In 1985 the averago annusl
carnings of a GM employeo was
$1,513, or $29.3% & week.

Can GM Afford an Increase?

General Motors was able during
1986 to ralse. the wages of Its
workers not merely 10 or 20 per
cent, but 30, 49, or even 50 per
cent, If GM had in 1936 paid ali
of its colossal bonuses, executive
salaries, and directors fees, had
set "dside the same surplus as it
did, and had paid dividends on pre-
ferred stock in full, but had then
used the "$198,950,000 it wspent in
common stock dividends to raise
wages, the annual jncome of GM
workers would have - increased
more than 50 per cent.

If it had followed the same pro-
cedure in 1935, raising wages in-
stead of payin_, common stock
dividends, workers’ earnings would
have gone up at least 29 per cent.

GM directors and officers, would
not have gone on the breadiine.if
it had failed to pay dividends. In
1935 the 35 directors voted them-
selves & bonus of $3,563,929, or
$102,000 each, The three officers
were voted a bonus of $998 868, or
$333,000 a piece,.
