The the close of the fiscal year
forty state or territorial organizations,
with more,than 2,000 locals, were affili-
ated with the National Party.
NATIONAL -EXECUTIVE COMMIT-

TEE.

This committee held sessions in Mareh
and December, the former by vote of
the committee, the latter by eall of the
National Secretary. In the March ses-
sion they provided for re ;enentnhon in
the International Soecialist Congress.
National - Committee Motion No. 5 on
emigration and immigration, published
in another column, was first adopted by |
the N, E. . in. this session. For the pur-!
post of comparison the resolution on the
same subjeet adopted by the Interna-
tional Congress and the Iater expression
by the National Exeeutive Committee
(December session) are here reprinted.
The National Exeentive Committee,
March session, originated, and !_mti'l the
concurrence of the National Committee,
decided ‘‘that the ‘delegates of our
party to the International Congress
be instrueted to vote -for the tru.de
union resolution in closest aceord with
the trade union resolution adopted by
our National Convention and the party
referendum.’’  Also for the purpose.of
comparison the National Convention
resolution and the Stuttgurt resolution
on this subject are reprinted. In the
December session, owing to a contro-
versy of more than a year’s standing
in the State of Nebraska, the committee
recommended to the N. C. the with-
drawal of the state charter for the pur-
pose of reorganizing the state. g

The minutes of the National Execu-
tive Committes meetings' have been
widely published, as also all_eorreapoud-
ence in the interim of meetings.

OLUTIONS OF STUTTGART CON-
o0 GRESS ON IMMIGRATION AND
: EMIGRATION.

*““The Congress declares:

"Immlxrnt‘!nu and emigration of working-
men are phenomena as inseparable from the
substance of capitalism as unemployment,
over-production and under-consumption of
the workingmen, they { ‘ frequently one of
the means to reduce thy share of the work-
ingmen in the product of labor and at times
they assume abnormal dimensions through
political, religious and npational persecu-
tions.

““The Congress does not consider excep-
tion measures of any kind, economic or po- |
litical, the means for removing any danger |
which may arise to the working ciass from
{mmigration and emigration, since such
measures are fruitless and reactionary, espe-
cially not the the restriction of the freedom
of emigration and the exclusion of foreign
nations and races.

““At the same time the- Congress declares
it to be the duty of organized workingmen
to protect themselves against the lowering
of their standard of life, which frequently
results from the mass import of unorgan-
fzed workingmen. The Congress declares
it to be their duty to prevent the import
and export of strike-breakers. ;

“The Congress recognizes the difficulties
which ifh many cases confronts the working-
men of the countries of & more advanced
stage of capitalist development through the
mass immigration of unorganized working-
men accustomed to a lower standard of life
and coming from countries of prevalently
agricultural and domestic civilization, and
also the dangers which confront them in cer-
tain forms of immigration.

“But the Con sees no proper solu-
tion of these difficulties in the exglusion of
definite nations or races from immigration,
a policy which is besides In conflict with
the prineciple of proletarian solidarity. g

& Congress, therefore, recommends the
following measures:

“L-——For the countries of Immigration:

“1. -Prohibition of the export and Imrort
of such worki en who have entered into
a contract which deprives them of the lib-
cnywmmo(thmlphrpownrul

“C. Free transfer from organizations of
one country to. these of the other upon the
discharge of the membership obligations
towards the former organization.

“D. The making of International trade
upfon agreements for the purpose of regu-
Iating of these questions in a definite and
proper manner and enabling the realization
of these principles on an international scope.

“5. Support of trade unijons of those
countries from which the Iimmigration is
chiefly recruited.

“Il.--For the countrles of Emigration:

; “1. Active propaganda for trade union-
s, -
“2. Enlightenment of the workingman

and the public at large on the true condi-
l:on of labor In the countries of immigra-
tion. Af

3. Concerted action on the part of the
trade unions of all countries in all matters
of labor immigration and emigration.

“In view of the fact that emigration of |*

workingmen is often artificially stimulated
by rallway and steamship companies, land
speculators and other swindling concerns,
through false and lying promises to work-
ingmen, the Congress demands:

“Control of the steamship agencies and
emigration bureaus and legal and adminis-
trative measures against them in order to
prevent that emigration be abused in the
interests of such capitalist concerns. -

“lIL.—Regulation of the. system of trans-
portation, especially on ships. Employment
of Inspectors with discretionary powers,
who should be selected by .the organized
workingmen of the countries of emigration
and immigration. Protection for the newly
arrived immigrants in order that they may
‘not become the victims of capitalist ex-
nlolters. ! .

“In view of the faoct that the transport
of emigrants can only be regulated on in-
ternational basis, the Congress directs the
International Soclallst Bureay to prepare

suggestions for the regulation of this ques- |

tion, which shall dezl with the conditions,
arrangements and supplies of the ships, the
alr space to be allowed for -cach passenger
ns a minimum, and shall lay special stress,
that the individual emigrants contract for
their passage directly with the transporta-
tion companles and without intervention of
middlemen. These suggestions shall be
communicated to the various Soclalist par-
ties for the purpose of legislative applica-
tion and adaptation, as well as for the pur-
pose of propaganda.’

NATIONAL EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.
(December Sesgslon.)
““That it-be the sense of the National Ex-

secutive Committee that it has always been

a principle of the International Soclalist
movement that the International Congress
has no power to determine tactics for na-
tional parties. It {- ecspecially incompetent
to speak on the immigration question since

“The Executive Committee expresses Its
opinfon subject to the reviston of the high-
er authorities of the party that the Social-
Ist movement in America, at the present
time, must stand in opposition to Asiatic
immigration."”

NATIONAL SOCIALIST CONVENTION 1904,
THE " TRADES UNION RESOLUTION.
The trades and labor union movement is a

natural result of the capitalist system of* pro-
duction, and Is necessary to resist thd en-
croachments of capitalism. It {s a weapgn
to protect the class interests of labor un-
der the capitalist system. However, this
Industrial struggle can only lessen the ex-
ploitation, but cannot abolish it. The ex-
ploitation of labor will only cease when the
working class shall own all the means of
production and distribution. To achieve this
end the working class must consclously be-
come the dominant political power, The or-
ganization of the workers will not be com-
plete until they unite on the litieal as
well as the Industrial fleld on the lines of
the class struggle. -

The trade unién struggle ecannot attain
lasting success without the political activ-
ity of the Socialist Party. The workers
must fortify and permanently secure by
thelr political power what they have wrung
from their exploiters in the economic strug-
gle. In accordance with the decisions of the
International Soclalist Congresses in Brus-

{sels, Zurfch and London, this convention re-

affirms the declarations that the trade and
labor unions are a necessity in the strug-
gle to aid in emancipating the working class,
and we consider It the duty of all wage
workers to join with this movement.
Political differences of opinion do not and
should not justify the -division of the forees
of Jabor {n the Industrial movement. The
Interests of the working class make it im-
perative that the labor organizations equip
theirs members for the great work of the
abolition of wage slavery by educating them
in Socialist principles.

When di-
vergent opinlons arise between the two or-
ganizations as to the suitableness of cer-
tain tactics, they should arrive at an agree-
ment by discussion.

*The unions will not fully perform their
duty in the struggle for the emancipation
of the workers unless a thoroughly Social-
ist spirit inspires their policy. It is the
duty of the party to help the unions in their
work of raising the workers and of amel-
lorating their union®’ - conditions. In fits
parliamentary action the party must vigor-
ously support the demands of the unfons.

“The Congress declares that the develop-
ment of the capitalist system of production,
the increased concentration of the means of
production, the growing alliances of em-
ployers, the increasing dependence of par-
ticular trades upon the totality of bourgeols
society would reduge trade unions to impo-
tency 1f, concerning themselves about noth-
ing more than trade interests, they took
their stand on corporate selfishness and ad-
mitted the hteory of harmony of Interests
beiween labor and capital.

“The Congress Is of the opinlon that the
unions will be able more successfully to
carry on their struggle agalnst exploitation

as their members gain a clearer conception
of economic relations and conditions and
are inspired by the Soclalist ideal with
greater enthusiasm and devotion.”

It is made
up in most cases of workingmen forced
to expatriate themselves - by economie
oppression or political or racial intoler-
"ance and persecution. :

‘“But in many cases the migration of
workingmen is artificially stimulated by
steamship and railroad eompanies, land
speculators and other capitalist promot-
ers whd, by means of false accounts
{and lying promises, lure large numbers
of workingmen into new countries.

““The vietims of these swindles fre-
gquently abandon their work, homes and
friends, and exhaust their scanty sav-
ings in travel, only to find themselves
{suffering untold hardships and priva-
{tions, and sometimes - facing literal
{starvation in the new country.

‘‘Both these forms of migration must,
|however, be carefully distinguished
from the deliberate importation of for-
eign labor by the capitalist class for
the purpose of inereasing the competi-
tion between the workingmen of the im-
porting country, lowering their wages
and breaking the power of their organ-
izations. :

‘‘Such imported laborers, whether in-
dividually hired by contraet in other
capitalist countries or imported in
masses from eountries as yet hardly
touched by the capitalist mode of pro-
duetion and the resultant class struggle,
{supply an ever-ready army of strike
| breakers, and are, as a rule, inaccessible
to the Socialist and trade union propa-
ganda,

‘“Justice and wisdom alike dictate to
the workingmen of every country to
treat the involuntary and unfortunate
immigrants of their class with the same
spirit of solidarity and brotherhood as
they treat their native fellow workers,

while their sense of self-preservation
compels them to resist the importation
of unorganized and unorgamizable for-
cign labor. -

‘‘Fully recognizing the above consid-
eration, the Congress, therefore, de-
clares it to be the duty of the Soeial-
ists and organized workingmen of all
countries: *

‘“1. To advise and assist the bona

Official Monthly Bulletin,

The publication of the Socialist Party
Official Monthly Bulletin was begun in
September, 1904, and it is now in the
fourth volume., Editorial comment is
prohibited by the constitution. The
contents are limited to reports of the
financial affairs of the party, a sum-
mary of the conditions and the mem-
bership of the several state and terri-
torial organizations, the principal busi-
ness transacted by the national office,
the reports of the various committees,
representatives or delegates and resolu-
tions by JLocals. The members of the
National Exeutive Committee, National
Committee and state commitees, wholly
responsible for their own utterances,
have been accorded the power to print
and herein is found the safety valve
and safeguard of the movement. In
other words, the Official Monthly Bul-
letin is a eclearing house for all ques-
tions at issue regarding methods of or-
ganization, propaganda, tacties and, pol-
icies, in which no party division is de-
nied a hearing.

The student or party member who de-
sires authentic information regarding
the Socialist movement in America and
its organized expression, will find no
publication to compare with the Social-
ist Official Bulletin. It is distributed to
locals free of charge and orders are
constantly being filed for an inereased
number of copies, .

Industrial Olass War.

A notable accomplishment of the
working elass, in which the Socialist
party played no small part, ‘is to be
found in the complete vindication and

the Mine Owners’ Association, Com-
rades Moyer, Haywood and Pettibone,
who were kidnaped in Denver, Febru-
ary 17, 1906, and transported to Idaho.
In no instanee in Ameriean history has
the class lines been more clearly drawn
than in this ease. Comrade Haywood
was acquitted at Boise, Idaho, Sunday,
July 28, 8 a. m,, after an inecareera-
tion of seventeen months and ten days.
The same result was secured at the re-
eent trial of George A. Pettibone, and
{'the charges against Comrade Charles H.
I.\l’nyor were withdrawn.

Another case not so widely known,

exoneration of the marked victims of |

but a reflex of the former and deserv-
ing of all consideration and activity on
the part of the comrades everywhere, is
laid in Goldfield, Nevada, where Pres-
ton- and Smith were railroaded by a
farce of a trial to long terms of im-
prisonment, the former for twenty years
and the latter for ten years. It is un-
doubtedly a fact that Preston was first
attacked by Silva, and no reliable evi-
dence to the qon!ng was submitted at
the trial, whereas Smith was at home
with his family at the time of the
shooting. »

The national organization has-ent its
good offices in a number of industrial
conflicts to the extent of issuing warn-
ings, connecting up interested parties
and transmitting general information
regarding the issues involved. This was
notably the faet in the cases of Bisbee,
Arizona; Goldfield, Nevada; the Mesaba
Iron Range of Minnesota aud the Teleg-
raphers’ Union strike. In the same
manner support was given to the cause
of the so-called Mexican Revolution-
ists, Magon, Vallarreal, Rivera and Se-

7| rabia, held under shifting charges by

the Mexican government, and in the
case of Paul C. Paulsen, member of Lo-
cal Ban Francisco, charged by the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor with
being an anarchist and evading the im-
migration laws. :

Foreign-Speaking Organizations,

Meunier, who were appointed as frater-
nal delegates to the late convention of
the Italian Socialist Federation, report-
ed forty-three delegates, representing
forty-two branches and a membership
of about 1,084. The Industrial Work-
ers of the World was indorsed by the
convention and upon the question of
affiliation with the Bocialist Party or
the 8. L. P. it was decided to remain
nentral by a vote of 567 to 464, The

Comrade August Beutter, who was
appointed as a fraternal delegate to the
nationdl’ eonvention of the Lithuanian
Socialist organizations, reports that on
the question of affiliating with the So-
cialist party the vote stood twelve in
favor and twenty-two against. The
question is to be submitted to a refer-
endum vote of the membership. The
increased cost of affiliation with our
party is reported to be the greatest ob-
stacle in the way. By unanimous vote
the convention indorsed the platform
and principles of the Soecialist Party.

National Finnish Translator.

This office, established January 1, and
maintained at national headquarters,
with Comrade Vietor Watia in charge
since May, has been successful beyond
expectations. The Finnish and the na-
tional party organizationg have been
greatly benefited. Whereas the Finnish
party membership numbered about 2,100
a year ago, the present membership
numbers about 3,500, and nineteen new
loeals have been organized.

The total receipts of the office were
$3,757.05, of which $558.23 was rebates
by state committees on national dues
stamps sold. The total expenses were
$2,975, leaving a balance of $782.05.

The workings .of the office have dem-
onstrated that the .best service will be
irendered, not in enlarging the business
| features, but in emphasizing its char-
|acter as a translator’s office, even to
the extent of eliminating the sale of
dues stamps. This opinion is concurred
in by the National Exceutive Commit-
tee of the Finnish organization.

Plate Matter.

This feature of news distribution, or
opportunity for agitation, after being
long on the way, is now thoroughly es-
tablished, and its influence for good will
only be measured by the apathy or ae-
tivity of the comradés regarding the
gsame.

The publications which support the
party are entitled to the highest praise
for assistunce rendered. Almost with-
out exception they gave liberal space
to official communications and earnestly
co-operated in the work of the organ.
ization. Nearly all the papers, consid-
ered as a business proposition, are los-
ing ventures financially, and are main-
tained either by voluntary contribu-
tions or direct donations by locals or
state organizations, thus being within
the control of the membership. One of
the apparent weak points of the move-
ment is the disposition of comrades, all
unprepared, to launch a loeal publica-
tion, which in the very nature of things
is frequently foredoomed to an.early or
certain demise. -

twenty locals (less than one per cent
of the total) to initiate a referendum
and requires all state organizations to
constitutionally provide for the initia-
tive, referendum and imperative man-
date. *

COMMENT.

There have been seventeen motions too many
made on the Nebraska affair already. 1 have
dutifully voted yes or no on each. As they
have not expressed my ideas of proper ac-
tion in such cases, the approval or disap-
proval of such motions has consequently been
half-hearted. In order to have a motion
that I can heartily approve of, it seems
necessary to make one myself. To me It
seems bad policy for the comrades to make
such great sacrifices, buying' and distribut-
ing literature and employing a lot of or-
ganizers to convert peopie to Soclalism, and
then have another bunch within the party,
whose only business Is to pick what to
them seems faults in the actions of indi-
vidual members and expel them, or whole
locals, or even whole states, with as little
consideration as they would shake the dust
off of their clothes. Could we do anything
that would suit the capitalist parties better?
We will never get a majority making con-
verts individually and expelling them whole-
sale. Suppose a Soclalist does not think or
act as some other Socialist thinks he ought
to, is that any reason for expelling him?
Let us convert those who think differently
from us to our way of thinking by reason
and logle, mot by cutting off their heads.
The latter way of converting people has|
gone out of date long ago.

In Seattle there are no less than four
tickets in the fleld claiming to be Socialists.
Has it helped matters that the so-called "Im- |
possibilists have expelled the so-called Op-
portunists; and In other states vice versa?
So 'long as we have both factions in the
party and recognize both factions, the Im-
possibilists (or self-styled Revolutionary So-
clalists) where they get control of the state
organization, the Opportunists (or self-styled
Constructive Soclalists) where they are in|
control, it would seem only just that we
recognize both factions in states where there
is a split. Otherwise a Socialist holding to |
the minority faction in such a state would |
have to move to a state where his faction |
was the majority in order to belong to the
party. There is no use of our shutting our
eyes to the fact that there are two factions,
or denying It, for it is amply attested by the
recent Minnesota, Nebraska and Washington
trouble. Also by the attempt to oust Com-
rades Thompson and Berger, and even the
whole sTate of Wisconsin. Time will settle
the trouble, the side that Is to survive will
grow, the other will die. Let us give both
factions all the chance pessible to make So-
clalists, recognize them, sell them due stamps
and encourage them by all practical means.
But, on the other hand, let us dehorn both,
80 that nelther can upset the work done by
the other.

When' I am elected to a committee, I
am in the habit of taking my election
seriously and "trying conscientiously to
perform my duty. I am unable to face
the next national convention and con-
fess that I shirked my duty in this
matter. Therefore, I am forced to the
disagreeable expedient of presenting a
minority = report, which,” because the
time is short, I wish simultauncously
published to the National Committee
and to the Party membership through
the Party press. This draft is a re-
vision of the one which I submitted to
the committee.

There was not the” slightest quarrel
among the members of the committee,
but merely a failure to act. My feel-
ings towards the other members of the
committee are the kindliest, and this
duty which I am performing is an un-
pleasant one to me.

My reason for not presenting this mi=
nority report earlier is because it might
have been construed as an attempt to
influence the election for National Ex-
ecutive Committee.

NATIONAL PLATFORM OF THE 8O-
CIALIST PARTY.

The Socialist Party of the United
States announces the following declar-
ation of prineiples:

The economie factor is the dominant
factor in the life of society and in the
ives of individuals. Existing evilsare
mainly due to the imperfections in the
system of production and distribution.
To effect a cure of these evils, that sys-
tem must be changed.

In the early decades of this nation
the country was new and opportunities
were unusually abundant. Industry
was for the most part carried on with
simple and inexpensive tools. Handi-!
craft prevailed. Men worked separate-
Iy on their own account. Small industry
was the rule. All men had approxi-
mately equal aceess to the means of
production and  distribution. = The
wealth was  somewhat equitably dis-
tributed. Sinee that tihe the simple
tool has developed into the great labor-
saving machine. Handieraft has devel-
oped into machine production. Isolated
industry has developed 'into associated
industry. Small industry has developed
into great industry. Gigantic trusts and |
combines have monopolized the indus- |
tries. The vast bulk of the wealth has |
gravitated into the-hands of a few.

This industrial developmient has
evolved two hostile classes, the capitnl-i
ist class and the working eclass. The |
capitalists own the great centralized
industries. The workers are dependent
upon the capitalists for an opportunity
to earn a living. The capitalists as
such are parasites. In so far as indi-
viduals who are capitalists render use- |
ful soecinl service, they are not capital-
ists, The workers are entitled to the
full value of their labor. The workers
work part of the day for their wages
and the rest for nothing. The value of
the surplus labor is appropriated by
the capitalists. There are more work-
ers than jobs. The eapitalists contend
for low wages. They contend for long
work days. They econtend for bad con-
ditions of labor. The workers contend
for a larger portion ‘of- the value of
their labor. They contend for shorter
work davs. They econtend for better
econditions of labor. The interests of
the two classes are antagonistic. A
bitter class struggle results.

The greater ecapitalists erush the
smaller. The concentration of indus-
trv and wealth into fewer hands
squeezes out millions of men. Large
numbers of them drop into the work-
ing class. As a result, the working
elase is now in the overwhelming major-
ity, It is constantly growing in num-
bers. It is constantly growing in the
convietion that it is entitled to the full
value of its labor. It ‘is constantly
growing in the determination to trans-
late that convietion into political ae-
tion and actually secure the full value
of its labor. These numbers, this con-
vietion and this determination make it
invineible. Its triumph is inevitable,

The eapitalists maintain supremaey
by controlli of govern-

ment. To do this, the workers must |
unite at the ballot box. They must !
cleet their own president. They must |
elect their own governors. 'They must
eleet their own congressmen. They
must cleet their own legislators. They |
must eleet their own minor officials, |

The farmers are constantly exploit-
ed out of the bulk of the value of their
product by the trusts, the railroads and
the other great industries. The pub-
lic ownership and the democratic man-
agement of the trusts, the railroads and
the other great industries will stop
that exploitation and enable the farm-
ers to secure the full value of their
produet. It is therefore to the inter-
est of the farmers to ally themselves
with the wage workers in the struggle
for Socialism. The carrying out of the
objeet of Soeialism does not require the
public ownership of farm land that is
used by its owners. Farmers who, in
spite of the fact that they have all
their lives been robbed by the eapital-
ists, have by their own labor acquired
a. competence, need have no fear that
Socialism will work them an injustice.
Socialism stands for justiee, not injus-
tice. Justice to the landless farmers
requires that land held for rent be ae-
quired by the public and leased or sold
to aetual users, except such portion as
may be needed for public purposes.
Justieo to those who have by their own
labor acquired land for rent requires
that they be paid for such land when
it is acquired by the publiec.

LETTER FROM COMRADE AUGUST

9 of Art. 12 of Nat’l Con-
stitution does not apply to the situa-
tion in the State of \f’uhingtun, there
being no dual organization in the State
of Washington, and no question of the
legality of the State Committee has
been officially raised by any Local of
the Socialist Party of Washington up
to the present time.

We suppose the letter referred to as
front ‘‘ Loeal Seattle’’ was written by
members of former Local Seattle,
whose Charter was revoked for condon-
ing political compromise. They have
no standing in the Socialist Party of
the State of Washington, the revoca-
tion of the 'Charter by the State Com-
mittee .in July, 1907, having been con-
firmed by Referendum of the entire
State membership in November, 1907,
after discussion through many months.
We do not see how the recent amend-
ment of the National Constitution, See.
9, Art. 12, referred to in your minutes,
can apply to eonditions in this State.
For the words in said section, ‘‘Con-
troversy as to the validity of the title
of officers,”’ must refer to a contro-
versy within the Party. There is no
such controversy within the State. The
Referendum sustaining the State Com-
mittee in abrogating Local Seattle’s
Charter, was participated in by the Lo-
cals without controversy as to validity
of title of officers conducting it. Only
after the majority voted to sustain the
State Committee, was a ‘‘controversy’’
organized, not by Party members, but
by members of the EXPELLED Loecal
in Seattle under the lead of Walter
Thomas Mills.

There is therefore no controversy
within the State of Washington as to
the wvalidity of its officials’ title, and
henco we elaim. said constitutional pro-
vision does not apply to our case. Of
course there has been ‘‘controversy’’
in our Party ever since its foundation.
Many ‘‘controversies’’ as to principles
and tacties and individuals have aris-
en and been settled in the usual way
by diseussion and voting.

But no controversy as to the validity
of title of the present officials exists
even now within the Party. The Party
in this State, ranks in percentage of
members to population among the first
in all our State Organizations. It is
paying dues on over one thousand
members in spité of the most persist-
ent attempts of fusion elements to
weaken it. We are pushing propaganda
and organization hand in hand and we
shall give as good an account of our-
selves in the future as in the past.
